PERFORMANCE WORK STATEMENT
1.  Contract or Task Order Title.  Telecommunications Infrastructure repair for Commander Fleet Activities Okinawa Japan.

2.  Background.  Naval Computer and Telecommunications Station-Far East, Base Communications Office (NCTS-FE BCO) is responsible for operation and maintenance of all voice services and the physical telecommunications infrastructure for all telecommunications services provided on US Navy bases in the Far East.  Due to the current work load, NCTS-FE BCO requires additional contracted labor support as it operates, repairs, and maintains all telephone, alarm, Supervisory Control and Data Acquisition (SCADA) and “datacomm” circuit infrastructure, providing connectivity to multiple commands, serving a variety of classified and unclassified networks.  The following performance based work statement (PWS) details the effort that must be undertaken to support the operations and maintenance of the physical plant required to provide the services described above. 

3.  Objectives:  Provide NCTS-FE BCO operation and maintenance support of telecommunications services for Commander Fleet Activities OKINAWA Complex, Japan.

4.  Scope.  The Contractor shall support the NCTS-FE BCO with telecommunications infrastructure installation and maintenance support as described in this PWS at Commander Fleet Activities Okinawa. In general, Telecommunications Industry Association standards and best industry standard installation practices will be used to meet requirements set forth in this PWS. NCTS-FE is tasked with the repair of  telecommunications Layer 1 infrastructure to meet or exceed all telecommunications installation requirements and to ensure compliance with those references detailed in Appendix A. This effort will include both Outside Plant backbone/distribution cabling, premise cabling repair and replacement of existing OSP/ISP cabling, bonding, grounding and lightning protection where the existing infrastructure does not meet the minimum requirements of the standards, codes and instructions listed in Appendix A

5. Below is a list of required tasks: 

5.1  Work alongside the organic Japanese National workforce as an augmentation in day to day operations and maintenance functions relating to the “layer one” infrastructure of the Open System Interconnection (OSI) model OSP/ISP cable plant at Commander Fleet Activities Okinawa Complex, Japan.

Layer 1 is defined as follows: In the seven-layer OSI model of computer networking, the physical layer or layer 1 is the first (lowest) layer.  The implementation of this layer is often termed PHY. The physical layer consists of the basic networking hardware transmission technologies of a network.  It is a fundamental layer underlying the logical data structures of the higher level functions in a network. Due to the plethora of available hardware technologies with widely varying characteristics, this is perhaps the most complex layer in the OSI architecture.

The physical layer defines the means of transmitting raw bits rather than logical data packets over a physical link connecting network nodes.  The bit stream may be grouped into code words or symbols and converted to a physical signal that is transmitted over a hardware transmission medium. The physical layer provides an electrical, mechanical, and procedural interface to the transmission medium. In layman’s terms the “Layer 1 OSP/ISP cable plant consists of the “physical” copper and fiber optic backbone cabling that feeds each building from the Central Office all the way through each building’s interior (premise) cabling, continuing to the work area (wall) outlet. Layer 1 infrastructure does not include network or telephony electronics.

5.2  Provide data from building surveys that assists in establishing requirements for correctional maintenance of the base infrastructure.  Provide data to include locations of new outlets along with redlined Installation Design Plan’s  (IDP) for the premise cabling repairs for this effort.

· Location of new Entrance Facility (EF) if required

· Location of new Protected Entrance Terminal (PET)

· Location of new Telecommunications Outlets, both Voice, Classified and Unclassified Data, Alarms, IDS, and CCTV (security camera)  outlets

· Correct sizing of Outside Plant Fiber Optic cable as well as Copper cable required to service the building

· Location of any new Telecommunication Closets if required

· Location of Electrical Entrance Facility (EEF) for grounding purposes

· Locations of grounding and bonding pathways and cabling

· Locations and proper sizing of any core penetrations required to install conduit/cabling for telecommunications

· Locations and proper sizing of any EMT conduit or cable tray required for telecommunications cabling pathways

· Specific requirements as directed by the Base Communications Officer based on unique project requirements

5.3  Provide general support in operations, repair, and maintenance functions as directed by the BCO. 

5.4  Provide post-repair “redlined” Installation Design Plans for all buildings associated with this repair effort.

5.5  Provide completed, legible deliverable documents to include copper and fiber test results of all installed infrastructure.

