2.  Description of the Action Being Approved.  

Modification P00001 to contract N00604-10-P-3351 is a sole source action to be awarded without providing for full and open competition.  The requirement is to add one (1) additional Distillate Fuel Cleaning System (DFCS) to contract N00604-10-P-3351.  This contract provides for a fully self-contained, automated, skid mounted DFCS to rehabilitate ship’s F-76 diesel fuel that is removed in maintenance and/or overhaul operations and restore the fuel quality to MIL-STD 3004B w/Change 1 dated 14 Nov 08 for reclaimed fuel re-use standards.  The recommended source for this contract modification is Fluid Dynamics, Inc. 4415 Best Rd, College Park, GA 30337-5105.

3.  Description of Supplies/Services.  

The purpose of this acquisition is to procure an equipment Contractor to design, engineer, manufacture and provide one (1) additional fully self-contained, automated, skid mounted DFCS to rehabilitate ship’s F-76 diesel fuel that is removed in maintenance and/or overhaul operations and restore the fuel quality to MIL-STD 3004B w/Change 1 dated 14 Nov 08 for reclaimed fuel re-use standards.
4.  Statutory Authority Permitting SOLE SOURCE.  

10 U.S.C. 2304(c)(1), Only One Responsible Source and No Other Supplies Will Satisfy Agency Requirements for form, fit, and function.  This J&A satisfies the FAR 13.501(a)(2) requirement to justify sole source acquisitions pursuant to Section 4202 of the Clinger-Cohen Act of 1996. This proposed action 
5.  Rationale Justifying Use of Cited Statutory Authority. 

This proposed contract modification is in accordance with FAR 6.302-1(a)(ii).  The DFCS has been deemed to be available only from the original source in the case of a follow-on action for the production of highly specialized equipment.  It has been determined that award to any other source would result in both substantial duplication of cost to the Government that is not expected to be recovered through competition and unacceptable delays in fulfilling the agency’s requirement.
6.  Description of Efforts Made to Solicit Offers from as Many Offerors as Practicable.  

This action will be synopsized in accordance with FAR Subpart 5.2 Synopsis of Proposed Contract Actions.  
7.  Determination of Fair and Reasonable Cost.  The Contracting Officer will determine the cost to the Government of the supplies covered by this J&A as fair and reasonable prior to issuance of a contract modification.
8.  Actions to Remove Barriers to Future Competition.

For the reasons set forth in Paragraph 5, FISC Pearl Harbor has no plans at this time to compete future requirements for the types of supplies covered by this document.  If another potential source emerges, FISC Pearl Harbor will assess whether competition for future requirements is feasible.
