BACKGROUND
1.1   
Joint POW/MIA Accounting Command (JPAC) mission and objective is to achieve the fullest possible accounting of all Americans missing as a result of the nation's past conflicts. The laboratory portion of JPAC, referred to as the Central Identification Laboratory (CIL), is the largest forensic anthropology laboratory in the world.  Additionally, JPAC operates the Forensic Science Academy, an advanced forensic anthropology training program sponsored by DOD.  Students are assigned skeletal cases and required to submit forensic anthropology reports detailing the findings of their examination.  JPAC maintains three permanent overseas detachments in Thailand, Vietnam and Laos to assist with command and control, logistics and in-country support during investigation and recovery operations.

SCOPE/OBJECTIVE
2.1
To obtain the best market availability, timing and most cost effective method of obtaining specialized skeletal material, JPAC seeks to establish a Blanket Purchase Agreement or BPA. The BPA will establish individual charge accounts with qualified sources of supply to cover recurring requirements of the same general category. The majority of the requirements are expected to exceed the micro-purchase threshold.  Current market availability, origin and source restrictions mandate that JPAC establish the ability to purchase from a pre-qualified Contractor able to supply JPAC with authentic skeletal, dental, and osseous material for use as exemplars in forensic analysis, anatomical and forensic research, teaching, and for related activities, as well as casts and faithful reproductions of such materials.  Items will be priced by quality, completeness, and preservation.

k. Human pathological specimens either partial or complete.


l. Special preparations (e.g., Beauchene Skulls, Demonstration Skulls, Bone Boards, Cut-Away Specimens, etc.).


m. Human dental specimens either partial or complete. 


n. Non-human dental specimens either partial or complete. 


o. Human osseous and dental histological specimens/sets. 


p. Non-human osseous and dental histological specimens. 


q. Casts and faithful reproductions of the above materials.

PERFORMANCE REQUIREMENTS

3.1
All materials will be legally procured by the vendor IAW the laws and statutes of the United States.

3.2
The origin of the items will be transparent and their source, if known, will be made available to the CIL upon request.  The CIL will not accept any specimens known to originate from war dead, historical sites, or from convicts, detainees, or similarly incarcerated persons, or from persons or activities that are counter to, or incompatible with, the anthropological profession and/or the mission of the JPAC CIL.

QUALITY ASSURANCE

All procured materials will undergo a quality assurance check at the JPAC CIL upon arrival.  Materials deemed of insufficient quality, or not as ordered, will be returned to the vendor or and exchanged for similar or like items of sufficient quality.

The term for this agreement shall be from the date of award through 12 months thereafter. This agreement also contains provisions for 4 one-year option periods. The Government shall review this agreement annually and, as necessary, make adjustments.
