16. Title of the proposed contract action: Regional Grease Exhaust and Dryer Vent Cleaning Services
The Department of Navy, Naval Facilities Engineering Command (NAVFAC) Washington,

intends to solicit a REGIONAL GREASE EXHAUST AND DRYER VENT CLEANING SERVICES contract for the National Capital Region.

The contract is planned as a combination Firm Fixed Price / Indefinite Delivery Indefinite Quantity (FFP/IDIQ) contract. The contract will be for a base period and two one-year option periods that cumulatively will not exceed thirty-six (36) months.

This best value procurement will require both price and non-price proposals.  Award will be based on the best value to the Government, where price and non-price factors will be considered.  All non-price evaluation factors are considered equal in importance to one another, and when combined, are approximately equal to price. Therefore, the offeror’s initial proposal shall contain its best terms from a price and non-price standpoint. The work includes, but is not limited to: Contractor will provide all labor, supervision, management, tools, materials, equipment, transportation and other items necessary to provide grease exhaust and dryer vent cleaning services.

Procurement Method: Contracting by Negotiation
The North American Industry Classification Standard (NAICS) Code for this procurement is

561790 and the annual size standard is $7 million.
The contract term will be a base period plus two 12-month option periods. Only the base period of the contract will offer a minimum guarantee. If the Government does not award a follow-on contract in time, the Government may require the Contractor to continue performance for an additional period up to six months under the Option to Extend Services clause.

This contract will replace a current contract for similar services. It was awarded in 2007 with a maximum contract value of $292,530.00, including IDIQ estimates.  Information about the current contract and the incumbent contractor (e.g., value of last option exercised, firm name, address, etc.) will be included in the solicitation package.
