B588 Replace Carpet - Solicitation Questions

1. Is the area size 191 sq yds? 181 sq yds or other? How many linear feet of cove base is required?
Ans:- The area to be demolished is 1634 SF of Carpet.  The amount of carpet to be replaced is 191 SY or 1719 SF. This amount of material to be replaced is larger because it includes 5% extra carpet tiles that may be needed for custom fitting, at corners etc.  There is 340 LF of cove base to be demolished and installed. Base to be 4” high. All colors are to be selected by Customer POC, Forward Submittals through Construction Manager for approval.
2. Is the carpet to be installed in one area? Three areas? or?
Ans:- The carpet is to be installed throughout  room 109 in rooms A,B,C,D.  The only room where carpet is not to be installed is in the supply closet room 109.
3. How much furniture must be moved to allow installation?
Ans:-  It is the contractors responsibility to work around all furniture in room 109.  Furniture should be left in place but It may be necessary to jack up heavier items to install carpet tile underneath. But for the most part the approximately 10 work stations should include modular furniture that can be adjusted to accommodate the demolition of existing and installation of new carpet tile. Due to the fact that we are installing carpet tile, it should be possible to work around the majority of desks, filing cabinets and generic officer furniture throughout the space.
4. Is this furniture standard office furniture or are extraordinarily large or bulky items present?
Ans:- Most of the office furniture could be defined as “standard” office furniture and can easily be lifted or jacked up or worked around in order to install the carpet tile. The one exception is a large file in the back room that will not be moved or relocated (carpet tile will be installed around it). Everything else is expected to be worked around in place.
5. What is currently covering the floor? Carpet? 
Ans:- There currently is carpet tile on the floor throughout room 109
6. How many layers of flooring is present?
Ans:- There should only be direct glued (adhesive backed) carpet tile on the floor that needs to be removed. Surface scraping may be necessary to remove adhesives fully from the concrete subfloor.
7. What is the subfloor like.Concrete slab...linoleum tile...??  Is there a clean concrete surface to adhere to ? Are there thick coatings of old adhesive that must be removed?
Ans:- The current subfloor should be a clean concrete slab.
8. What evidence is there of any asbestos, asbestos containing tile, asbestos containing mastic, friable particles or dust?
Ans:- There is no asbestos present on this job
9. How many doorways and entrances are there? Will transitions between floor levels be necessary?
Ans:- There are 6 doorways in room 109 including all the office spaces. It is requested that the contractor provide basic aluminum carpet to carpet transition strips at the office doorways where this transition occurs. There is no need, however; for transitions between different floor levels/all the same level.
10. Are there permanent or complicated electrical connections that must be dealt with. Internet cable trays, high voltage conduit. Is the floor area free of these?
Ans:- No permanent or complicated electrical connections need to be dealt with on this job.
11. What other specs are you looking for in the carpet tile besides 35 oz. a yard? Density? Material type..ie nylon? 
Ans:- We are expecting to receive a high quality commercial grade Dyed Nylon carpet tile. Density: 7000 or greater for heavy traffic area.  Carpet Tufted weight between 32 and 36 OZ. is acceptable 24”X24” tile size.
12. Do you have a preferred manufacturer Sleeping half-moon(s)) of the carpet tile? Which one? 
Ans :- No.
13. What warranty on the tile are you looking for?
Ans: - Standard Manufacturer commercial limited lifetime warranty including the following:
1. Wear – Carpet tiles will not wear more than 10% of their surface pile weight from abrasive wear. “Abrasive wear” means fiber loss from the carpet tiles through normal abrasion, not crushing or flattening of the carpet pile in any area, nor staining, soiling, fading, or change in carpet appearance, nor fiber loss due to abnormal usage of the carpet tiles; 
2. Static - Carpet tiles will not give static discharges in excess of 3.5 KV when tested under AATCC Test Method 134 
3. Edge Ravel/Zippering - Carpet tiles will not edge ravel or zipper; 
4. Delamination Carpet tiles will not delaminate (Chair pads are recommended for maximum appearance retention and to deter delamination); and 
5. Dimensional Stability -Carpet tiles will not lose their dimensional stability per the AACHEN test ISO 2551. 
14. On page 1  of the Solicitation it says 564 square yards to be replaced. On page 8 of actual documents it says 191 sq yards are to be replaced. What is the correct total amount? 
Ans: - See questions #1 Response.
15. There is mentioned 35 oz face weight “carpet” in one place. In another place its 35oz “carpet tile”. What is being installed. Broadloom roll style “carpet”or individualized “carpet tiles” There is a considerable price difference here.
Ans: - We are installing 24” X 24” Carpet Tiles. The tuft weight can be between 32 through 36 OZ. 
16. Can we have more specifications on what carpet you want. Since 2010 the GSA nomenclature for carpet has changed. Specifications now use a TAR rating  “Textile Appearance Retention” rating.  This is what commercial carpet manufacturers supplying the US Government now use. The “face weight” nomenclature is obsolete.
Ans: - Face weight is not an obsolete measurement. We are expecting to receive a high quality commercial grade Dyed Nylon carpet tile. Industry standards define Commercial carpet with a Tufted weight of 32-36 OZ. and a density of 7000 and above, as high quality which provides more long-term durability, comfort, and is better wearing than carpet tiles with lower face weights and densities.
17. Is there a carpet pad? Which kind?
Ans: - We will be using direct adhesive applied carpet tiles, these carpet tiles should include a backing so no carpet pad is necessary.
18. Is there a warranty standard?
Ans: - See Questions #13 Response.
19. Is  there one area being carpeted or three? 
Ans: - See Question #2 Response.
20. How much furniture is in rooms? 
Ans: - Approximately 10 Office Workstations, including desks with CPUS, monitors, filing cabinets, trash cans, and other generic office furniture throughout room 109.
21. Who will move this furniture?
Ans: - The contractor is responsible for working around all furniture, furniture should not have to be relocated, due to the fact that we are installing carpet tiles, but some heavier items may need to be jacked up to install the carpet tile under the furniture.
22. What is subfloor? 
Ans: - See Question #7 Response.
23. Work Schedule?
Ans: - To avoid disrupting normal work, work will be performed after normal working hours. Normal working hours are defined as Mon – Fri 7:00am – 4:00pm. An escort to gain access to the building is required.
