· Design and develop the real estate in a manner that is compatible with adjacent Navy uses;

· Execute, operate, and manage the development consistent with best commercial practices; and

· Maintain positive relations with local government authorities and the adjacent communities.

Further, the successful Offeror shall obtain necessary financing, and plan, operate, and manage the approved development for the term of the lease.  The successful Offeror shall provide the Navy cash and/or in-kind consideration not less than the fair market value of the Offeror’s leasehold interest in the property.

The Request for Qualifications (RFQ):

A draft Request for Qualifications (RFQ) will be announced on FedBizOpps and published on the U.S. Navy EUL website in July 2010.  The draft RFQ will be for informational purposes only and any response is not an offer.  The draft RFQ will not commit the Government to contract for any services, or pay any costs incurred in preparation of any submission in response to the draft RFQ.
