The intent of this sources sought notice is to identify potential Small Business, 8(a), HUBZone, Service Disabled Veteran Owned or Women-Owned Small Business firms capable of preparing the design and construction of a Vehicle Maintenance Facility (VMF), for Marine Corps Reserve Center, Brooklyn, NY.  Naval Facilities Engineering Command (NAVFAC), Midwest, Great Lakes, Illinois is seeking either individual firms or Joint Venture firms nationwide capable of performing a design-build construction project of a Vehicle Maintenance Facility at Marine Corps Reserve Center, Brooklyn, NY.  The estimated cost range of this potential project is between $3,000,000 and $5,000,000.  The NAICS Code is 236220 with the annual size standard of $33.5 Million.  The proposed procurement is being considered as a set-aside under small business, section 8(a), HUBZone, Service Veteran Owned Small Business Program or Women-Owned small business concerns.  Firms are requested to submit their Sources Sought Questionnaire which will be the basis for the Government’s decision to establish this requirement as a small Business, 8(a), HUBZone, Service Disabled Veteran Owned Small Business or Women-Owned small business concern set-aside acquisition.  Interested small businesses, 8(a), HUBZone, Service Disabled Veteran Owned Small Business or Women-Owned small business concerns are encouraged to submit a Sources Sought Questionnaire.  The Sources Sought Questionnaire must describe in detail the firm’s capability to provide the design and construction of a Vehicle Maintenance Facility within the estimated dollar range. PROJECT DESCRIPTION:  This project will construct a Vehicle Maintenance Facility that will be a low rise steel framed structure with concrete foundation, concrete floor, metal panel or masonry walls and standing seam metal roofing.  The VMF will also include fire protection systems, heating, ventilation, plumbing and plumbing fixtures, electrical, and required mechanical systems.  The VMF will include high bay maintenance compartments, tool room, parts room, air conditioned office spaces, restrooms and storage space.

This project will provide Anti-Terrorism Protection (ATFP) features and comply with ATFP regulations and physical security in accordance with DoD Minimum Anti-Terrorism Standards for Buildings.

Built-in equipment includes fire booster pump, compressed air system, vehicle lube and vehicle exhaust systems.

Operations and Maintenance Support Information is included in this project.

Sustainable design principles will be included in the design and construction of the projects in accordance with Executive Order 13123 and other laws and Executive Orders.  Facilities will meet LEED ratings and comply with Energy Policy Act of 2005 and the Energy Independence and Security Act of 2007.  Low Impact Development will be included in the design and construction of this project as appropriate.

The existing VMF does not support the maintenance of the newer Marine Corps vehicles in its interior repair bays.

Site preparation includes apron removal, contaminated soil removal, excavation and preparation for construction.

Special foundation features include prefabricated driven piles and soil compression and stabilization.

Paving and site improvements include sidewalks, landscaping, a dumpster pad, and a storm drainage piping.

Electrical utilities include primary and secondary distribution systems, lighting, transformers and tele-communication infrastructure.

Mechanical utilities include gas lines, water lines, sanitary sewer lines, fire protection systems and supply lines.

Facilities will be designed to meet or exceed the useful service life specified in DoD Unified Facility Criteria.  Facilities will incorporate features that provide the lowest practical life cycle cost solutions satisfying the facility requirements with the goal of maximizing energy efficiency.

The Sources Sought Questionnaire must be complete and sufficiently detailed to allow the Government to determine the firm’s qualifications to perform the defined work.  Interested parties shall mail/submit their responses to:
