All vehicles shall be the manufacturer’s standard exterior paint and colors as available within the Contractor’s rental fleet.

The contract term will be a base period of one (1) year plus two (2) option years. Only the base period of the contract will offer a minimum guarantee of $5,000.00.  If the Government does not award a follow-on contract in time, the Government may require the Contractor to continue performance for an additional period up to six (6) months under the Option to Extend Services clause.
