THIS PRE - SYNOPSIS IS NOT A REQUEST FOR PROPOSALS.  The Naval Facilities Engineering Command, Mid-Atlantic is posting this Pre – Synopsis for the P1251/P1254 construction project.  The estimated Target Award for this project is $74,000,000.  The construction project is located in Jacksonville, NC, Marine Corps Camp Lejeune, Courthouse Bay area.  This is a Full and Open Solicitation.  The appropriate NAICS Code is 236220, with a Construction Size Standard of $33,500,000.  This will be a Two-Phase Design-Build (DB), Best Value Source Selection (BVSS) solicitation.  When the actual solicitation is issued, plans and specifications will be available from either www.fbo.gov or https://www.neco.navy.mil websites during Phase II.
Description of Work:
P1251/P1254 Bachelor Enlisted Quarters (BEQ’s), Courthouse Bay.  This project constructs three (3) BEQ’s up to five (5) stories to provide a total of four hundred (400) bedrooms.  Buildings shall be constructed with interior and exterior concrete masonry unit walls on pile foundations with structural steel framing, reinforced masonry walls, brick veneer, reinforced concrete foundation and floors, and standing seam metal roofs.  Built-in equipment for each BEQ building includes:  American with Disabilities Act compliant passenger / freight elevator, fire pump with generator backup, spectrally selective window glazing, energy monitoring control system, and a mass notification system.  Information systems include telephone, local area network, and NGEN support in each BEQ.  Electrical utilities include electrical distribution and fire alarm system.  Mechanical utilities include water distribution, fire protection system, and HVAC.  Supporting facilities include site lighting, paved parking and roadways, sidewalks, miscellaneous concrete pads, staging and drying area for field equipment, storm water retention pond, clearing and grubbing, earthwork, access roads, lighted basketball and volleyball courts, picnic shelter and barbecue pit, building and roadway signage, landscaping, and an upgrade of a portion of the Amphibious Assault Vehicle (AAV) trail near the project site.  AMENDMENT 01:  This project includes as an option, the construction of an approximate 600 space parking garage. The project also includes operation and maintenance support information, environmental mitigation, and Geospatial Data Survey and Mapping.  The project will conform to anti-terrorism/force protection standards and follow LEED and Federal Energy Acts compliance criteria for design, development, and construction of the project.  Low Impact Development will be included in the design and construction of this project.
The approximate Solicitation Release Date is anticipated to be no later than January 30, 2011 and will be posted on the NECO and FedBizOps websites.  This solicitation, including all specifications, will only be available in downloadable electronic format.
