This is not a request for either a quote or proposal or invitation for bid.  The intent of this pre-solicitation synopsis is to notify potential bidders of the upcoming solicitation for the repair of two (2) elevated potable water storage tanks SM623 and AS2010 at Marine Corps Base Camp Lejeune and Marine Corps Air Station New River, Jacksonville, North Carolina. 

The requirement is for repair of two (2) elevated potable water storage tanks at SM623 and AS2010.  Both facilities were built in 1996 and are projected to remain in use for an additional 30 years. The work includes sandblasting, interior and exterior painting, replacement and installation of climb systems, ladder security system, cathodic protection system, roof vent, and incidental related work. The proposed contractor shall provide sufficient material, labor, equipment, supervision, and transportation to fulfill all requirements of the contract in accordance with industry standards. The estimated magnitude of work for this project is between $1,000,000 and $5,000,000.

The Government intends to use FAR Part 14 Sealed Bidding.  Bids shall be evaluated without discussions. Award will be made to the responsible bidder whose bid is responsive to the terms of the invitation for bids and is most advantageous to the Government, considering only price and other price-related factors.

The North American Industry Classification System (NAICS) Code for this requirement is 237110 with a size standard of $35,000,000.00.  This procurement will be a 100% set-aside for certified small businesses.

The Government anticipates awarding a firm-fixed price (FFP) contract. Work shall be completed 360 days after date of contract award.
