The Naval Facilities Engineering Command, Mid-Atlantic is seeking eligible firms capable of performing Design/Build Construction Services for, Clean & Line Water Mains, at NSA Mechanicsburg, Pennsylvania
This solicitation is being advertised as a 100% Small Business set-a-side procurement.

The Request for Proposal (RFP) will be issued on or about December 04, 2013 to obtain contractor qualifications, for which a contract, by means of a negotiated firm fixed price procurement, will be awarded to the offeror providing the best value proposal in accordance with FAR PART 15 and 16 selection procedures.  A proposal due date of approximately January 07, 2014 is anticipated for Phase 1 requirements.  Proposals for Phase 2 requirements are  to be determined (TBD).  

The contractor shall provide all labor, supervision, materials, equipment, tools, parts supplies and transportation to perform all work described below.

Project description:    
The proposed Design Build project includes cleaning and lining of existing 6", 8" and 12" cast iron water mains; removal of existing and provision of new gate valves, fire hydrants, fittings, and sections of pipe, testing  and disinfection, provision of temporary water piping to supply buildings during the project and incidental related work.  Pipe lining is anticipated to be ‘fold & form’ method for 6” and 8” pipe.  Pipe lining is anticipated to be slip ling for 12” pipe.  The Designer of Record may recommend alterative pipe lining techniques provided they provide a verifiable best value.  
The scope of work includes the following requirements:

It shall be the contractor’s responsibility to carefully coordinate the work in all Phases, including the provision of temporary water supply for the buildings and existing fire hydrants that will be effected. The contractor shall review the existing water distribution system in the field with the aid of the Public Works Water Shop.  The Temporary Water Piping Plans provided in the construction drawings shall serve as a suggested plan and a place for the contractor to begin planning the project.    The temporary water supply system must be submitted and approved before it is laid out in the field.  It must also be tested and approved as described in the specifications before any existing water mains are cleaned and lined.
The period of performance for this construction project is 585 days from date of award.

The magnitude of this construction project is between $5,000,000 and $10,000,000 IAW DFARS 236.204.  

The Northern American Industry Classification System (NAICS) code for this project is 237110. 

EVALUATION	

The proposed Contract will be awarded to the responsible offeror offering the BEST VALUE TRADEOFF proposal to the Government IAW FAR parts 15 & 16.  To make a determination of best value, the Government shall evaluate each offeror on the following criteria:

The Government reserves the right to eliminate from consideration for award any or all offers at any time prior to award of the contract; to negotiate with offerors in the competitive range; and to award the contract to the offeror submitting the Best Value proposal.
The Best Value Tradeoff process is selected as appropriate for this acquisition because the best value is expected to result from selection of the technically acceptable proposal offering the best value to the government.

An overall technical rating must be at least “ACCEPTABLE” in order to be eligible for award.  An “UNACCEPTABLE” rating in any factor results in the overall technical proposal being rated ‘UNACCEPTABLE” unless corrected through discussions.
