1. The specifications allow for the QC Manager and SSHO positions to be held by the same individual.  Can this individual also perform the role of Superintendent or will another person be required? One person can perform all 3 roles
2. Does the Soil Management Plan apply to the locations for this project that are off base? Yes
3. Are there any limitations on working hours in residential or offbase areas beyond that stated in section 01 14 00 paragraph 1.3.3? Work in residential areas should not begin before 8 am.
4. Are street opening permits required on base? Refer to 01 50 00 paragraph 3.3 TRAFFIC PROVISION for information of traffic management.
5. Are street opening permits required off base? Refer to 01 50 00 paragraph 3.3 TRAFFIC PROVISION for information of traffic management.
6. Is any coordination required with other agencies on and off base, or will all coordination be through NAVFAC? NAVFAC will coordinate will all outside agencies.
7. Given the geographic dispersion of the work and that specification section 01 50 00 requires the contractor to set up a field office, and the need to coordinate with NAVFAC, can the temporary field office be setup at or adjacent to Building 1? A field office is not required. If a contractor wants a field office an area will be arranged for them. There may be room behind building 1900 for a field office and laydown area.
8. Given the geographic dispersion of work, will it be acceptable for the field supervision to be conducted out of a vehicle at each work area? Yes as long as they have phone and email access.
9. Are there any seasonal limitations regarding access for this project?  For example does the work at Fort Adams have to be conducted outside of the tourist summer season? Refer to 01 14 00 paragraph 1.2 for special scheduling requirements.
10. Given that there are differing existing pavement sections at the work area, is all road work to match existing conditions? Refer to detail 13 on sheet C-502 for all bituminous areas disturbed during the work. 
11. What is the maximum distance for bidding purposes that should be assumed that is available from a location of work to where equipment and materials can be stored overnight? When work is performed in the Fort Adams area or Green Lane housing area NAVFAC will try to find a laydown area in close proximity. Work within the fenceline will have a laydown area within the fenceline.
12. Drawings G-004 thru G-009 has a legend that indicates a circle which shows an Isolation Gate Value.  Are these new line stops to be installed?  Is the contractor to assume these are new or existing gate valves?  Please advise? The circles indicating isolation gate valves represent existing gate valves that will be operated in order to isolate work areas.  
13. Has a geotechnical soil investigation been completed for this work?   No Are any boring information available? No information is available.
14. Detail 7 on C-502 indicates Cement Concrete for Sidewalks and Driveways.  No concrete specification has been provided.  Please provide this specification?  Drawing Sheet C-502, Detail 7, ADD “Note 1. Provide cement concrete sidewalks in accordance with Rhode Island Department of Transportation Standard Specifications, Section 905”
15. Detail 11 and 14 on C-502 indicates Turf Area Restoration and Loam and Seed Trench Restoration.  No seeding or loam specification has been provided.  Please provide a specification for seeding and loam? See Specification Section 31 23 00.00 20 Earthwork, 2.1.7 and 3.10.2.
16. Where is Detail 12 on C-502 Temporary Bituminous Concrete Trench Detail to be used.  Please advise?
Section 32 12 17, ADD the following:
“3.7   TEMPORARY AND PERMANENT TRENCH PAVEMENTS

3.7.1	Temporary Trench Pavements.  After the trenches have been backfilled and compacted, install temporary bituminous concrete pavement.  Prior to installation, the original pavement on either side of the trench shall be cut back as necessary to achieve clean, straight lines. All loose material shall then be removed to proper depth and disposed of and the trench subgrade rerolled, reshaped and recompacted as necessary to receive temporary pavements. The finished grade of temporary pavements shall match the adjoining undisturbed pavement.  Temporary trench pavement so that it is suitable for travel for at least 90 days, prior to placement of permanent trench pavements. 

