[bookmark: _GoBack]SOURCES SOUGHT FOR IDIQ MACC FOR NEW CONSTRUCTION, RENOVATION, AND REPAIR OF GENERAL BUILDING CONSTRUCTION AT MCAS BEAUFORT, MCRD PARRIS ISLAND, AND NAVAL HOSPITAL BEAUFORT, SOUTH CAROLINA

This is a Sources Sought Synopsis announcement, a market survey for information to be used for preliminary planning purposes. The information received will be used within the Navy to facilitate the decision making process and will not be disclosed outside of the agency. The intent of this Sources Sought Synopsis is to identify potential qualified Small Businesses, U.S. Small Business Administration (SBA) certified 8(a) Businesses, SBA certified HUBZone Small Businesses, Economically Disadvantaged Women-Owned Small Businesses, and/or Service-Disabled Veteran-Owned Small Businesses. This Sources Sought Synopsis is one facet in the Governments overall market research in regards to whether the proposed solicitation will be issued as a competitive set-aside or as full and open (unrestricted). No procurement strategy will be determined based solely on the information received in response to this Sources Sought Synopsis.

No reimbursement will be made for any costs associated with providing information in response to this announcement or any follow-up information requests. This notice does not constitute a Request for Proposal and is not to be construed as a commitment by the Government for any purpose other than market research. Respondents will not be notified of the results of this market research.

Naval Facilities Engineering Command (NAVFAC) Mid-Atlantic (MIDLANT) is seeking Small Business, SBA certified 8(a), SBA certified HUBZone Small Business, Economically Disadvantaged Women-Owned Small Business, and/or Service-Disabled Veteran-Owned Small Business sources with current and relevant experience, personnel, and capability to self-perform a multiple award construction contract for new construction, repair and renovation of commercial and institutional buildings. The term self-perform refers to performing relevant major trade work in-house without subcontractors. This does not include administrative or management functions. Relevant major trade work is that which is the same or similar to the work that may be ordered under the proposed contract.

The North American Industry Classification System (NAICS) Code is 236220 (Commercial and Institutional Construction) with a Small Business Size Standard of $36.5 million. Task orders issued under the proposed multiple award contract(s) will be performed primarily at Marine Corps Air Station (MCAS) Beaufort, Marine Corp Recruit Depot (MCRD) Parris Island, and Naval Hospital Beaufort, South Carolina, but may include the entire NAVFAC MIDLANT area of responsibility (AOR).  The proposed contract(s) will be for one base year with 4 one-year options, resulting in the contract performance period maximum of 5 years. The estimated total contract price for the base year and all option years for all contracts combined is $99,000,000. Task order range is estimated between $500,000 and $5,000,000; however, smaller and larger task orders may be considered.

Projects will be either design-bid-build or design-build for new construction, repair, and/or renovation of commercial and institutional buildings. Types of construction projects may include, but are not limited to: administration buildings, armory, auditoriums, Bachelor Enlisted Quarters (BEQs), child care centers, fire stations, gymnasiums, hangars, hospitals, maintenance/repair facilities, warehouse, training, infrastructure and other similar facilities.

Should the resulting be a set aside for small business or 8(a) concerns, the resulting contract will include FAR 52.219-4,  Limitations on Subcontracting, which currently requires a small business concern to perform at least 15 percent of the cost of the contract, not including the cost of materials, with its own employees.

Interested sources are invited to respond to this sources sought announcement by using the forms provided under separate file titled Sources Sought Information Form. The following information shall be provided:

1) Contractor Information: Provide your firms contact information, including DUNS number and CAGE Code. 

2) Type of Business: Identify whether your firm is a Small Business, SBA certified 8(a), SBA certified HUBZone, Service-Disabled Veteran-Owned, and/or Economically Disadvantaged Women-Owned Small Business concern. If you are submitting as a mentor-protégé joint venture under the 8(a) program, you must provide SBA approval of the mentor-protégé agreement to be considered as small for this procurement.  For more information on the definitions or requirements for these small business programs, refer to http://www.sba.gov/. 

3) Bonding Capacity: Provide your suretys name, your maximum bonding capacity per project, and your aggregate maximum bonding capacity. 

4) Experience: Submit a maximum of five (5) recent specific government or commercial contracts/projects your firm has performed as the prime contractor to demonstrate your experience in construction of commercial and institutional buildings as indicated in this announcement. Do not utilize experience of a subcontractor to demonstrate construction experience. A specific project is a single project or a single task order under an indefinite quantity contract or on-call type contract. Recent is defined as having been 100% completed within the five years prior to the submission due date. All projects shall have a construction cost greater than $500,000. Projects which do not meet these requirements may not be considered relevant. 

Additional minimum submission requirements: 

---Submit at least one relevant project that demonstrates experience in primarily new construction.

---Submit at least one relevant project that demonstrates experience in primarily renovation/repair work.

---Submit at least one relevant project that demonstrates experience with design-build. 

---Submit at least two relevant project with a construction cost of $2,000,000 or more. This refers to the total contract cost if the work was performed by as the prime contractor, and the subcontract cost if the work was performed as a subcontractor. 

A project experience shall be considered either primarily a new construction or renovation/repair project but not both. A single project may satisfy more than one of the above minimum requirements except for experience in new construction and renovation/repair. 

For each of the projects submitted for experience evaluation, provide the following:

---title and location

---award and completion dates

---contract or subcontract value

---type of work for overall project and type of work your firm self-performed

---customer information including point of contact, phone number, and email address

---whether the work was performed as a prime or subcontractor

---type of contract (Design-Build or Design-Bid-Build – see Sources Sought Information Form)

---narrative project description

---description of the work that was self-performed by your firm, including the percentage of contract value your firm self-performed

For design-build projects, identify the name and address of the A-E firm used to provide design or specify if design was performed in-house. Describe your working relationship with the design firm (i.e. number of projects worked together, number of years working together, etc.).

The Government will use responses to this SOURCES SOUGHT announcement to make appropriate acquisition decisions.  The Capabilities Statement for this sources sought is not expected to be a proposal, but rather short statements regarding the company’s ability to demonstrate existing-or-developed expertise and experience in relation to the areas specified herein.  Interested sources shall use the forms provided under separate file titled Sources Sought Information Form to respond.  Submission of Capabilities Statement is not a prerequisite to any potential future offerings, but participation will assist the Government in tailoring requirements to be consistent with industry capabilities.
