The Naval Facilities Engineering Command, Northwest is in the process of awarding a Firm Fixed-Price Contract to provide all labor, materials, and equipment to remove and replace with new, Building R-26 located at NAS Whidbey Island, Oak Harbor, WA. Building R-26 is a single story flight line support (office) building of approximately 1,000 square feet. The building will house up to 8 workstations.

NAS Whidbey has standardized the fire alarm, electric metering and radio communication systems by using head-end equipment that supports Monaco Enterprise, Inc. Fire Alarm Control Panels (FACP), Power Measurement’s ION Electric Meters and 3e Technologies Radios.  The existing Building R-26 has not been upgraded and does not contain these devices.  

At this time the Government does not know if there are other manufacturers of devices that are compatible with the head-end equipment and systems described above.  Offerors must provide evidence that their equipment would be wholly compatible with the existing equipment and system and require no modifications to equipment already installed.  This sole source requirement is pursuant to Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) 6.302-1. 

This Notice of Intent is not a request for Expressions of Interest (EOIs), competitive proposals or proposals. No solicitation document exists and no telephone inquiries will be accepted. No contract award will be made on the basis of EOIs, proposals or quotations received in response to this notice. Interested persons may identify their interest and capability to respond to the requirement, and must furnish detailed data concerning their capabilities to provide the product sought including pricing data and technical data sufficient to determine that a comparable source to the Government is available. The Government will be the sole determiner regarding an Offeror’s ability to meet the requirement. A determination by the government not to compete this requirement based upon responses to this notice is solely within the discretion of the Government. 

Information received will be considered solely for the purpose of determining whether a comparable product is available and whether the requirement should be competed. All responsible sources will be considered. The Government will consider all submissions received prior to 10 days after date of publication of this synopsis.
