The Naval Facilities Engineering Command, Northwest is seeking small businesses capable of replacing the dry dock cofferdam pile sheet at Naval Base Kitsap-Bangor. A description of the work follows: 

This project provides removal of the old failing sheet pile barrier coating, clean blast of the surface, and installation of a cast in place protective concrete fascia panel on the exterior surface of the cofferdam sheet pile from elevation -2.0 MLLW to the top of the sheet pile. This barrier system will protect and prolong the life of the graving dock cofferdam sheet piles. This project repairs the sheet pile coating system for the cofferdam surrounding the graving dock which supports Trident Submarine Class intermediate ship maintenance at the Puget Sound Naval Shipyard & Intermediate Maintenance Facility site at Naval Base Kitsap-Bangor. 

This project’s construction features involve repair of sheetpile structures in marine environments including below water environments involving the use of diving contractors and sub-contractors.  The construction complexity consists of limited site access, limited site storage, work project sites above and below water, work beneath such confining areas as existing bridge decks, and inside and around occupied buildings. 

In accordance with DFARS 236.204, the project price range is between $10,000,000 and $25,000,000.
