NAVFAC NW LONG TERM MONITORING, OPERATIONS AND MAINTENANCE
ENVIRONMENTAL REMEDIATION SERVICES
 
This Sources Sought announcement N44255-12-R-7012 is open to all small businesses nationwide.  It is issued to determine small business capability and interest to perform a planned environmental remediation services contract for long term monitoring, operations and maintenance. This is not a solicitation for proposals and no contract will be awarded from this announcement. No reimbursement will be made for any costs associated with providing information in response to this announcement. There is no bid package or solicitation.  All responses will be provided in writing via e-mail.  No presentations will be scheduled. 

Naval Facilities Engineering Command Northwest (NAVFAC NW) is seeking responses from small business firms with interest and current relevant qualifications, experience, personnel, and capability to perform the work described below at various installations and facilities serviced by NAVFAC NW. The vast majority of the work for this planned solicitation will be performed in Kitsap, Jefferson, and Island Counties, Washington, Barrow and Adak, Alaska.  However, IDIQ work may be ordered which requires performance anywhere in Alaska, Idaho, Montana, Oregon, Washington, and Wyoming.

The North American Industry Classification System (NAICS) Code is 562910, Environmental Remediation Services, with a Small Business Size Standard of 500 employees.  The contract is planned as a firm-fixed-price, indefinite delivery, indefinite quantity contract with a base year and four option years.  The approximate dollar range of the contract will be $25 million to $50 million over the life of the contract based on the negotiated unit pricing and the quantity ordered assuming that all option years are exercised.  The planned contract will have elements of work which are recurring each year and will have other elements of work which are non-recurring.  Task orders will be issued as firm-fixed-price up to a maximum value of $2 million each.

The work covered by this planned contract consists of:  

1.  Technical Work Description - Typical work for this contract will be to determine the effectiveness of remedial actions by measuring levels of chemicals and their impact on biota, comparing to remedial action objectives, and making recommendations regarding monitoring efforts to support meeting the remedial requirements.  This contract covers providing services in the following areas:

Inspection, assessment, monitoring, modeling, sampling, and analysis for Air, Aquatic, Benthic or Terrestrial Organisms, Groundwater, Natural attenuation in accordance with EPA, state, and Department of Defense/Navy guidance, Marine environment, Sediments, Soil Media, Surface water, Tanks, and Wastes; and comparing these results to the remedial action objectives that are generally outlined in either the RI/FS, ROD or separate decision document. 

The project will also typically include operation and maintenance of sites that have ongoing remedial operations (RAO) or long term monitoring (LTM) actions.  Sites that require these actions may include capped landfills, groundwater treatment systems, phytoremediation, vegetative geogrids and other types of shoreline protection, soil vapor and extraction, bioventing, steam sparging, capped aquatic environments, infiltration barriers, leach basins, stormwater treatment systems, and free product recovery, and making recommendations regarding operation and maintenance efforts to support meeting the remedial requirements.  

The contractor will be responsible for knowledge of and experience with local, state, and federal environmental laws and regulations.  The contractor must have experience with preparation and filing of reports acceptable to state and federal environmental regulatory agencies.

2.  Personnel Requirements – The contractor will be required to provide at a minimum the following key personnel for the contract.

· Program Manager 
· Certified Industrial Hygienist
· Quality Control (QC) Manager
· Site Health and Safety Officer (SHSO).

The solicitation will require the proposing firm to provide key personnel with both the education and experience required by the solicitation.

Interested small businesses are invited to respond to this sources sought by completing and returning the response form provided with the announcement located at https://www.neco.navy.mil/.  Each responding small business is requested to provide up to five example projects which best demonstrate the company’s experience relative to the types of work covered by this requirement in order for NAVFAC NW to determine there are a sufficient number of qualified small businesses to set the solicitation aside for small business.  Example projects should be representative of NAICS 562910, the description above, and be similar in size, scope, and complexity to this requirement.  Example projects completed within the past five years are considered more relevant than projects completed more than five years ago.  Example projects with federal, state, or local Government, and/or commercial customers will be accepted.  Submission of more than five example projects is not requested. 

When completing the response form, please take the time to complete the form sufficiently that NAVFAC NW can determine there are a sufficient number of qualified small businesses available to set aside the solicitation.  If an insufficient number of qualified responses are received, NAVFAC NW may issue the solicitation as full and open competition.

Within the Narrative Description section of the response form, describe the projects sufficiently to demonstrate your firm’s experience with the types of work described in the Technical Work Description above.  

Respondents will NOT be notified individually of the results of the sources sought.  .
