Synopsis or Description

This pre-solicitation notice is being advertised as a two phase solicitation.  

N44255-15-R-0009 is a 100% SDVOSB Set-Aside competitive procurement open to SDVOSB only.  The North American Industry Classification Standard (NAICS) is 236220 and the annual size standard is $36.5 million.

The decision was made to set-aside this solicitation for SDVOSB based on the procurement history and market research.  Previous Multiple Award Construction Contracts (MACC) were set-aside for SDVOSB.  Adequate completion was received and the contracts which were awarded were performed satisfactorily by the multiple SDVOSBs.  In addition, market research was conducted in March 2015.  Over 2,000 SDVOSBs were registered with SBA under the NAICS 236220, of which 95 firms completed their profile sufficiently to indicate the firm had the minimum bonding requirements for this planned solicitation.
This procurement is to provide for a Design/Build, Design/Bid/Build MACC for new construction, renovation, alteration, demolition and repair work for facilities located primarily within Washington State (99%) although some work may be ordered anywhere in the United States.
The procurement consists of one solicitation with the intent to award up to six, Indefinite-Delivery, Indefinite-Quantity (IDIQ) Construction Contracts to the responsible offerors whose proposals, conforming to the solicitation, will be most advantageous to the Government resulting in the Best Value, price and non-price factors considered.  The contracting officer reserves the right to award more than six contracts.   Award may be made to a firm other than that submitting the lowest price.    

Contract Description:  This is a Multiple Award IDIQ contract with no pre-established fixed contract prices.  The actual amount of work to be performed and the time of such performance will be determined by the Contracting Officer or his/her properly authorized representative(s), who will issue written task orders to the contractor.  Award of task orders will be on a firm fixed price basis.  Types of projects include commercial and institutional facilities, administrative and industrial facilities, housing facilities, child care centers, lodges, recreational/fitness centers, retail complexes, warehouses, offices, community centers, medical facilities, operational airfield facilities, hangars, armories, fire stations, auditoriums, religious facilities, manufacturing facilities, utility infrastructures, or other similar facilities.  
Award Information:  Phase 1 of the solicitation process will consist of Prequalification of Sources. In accordance with DFARS 236.272, proposers will be evaluated on: Factor 1: Technical Approach; Factor 2: Experience; and Factor 3: Past Performance.   Following the review, evaluation, and rating of these proposals, the Government intends to select the highest rated Offerors to receive the technical requirements package to participate in Phase 2 of this solicitation process. Proposers should be advised the determination of prequalified firms may be made without communications, clarifications, or any contact regarding the prequalification submission received.  Only firms who participate in the prequalification of source and are determined to possess the necessary competencies expressed in the prequalification criteria may submit a proposal in response to Phase 2 of the solicitation.  For Phase 2 of the solicitation, participants will be evaluated on: Factor 4: Safety, Factor 5: Technical Solution; Factor 6: Energy and Sustainable Design; and Price.  The relative importance of the technical factors when combined is equal to the past performance confidence assessment rating.  All evaluation factors when combined are approximately equal to price.  The Government reserves the right to reject any or all proposals at any time prior to award; to negotiate with any or all proposers; to use tradeoff processes when it may be in the best interest of the Government; to consider award to other than the lowest priced proposer or other than the highest technically rated proposer; and award to the proposer submitting the proposal determined by the Government to be the most advantageous (best value) to the Government.  Proposers should be advised the Government fully intends to evaluate proposals and award the contracts and if available a seed project without discussions, without clarifications, and/or without any communications with offerors.  Therefore, proposals should be submitted initially on the most favorable terms.  
Additional Information:  After award of the initial contracts, each awardee shall be provided a fair opportunity to be considered for each task order, except under those circumstances described in the contract.  The basic contract period will be for 12 months. Each contract will contain four 12-month options for a total maximum duration of 60 months or an aggregate value of $99 million for all contracts awarded, whichever occurs first. The Government also intends to include the clause 52.217-8, Option to Extend Services, which if exercised after the Government has exercised the four 12-month options, will extend the contract to a maximum of 66 months.  The task order range for this contract is between $3 million and $15 million.  The government guarantees an award amount of $25,000 to each contract awarded as a result of this solicitation over the full term of the contract.  
The seed project will be a construction project to be determined at a later date.
Format/Location of Solicitation:  This solicitation will be provided in electronic format only.  No printed copies will be provided.  The solicitation will be available on Navy Electronic Commerce Online (NECO) at https://www.neco.navy.mil which will automatically transfer the solicitation to Federal Business Opportunities (FBO) at https://www.fbo.gov.   NECO is the primary website and should be utilized for this solicitation.  NECO allows interested parties an opportunity to register as a plan holder.  FBO also allows interested parties an opportunity to register as an interested vendor, which is the same as the NECO plan holder list.  Interested parties are encouraged to register at NECO as a plan holder and to monitor the plan holder list in order to network for this solicitation.  Amendments will be posted on the NECO website which should automatically transfer to FBO.  However, in the event NECO malfunctions and does not transfer the solicitation and/or its amendments to FBO, interested parties should be sure to check the primary website NECO for the solicitation and its amendments.  It is the intended offeror’s responsibility to check the NECO website frequently for any amendments which have been issued.  Offerors must also be registered in the System for Award Management (SAM) system at http://www.sam.gov/ in order to participate in this procurement.
