EVALUATION FACTOR:  Price will be evaluated to ensure reasonableness, which is defined further below.

Price Reasonableness.  A reasonable contract price is a price that a prudent and competent buyer would be willing to pay, given data on current market conditions.  The Government will evaluate price reasonableness by performing a price analysis on each offeror’s proposal.  For purposes of this evaluation, the Government will view lower prices as being more reasonable than higher prices.	

Award will be made to the offeror proposing the lowest reasonable, realistic price.

The completion and submission of the contract line item price(s) will constitute your offer to perform in accordance with the terms and conditions of this BOA Order RFP including attachments and documents incorporated by reference. 

The Government will not entertain nonconforming proposals. If you (1) fail or refuse to assent to any of the terms and conditions of this RFP, (2) propose additional terms or conditions, (3) fail to price all specification package work items, (4) fail to provide written acknowledgement of all amendments issued, or (5) fail to submit any required information, then the Government will consider your offer to be unacceptable, which will make you ineligible for contract award. 

The only way that an unacceptable offer could be made acceptable would be through discussions. However, the Government intends to award the delivery order without discussions. Therefore, the Government warns you to consult with the contracting officer before submitting a nonconforming proposal, submitting an offer that takes exception to any term or condition of this RFP, proposing any additional term or condition, or omitting any of the information requested. The Government reserves the right to conduct discussions and to permit offerors to revise their proposals if it thinks that it is in its interest to do so.

Offerors will be required to submit to the SWRMC security office a list of all employees/subcontractors employees who will be working on the proposed order. This list shall include last name, first name, SSN, clearance level (secret, confidential etc.) basis for clearance e.g. DSS, DISCO, NACLC, DONCAF, etc., and date clearance was issued.  SWRMC security will verify through DSS that clearances are valid and active and employee/subcontractors on the list are eligible to work on board submarines. This list must be submitted and approved before commencement of the work.