6.   Performance Requirements.  

6.1  The Contractor shall provide the following support. The following build-out clarifications are used to determine the scope of work on named tasks: 

6.1.1  Minimum compliance with the most current version of ANSI/EIA/TIA Standards as well as all other directives listed in Appendix A will be followed on all work performed under this effort. 

6.1.2  Timelines & schedules are directed via the NCTS-FE BCO Manager and the customer. 

6.1.3  Adhere to all federal and local safety standards and regulations. 

6.1.4  Adhere to Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA), National Fire and Safety Code, and National Electric Code safety requirements. 

6.3  Work with Organic Japanese National Workforce As An Augmentation.  Work alongside the organic Japanese National workforce as an augmentation in day to day operations and maintenance functions relating to the “layer one” Outside Plant/Premise cabling infrastructure correcting deficiencies in applied installation techniques and principles while fulfilling a mentorship role to elevate the mission accomplishment capability of the unit as a whole.  Specific tasking will be directed by the COR. This work will include but is not limited to installing both ISP and OSP Cable, installing bonding and grounding infrastructure, troubleshooting existing cabling on live circuits and training the Organic workforce in latest telecommunications Industry Installation Practices.  In the mentorship role of this performance requirement the contractor must gain the trust of the organic Japanese Workforce by demonstrating the ability to interpret and explain (in Basic English) the application of telecommunications industry standards without the use of references.

6.4  Provide Data From Building Surveys.  Provide data from building surveys that assists in establishing requirements for corrective maintenance of the base infrastructure based on standards listed in Appendix A that will enable the population of the Base Master Plan budgetary matrix. 

6.5  Provide post-repair “redlined” Installation Design Plans for all buildings associated with this repair effort. 

6.6  Provide completed, legible deliverable documents to include copper and fiber test results of all installed infrastructure.  Provide digital “soft copy” test results in accordance with of the standards, codes and instructions listed in Appendix A.

6.7  General Requirements.

6.7.1  Minimum Qualifications:  Each technician assigned to this tasking must have a minimum number of  years of documented experience in installation/maintenance of telecommunications industry standards-based cabling distribution systems as prescribed by labor skill level below and must be familiar with and be able to reference current ANSI/TIA/EIA Standards (see Appendix A).

· Technician Level III: Must be either certified as, or have documented experience equal to that of a BICSI Registered Technician

· Technician Level II: Must be either certified as, or have documented experience equal to that of a BICSI Registered Installer Level  II

· Technician Level I: Must be either certified as, or have documented experience equal to that of a BICSI Registered Installer Level  I

6.7.2  Normal Work Hours:  The Contractor shall report to work Monday through Friday, work a minimum of eight hours a day, between the hours of 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. Specific work schedules will be provided on contract start date. Authorization must be obtained from the NCTS-FE BCO Manager prior to any hours worked over 40 hours per week. Other hours may be worked as requested and authorized by NCTS-FE BCO management. 

6.7.3  Number of Personnel Required:  A minimum of one team of  three (3) technicians (all Technician Level II) will be required for the repair effort at Commander Fleet Activities Okinawa. There is already an NCTSFE site-lead on site in Okinawa holding a secret security clearance. The three technicians requested for this effort will not require a security clearance, but they will be required to have a National Agency Check.


 Whenever the word "reimbursable" is used in the aforementioned logistic support/privileges, it means that the Contractor shall pay the U.S. Government for the services rendered and/or supplies utilized.  The above privileges may be granted to US citizen personnel so long as they are employed under this Contract.  However, any violation of these privileges will be cause for immediate withdrawal of such privileges for the principal and/or his/her dependents and could result in total loss of such privileges to all Contractor Employees and Family Members under this Contract.

6.7.6  Business Dress.  All Contractor personnel shall dress professionally when at the work site. Business attire EXCLUDES short pants, tee shirts, sneakers, and other dress considered not to be appropriate. Notwithstanding any other terms or conditions of the contract, Contractor wearing inappropriate dress to the work site may be immediately removed from the project, or at the discretion of the NCTS-FE BCO Manager, may be requested to leave the work site and return with appropriate dress. Travel time and lost work time to return with appropriate dress is not chargeable to NCTS-FE. 