3.7.2	Permanent Trench Pavements.  After the temporary trench pavements have been allowed to settle as noted above, install a permanent trench pavement. Prior to installation, the original pavement on either side of the trench shall be cut back on either edge of the trench to achieve clean, straight lines. All loose material shall then be removed to proper depth and disposed of and the trench subgrade rerolled, reshaped and recompacted as necessary to receive permanent pavements. The finished grade of permanent pavements shall match the adjoining undisturbed pavement. Permanent trench pavement shall be maintained so that it is suitable for travel for at least one year after substantial completion.”

17. Specification 01 35 26 Governmental Safety Requirements indicates in section 1.6.1.1.1 Contractor Quality Control (QC) Person indicates the contractor quality control person can be the SSHO on this project.   Specification 01 45 00 Quality Control for Minor Construction section 1.5.1.1 indicates the QC Manager may perform the duties of the project superintendent.  Please confirm only one person is needed for the Superintendent, QC Manager, and SSHO?  Please clarify? One person can perform all 3 roles
18. Specification 33 11 00 Water Distribution section 3.1.1.1 b (2) (a) indicates sewer piping passing over or under water piping shall be constructed of AWWA-approved ductile iron water piping, pressure in place without leakage prior to backfilling.   Detail 21 on C-504 shows the waterline being cased and a 18" separation from the Sewerline.  Are we to provide this ductile iron water piping for the sewer piping for all crossings for just the crossing that do not meet the 18" separation requirement?  Please clarify? If the sewer is being replaced and is passing over or under water piping, ductile iron pipe is required for the new sewer.  Detail 21 on C-504 is for casing a new water pipe whenever it crosses an existing sewer line.  When the new water main and casing is installed, an 18-inch separation should be provided between the casing and the existing sewer.  
19. Are some streets allowed to be closed to allow for the waterline work.  Some areas have limited space and would be hard to do the excavation and backfill operations and leave a lane for work.  If we can close a road for this work does it have to be open or usable with plates after hours?  Please advise? Each road is handled on a case by case basis. 
20. Specification 33 11 00 Water Distribution section 2.1.2.8 Warning Tape indicates a metalized detectable identification tape.  Tape shall be set 2 feet below finished grade.  Section 3.1.1.4 Installation of Warning Tape indicates to attach wire to top of pipe.  Please clarify if metalized warning tape is to be 2' below grade or attached to the pipe or both? Warning tape should be installed 2 feet below finished grade.  Specification should be modified as follows:

Section 33 11 00, 3.1.1.4:  ADD “2 feet below finished grade” after “Install a continuous length of warning tape for the full length of each run of pipe”  DELETE “Attach wire to top of pipe in such manner that it will not be displaced during construction operations.”  
21. Detail 21 on C-504 indicates a 16" casing is required.  In some areas on the drawings it shows a casing at elbows, etc.  How does the government envision casing pipe that changes direction?   Can the casing material be changed to assist in areas where the piping is changing direction. Please advise. Provide casing on straight pipe sections of ductile iron pipe and not on fittings.
22. Detail 21 on C-504 indicates 16" casing.  Pipe supplies are indicating 16" casings will not fit some of the piping sizes.  Please confirm casing will be 16" minimum or can casings be selected to fit the size of the piping.  Please advise?    16” is the minimum for casing pipe.  Sheet C-504, Detail 21, DELETE “16” diameter x ½” Thick Min Steel Casing” and REPLACE with “16” diameter min x ½” Thick Min Steel Casing”  
23. Will the government relocate the two sea containers shown on sheet V-113 between grid lines B-D/1-2 that sit above the water line trench location? Yes the Government is responsible for moving the containers.
24. Are there any restrictions to soil stockpiles and locations? Soil stockpile locations will be determined during construction.
25. Where waterlines are shown within the dripline for trees, will the Navy remove or maintain the trees as necessary? The contractor is responsible for tree removal/maintenance.
26. Are stormwater management permits required on or off base for any of these locations? Your standard RIDEM stormwater permits are required.
27. Will flagmen be required for lane closures at the Officer’s Club Road or Meyerkord Avenue? Flagmen are required for lane closures.
28. Will costs for an archaeologist be required for monitoring the Fort Adams excavations? No archaeologist is required.
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