6.7.7  Communication Courtesy.  Contractor personnel shall be courteous and respectful to the customer and all other onsite personnel at all times. The Contractor shall follow the direction provided by NCTS-FE management personnel, or their designee(s), regarding the level of communication with the naval base personnel and conflict resolution/escalation procedures.

6.7.8   Travel. Travel within Japan to other NCTSFE sites is not required as part of this effort. 

6.7.9  Transportation.  Transportation to and from the work site is the contractors responsibility to include the movement of materials and equipment when Government Furnished Transportation (GFT) is neither available nor economical in the best interest of this effort. 

6.7.10  If performance does not meet the specifications stated in this PWS and those directive documents listed in Appendix A, the Contractor shall be notified of the lack of performance. The Contractor shall be given a specified amount of time to correct the deficiencies. If deficiencies are not corrected, appropriate action will be taken by the Contracting Officer.

6.7.11  Delays.  A NCTS-FE representative will review any Contractor delay or failure to perform to determine if the delay is caused by technical factors beyond the Contractor’s control and without fault or negligence by the Contractor. If the review indicates performance deficiency is not the result of factors beyond the Contractor’s control, the Contractor will be notified. The Contractor shall respond within 24 hours of receipt of notification with remedies to correct the deficiencies. 

6.7.12  Personnel Requirements.  If personnel become, or are expected to become, unavailable for work under this contract, the Contractor shall notify the Surveillance Officer and the Contracting Officer in writing within 8 working hours of personnel unavailability. The Contractor would, subject to the concurrence of the Surveillance Officer and the Contracting Officer, promptly replace such personnel with personnel of substantially equal or greater ability and qualifications.  All requests for substitutions shall be in writing and contain a complete resume for the proposed replacement personnel, and any other information requested by the Surveillance Officer and the Contracting Officer as needed to approve or disapprove the proposed substitution. The Surveillance Officer will evaluate such requests and promptly notify the Contracting Officer, who will notify the Contractor of the approval or disapproval in writing. It is the sole responsibility of the contractor to ensure that the level of effort required is met.  If required personnel replacement does not occur in a timely manner such that the resultant reduction of productive effort is so substantial as to impair the successful completion of the contract, the Contracting Officer may seek remedy or terminate the contract in conformance with laws and regulations. 

6.8  Documentation and Performance.   NCTS-FE shall have unlimited rights to and ownership of all deliverables provided under this contract, including reports, recommendations, briefings, work plans and all other deliverables. Completion of deliverables and tasks shall remain within the scope of this SOW. At a minimum, the following metrics shall be applied:

· There are no oversights in the development of reports, documents or functional requirements, which could result in delays in meeting established timelines.

· All work is completed within the established and agreed upon time frames. 

· The quality of the work and the content of deliverables (and their exposition) shall be highly professional.

12.  Security.

5252.204-9400 Contractor Unclassified Access to Federally Controlled Facilities, Sensitive Information, Information Technology (IT) Systems or Protected Health Information 

(July 2013)

Homeland Security Presidential Directive (HSPD)-12, requires government agencies to develop and implement Federal security standards for Federal employees and contractors.  The Deputy Secretary of Defense Directive-Type Memorandum (DTM) 08-006 – “DoD Implementation of Homeland Security Presidential Directive – 12 (HSPD-12)” dated November 26, 2008 (or its subsequent DoD instruction) directs implementation of HSPD-12.  This clause is in accordance with HSPD-12 and its implementing directives.

APPLICABILITY

This clause applies to contractor employees requiring physical access to any area of a federally controlled base, facility or activity and/or requiring access to a DoN or DoD computer/network/system to perform certain unclassified sensitive duties.  This clause also applies to contractor employees who access Privacy Act and Protected Health Information, provide support associated with fiduciary duties, or perform duties that have been identified by DON as National Security Position, as advised by the command security manager. It is the responsibility of the responsible security officer of the command/facility where the work is performed to ensure compliance.  

Each contractor employee providing services at a Navy Command under this contract is required to obtain a Department of Defense Common Access Card (DoD CAC).  Additionally, depending on the level of computer/network access, the contract employee will require a successful investigation as detailed below. 
ACCESS TO FEDERAL FACILITIES

Per HSPD-12 and implementing guidance, all contractor employees working at a federally controlled base, facility or activity under this clause will require a DoD CAC.  When access to a base, facility or activity is required contractor employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager upon arrival to the Navy Command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract. 

ACCESS TO DOD IT SYSTEMS

In accordance with SECNAV M-5510.30, contractor employees who require access to DoN or DoD networks are categorized as IT-I, IT-II, or IT-III.  The IT-II level, defined in detail in SECNAV M-5510.30, includes positions which require access to information protected under the Privacy Act, to include Protected Health Information (PHI).  All contractor employees under this contract who require access to Privacy Act protected information are therefore categorized no lower than IT-II.  IT Levels are determined by the requiring activity’s Command Information Assurance Manager. Contractor employees requiring privileged or IT-I level access, (when specified by the terms of the contract) require a Single Scope Background Investigation (SSBI) which is a higher level investigation than the National Agency Check with Law and Credit (NACLC) described below. Due to the privileged system access, a SSBI suitable for High Risk public trusts positions is required. Individuals who have access to system control, monitoring, or administration functions (e.g. system administrator, database administrator) require training and certification to Information Assurance Technical Level 1, and must be trained and certified on the Operating System or Computing Environment they are required to maintain.  

Access to sensitive IT systems is contingent upon a favorably adjudicated background investigation.  When access to IT systems is required for performance of the contractor employee’s duties, such employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager and Information Assurance Manager upon arrival to the Navy command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract.  Completion and approval of a System Authorization Access Request Navy (SAAR-N) form is required for all individuals accessing Navy Information Technology resources.  The decision to authorize access to a government IT system/network is inherently governmental.  The contractor supervisor is not authorized to sign the SAAR-N; therefore, the government employee with knowledge of the system/network access required or the COR shall sign the SAAR-N as the “supervisor”. 

The SAAR-N shall be forwarded to the Navy Command’s Security Manager at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date.  Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date may result in delaying the individual’s start date.   

When required to maintain access to required IT systems or networks, the contractor shall ensure that all employees requiring access complete annual Information Assurance (IA) training, and maintain a current requisite background investigation.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall contact the Command Security Manager for guidance when reinvestigations are required.  

INTERIM ACCESS

The Navy Command's Security Manager may authorize issuance of a DoD CAC and interim access to a DoN or DoD unclassified computer/network upon a favorable review of the investigative questionnaire and advance favorable fingerprint results.  When the results of the investigation are received and a favorable determination is not made, the contractor employee working on the contract under interim access will be denied access to the computer network and this denial will not relieve the contractor of his/her responsibility to perform.   

DENIAL OR TERMINATION OF ACCESS

The potential consequences of any requirement under this clause including denial or termination of physical or system access in no way relieves the contractor from the requirement to execute performance under the contract within the timeframes specified in the contract.  Contractors shall plan ahead in processing their employees and subcontractor employees. The contractor shall insert this clause in all subcontracts when the subcontractor is permitted to have unclassified access to a federally controlled facility, federally-controlled information system/network and/or to government information, meaning information not authorized for public release.

CONTRACTOR’S SECURITY REPRESENTATIVE

The contractor shall designate an employee to serve as the Contractor’s Security Representative.  Within three work days after contract award, the contractor shall provide to the requiring activity’s Security Manager and the Contracting Officer, in writing, the name, title, address and phone number for the Contractor’s Security Representative.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall be the primary point of contact on any security matter.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall not be replaced or removed without prior notice to the Contracting Officer and Command Security Manager. 

BACKGROUND INVESTIGATION REQUIREMENTS AND SECURITY APPROVAL PROCESS FOR CONTRACTORS ASSIGNED TO NATIONAL SECURITY POSITIONS OR PERFORMING SENSITIVE DUTIES 

Navy security policy requires that all positions be given a sensitivity value based on level of risk factors to ensure appropriate protective measures are applied.  Navy recognizes contractor employees under this contract as Non-Critical Sensitive [ADP/IT-II] when the contract scope of work require physical access to a federally controlled base, facility or activity and/or requiring access to a DoD computer/network, to perform unclassified sensitive duties.  This designation is also applied to contractor employees who access Privacy Act and Protected Health Information (PHI), provide support associated with fiduciary duties, or perform duties that have been identified by DON as National Security Positions.  At a minimum, each contractor employee must be a US citizen and have a favorably completed NACLC to obtain a favorable determination for assignment to a non-critical sensitive or IT-II position.  The NACLC consists of a standard NAC and a FBI fingerprint check plus law enforcement checks and credit check.  Each contractor employee filling a non-critical sensitive or IT-II position is required to complete:

· SF-86 Questionnaire for National Security Positions (or equivalent OPM investigative product)

· Two FD-258 Applicant Fingerprint Cards (or an electronic fingerprint submission)

· Original Signed Release Statements

Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date shall result in delaying the individual’s start date.   Background investigations shall be reinitiated as required to ensure investigations remain current (not older than 10 years) throughout the contract performance period.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall contact the Command Security Manager for guidance when reinvestigations are required.

Regardless of their duties or IT access requirements ALL contractor employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager upon arrival to the Navy command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract.  Employees requiring IT access shall also check-in and check-out with the Navy Command’s Information Assurance Manager.  Completion and approval of a System Authorization Access Request Navy (SAAR-N) form is required for all individuals accessing Navy Information Technology resources.  The SAAR-N shall be forwarded

to the Navy Command’s Security Manager at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date.  Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date shall result in delaying the individual’s start date. 

The contractor shall ensure that each contract employee requiring access to IT systems or networks complete annual Information Assurance (IA) training, and maintain a current requisite background investigation.  Contractor employees shall accurately complete the required investigative forms prior to submission to the Navy Command Security Manager.  The Navy Command’s Security Manager will review the submitted documentation for completeness prior to submitting it to the Office of Personnel Management (OPM).  Suitability/security issues identified by the Navy may render the contractor employee ineligible for the assignment.  An unfavorable determination made by the Navy is final (subject to SF-86 appeal procedures) and such a determination does not relieve the contractor from meeting any contractual obligation under the contract.  The Navy Command’s Security Manager will forward the required forms to OPM for processing.  Once the investigation is complete, the results will be forwarded by OPM to the DON Central Adjudication Facility (CAF) for a determination.  

If the contractor employee already possesses a current favorably adjudicated investigation, the contractor shall submit a Visit Authorization Request (VAR) via the Joint Personnel Adjudication System (JPAS) or a hard copy VAR directly from the contractor’s Security Representative.  Although the contractor will take JPAS “Owning” role over the contractor employee, the Navy Command will take JPAS "Servicing" role over the contractor employee during the hiring process and for the duration of assignment under that contract.  The contractor shall include the IT Position Category per SECNAV M-5510.30 for each employee designated on a VAR.  The VAR requires annual renewal for the duration of the employee’s performance under the contract. 

BACKGROUND INVESTIGATION REQUIREMENTS AND SECURITY APPROVAL PROCESS FOR CONTRACTORS ASSIGNED TO OR PERFORMING NON-SENSITIVE DUTIES 

Contractor employee whose work is unclassified and non-sensitive (e.g., performing certain duties such as lawn maintenance, vendor services, etc ...) and who require physical access to publicly accessible areas to perform those duties shall meet the following minimum requirements:

The contractor shall ensure each individual employee has a current favorably completed National Agency Check with Written Inquiries (NACI) or ensure successful FBI fingerprint results have been gained and investigation has been processed with OPM 

Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date may result in delaying the individual’s start date.  

* Consult with your Command Security Manager and Information Assurance Manager for local policy when IT-III (non-sensitive) access is required for non-US citizens outside the United States.

(a)   Preservation, packaging, and packing shall be in accordance with ASTM-D-3951 (most current edition), "Standard for Commercial Packing."  The unit pack quantity that applies to items under this contract is "Industry Standard".
