STATEMENT OF 
1.0  OVERVIEW

1.1  The contractor shall furnish all labor, parts, travel, and supervision required to perform preventive, remedial, and per call maintenance on the Electronic Surveillance Systems (ESS) listed in Attachment 1.  All equipment to be covered under this contract is located within Naval Surface Warfare Center Panama City Division at the Naval Support Activity, Panama City (NSA PC), Panama City, FL. Service shall be provided at the Government sites by one full time technician during normal working hours.

1.2  The Principal Period of Maintenance (PPM) shall be twenty-four hours a day, Monday through Friday (not including Federal Government holidays observed at the site).  Maximum response time for remedial maintenance is two (2) hours and per-call maintenance shall be four (4) hours.  Maximum down time for remedial maintenance shall be twelve (12) hours.

1.3  The Government has the option to extend the Principal Period of Maintenance.  Program requirements and available funding may not provide for full time coverage in the option years.  Maintenance coverage is awarded as 24x5, Monday through Friday with a 2 (two) hour response time. 

1.4  The Fixed Monthly Charges of this contract shall cover preventive and remedial maintenance on all ESS components during the PPM.  

1.5  All contractor personnel that require access to the equipment to be maintained shall possess at least a SECRET security clearance.  (See attached DD Form 254)    The security clearance of each individual to access the equipment must be on file at the Naval Support Activity Panama City (NSA PC) and the Naval Surface Warfare Center Panama City Division (NSWC PCD) 

1.6  Remote diagnostics (a communication link to any equipment outside of the site) shall NOT be allowed. 

1.7  The Government may add or discontinue maintenance support being performed under this contract by giving 30 days prior written notice, or less if agreed to by the contractor. 

2.0  GENERAL

2.1 The contractor shall maintain the equipment in accordance with both the Original Equipment Manufacturer’s (OEM) standards and the Government requirements stated herein for the term of the contract.  In case of a conflict between OEM standards and Government requirements set forth in this document, the Government requirements shall govern.  

2.2  The contractor shall not introduce any change that adversely affects the performance, integrity, or security of any system or component.

2.3  The contractor shall provide the Government with a point of contact and telephone number for maintenance service requests.  This point of contact shall be available to be contacted 24 hours per day, seven days per week.  The contractor shall be able to track each problem reported.

2.4  Equipment shall not be removed from the Government site for repair unless authorized by the COR.  The contractor is solely responsible for all costs associated with loss or damage of any equipment removed from the Government site for repair.  

2.5  The Government warrants that systems are installed and in good operating condition.  Prior to the contract period, the contractor may inspect the equipment at no cost to the Government.

2.6  There shall be no additional charges for the following:

Preventive maintenance, regardless of when performed.

Remedial maintenance, which was requested during the Principal Period of Maintenance (PPM)/extended PPM, regardless of when the maintenance is performed.

Time spent by maintenance personnel after arrival at the site awaiting the arrival of additional maintenance personnel and/or delivery of parts, etc., after a service call has commenced.

Remedial maintenance required when the scheduled preventive maintenance preceding the malfunction had not been performed (unless deferred by the Government).

Remedial maintenance required within a 2-day period due to a recurrence of the same malfunction.

Remedial maintenance required within 4 hours after completion of preventive maintenance on an item.

2.7 RESPONSIBILITY TO SUPPLY TOOLS, PARTS AND LABOR. The Contractor shall furnish labor, tools, test equipment, diagnostics, installation equipment, supervision, subscriptions to OEM publications, and other efforts necessary to provide preventative and remedial maintenance of the ESS. The Contractor shall procure and maintain a supply of spare parts to be funded by this contract. The Contractor is responsible for stocking (minimum quantity of two each) and supplying parts as listed below (the list is not all encompassing and could change based on new technology, new part numbers, etc.). In the event of termination for cause the contractor can invoice for inventory on hand, limited to a quantity of two (2) of each item. On hand inventory to include, but not limited to:

3.0  DEFINITIONS APPLICABLE TO THIS CONTRACT

3.1  CONTRACTING OFFICIER’S REPRESENTATIVE (COR)

The Government person responsible for: technical matters under the contract, acceptance of services, determining response time and downtime credits and crediting monthly charges, and general coordination among the contractor, System Administrators, and the Contracting Officer.

3.2 FIXED MONTHLY CHARGES

Fixed Monthly charges are the monthly prices set forth in the contract for preventive and remedial maintenance.  

3.3  PRINCIPAL PERIOD OF MAINTENANCE (PPM) 

The Principal Period of Maintenance (PPM) shall be twenty-four hours, per day, Monday through Friday (not including Federal Government Holidays observed at the site).    

3.4  PREVENTIVE MAINTENANCE 

Preventive Maintenance includes but is not limited to, cleaning, adjusting, inspecting, testing vacuuming, and replacement of filters to reduce equipment failures.  This also includes installation of engineering changes after System Administrator and COR approval.  The cost of Preventive Maintenance is included in the Fixed Monthly Charge.

3.5  REMEDIAL MAINTENANCE

Remedial Maintenance includes diagnosis and correction of equipment malfunctions and failures.  This maintenance is performed on an as required basis during the Principal Period of Maintenance (PPM)/extended PPM.  The cost of Remedial Maintenance for the ESS system components is included in the Fixed Monthly Charge.

3.6  RESPONSE TIME

The period of time which begins when the Government notifies the contractor that remedial maintenance is required and ends with the arrival of a qualified Maintenance Technician at the Government site, prepared to diagnose, and repair non-functioning equipment.

3.7  SYSTEM/EQUIPMENT DOWNTIME 

The period of time which begins when the Government notifies the contractor that service is required and ends when the contractor returns the system/equipment to good operating condition.

3.8  SYSTEM ADMINISTRATOR 

The individual responsible for the overall well-being and operation of a given computer system, and who performs the hands-on tasks associated with this responsibility.  The System Administrator is responsible for the computer system setup, software installation, hardware configuration, software and hardware error correction, performance and tuning, and end-user support.

4.0 ESS MAINTENANCE AND REPAIRS. 

 The Contractor shall provide preventive, corrective, and emergency maintenance for the entire ESS. It is the intent of this contract to emphasize preventive maintenance and reduce corrective maintenance calls. 

 4.1 PREVENTIVE MAINTENANCE (PM) 

 4.1.1 PM STANDARDS. PM shall be accomplished in accordance with OEM specifications, UL Standards, and Government standards. If there is a conflict between Government standards and OEM specifications, Government standards shall take precedence. 

4.1.2 SCOPE OF PM. PM shall include service of all hardware, firmware, software in conjunction with the systems administrator, electrical components, fiber optic, and electronic components of the ESS. All levels of repair, testing, and maintenance are included in the scope of PM. PM is intended to be the primary mode of maintenance for the ESS. 

4.1.3 PM SCHEDULING. PM shall include the inspection and testing in accordance with Attachment 1 to this SOW and the approved PM schedule. Preventive maintenance shall be scheduled with the NSA PC Physical Security Officer, prior to each visit by the contractor so there will be no conflict of work schedules. If the Contractor is unable to contact the custodian, the NSA PC Physical Security Officer shall be notified and will assist in establishing a time for the maintenance visit. Difficulty in scheduling access to any particular IDS will not be considered to be a Government delay of work unless the NSA PC Physical Security Officer assistance proves incapable of establishing a time for the maintenance visit. The Government reserves the right to defer performance of scheduled Preventive Maintenance due to critical circumstances.  Verbal notification will normally be given at least 24 hours in advance and a reschedule date established.

4.1.4 GOVERNMENT DEFERRAL OF PM. The Government reserves the right to defer the scheduled performance of PM. The responsible government representative will provide verbal notification to the Contractor at least 24 hours in advance. A revised schedule date will be confirmed at the time of this call if possible. 

4.1.5 PM MINIMUMS. As a minimum, PM shall include the following operations: 

4.1.6 DIAGNOSTICS, RETROFITS AND TRAINING. The Contractor shall perform diagnostic programs in accordance with OEM standards and repair of any problems found. The Contractor shall install Mandatory Retrofits for hardware, firmware, and software as part of the PM services. Retrofits shall be installed within the normal PM schedule unless there are system integrity requirements which require earlier installation, then the retrofits may be installed as corrective service calls at the discretion of the responsible government representative. The Contractor shall provide documentation to the NSA PC Physical Security Officer and to the responsible government representative on any operational changes to the ESS caused by the Retrofits as part of the PM services. 

4.1.7 SERVICING REQUIREMENTS. The PM shall include lubrication, cleaning, adjustment and alignment of equipment as necessary, including cleaning of all detectors. Repairs and adjustments of equipment necessary to make the ESS work properly shall be done during PM. 

4.1.8 SENSITIVITY TESTING AND ADJUSTMENTS. Each operating unit shall be tested to assure an alarm will sound upon violation of the IDS. Alarm equipment shall be adjusted and maintained at the highest attainable sensitivity that will produce optimum performance and reliability without false or nuisance alarms. Test procedures to be used are described below. 

(a) TEST MOTION DETECTOR. Overt body motion (walking through the protected area at the rate of one step per second for 4 seconds) in areas of IDS protected by ultrasonic, Passive Infra Red (PIR), and Microwave. Above ceiling and below floor motion will be tested.

(b) TEST DOOR SWITCH. Actual opening of doors (or windows or other openings using door switches) which are protected by balanced magnetic door switches. Contractor shall check sealed reed switches in bias magnetic contacts, for fractures of the glass, which can result in false alarms. 

(c) TEST CAPACITANCE ALARM. Attempts to push hands, arms or legs through the protected area (air duct or vents) to touch an item being protected (door, window, wall, security containers, etc.); or to move protected objects. During this test, capacitance grids above false ceilings will be tested. 

(d) TEST VIBRATION DETECTION. Hammering with a one (1)-pound hammer or weight on walls, floors, or ceilings protected by vibration detection equipment. This should be done midway between detectors. Damage to surfaces finished with wallboard, plaster, wood paneling, etc. (which are considered fragile surfaces) will be avoided by placing a piece of heavy scrap wood, about 2-feet long, against the point where the blows are struck. All detectors in the chain shall be tested. 

(e) TEST BATTERIES AND UPS. Batteries, and uninterrupted power supplies (UPS), shall be tested under load to determine the expected useful life remaining in cells. If necessary, recharging or replacing the battery shall be done at this time. Battery levels shall be recorded in the Monthly Report. It is essential that batteries are changed when required. 

(f) TEST CARD READERS. All associated card readers shall be physically tested. 

4.2 REMEDIAL MAINTENANCE (RM) AND EMERGENCY MAINTENANCE (EM). 

The contractor shall provide RM during the Principal Period of Maintenance (PPM). RM and EM is maintenance specifically scheduled by an authorized Government service scheduling officer (i.e., Police Dispatch)  in addition to maintenance covered by PM. The contractor will be available to answer service calls to provide Remedial and Emergency Maintenance 24 hours a day, 7 days a week, including holidays. RM not associated with a system failure will be scheduled for performance during normal business hours. EM for failures will be scheduled upon occurrence of the failure 24/7 and will be subject to Response requirements and Response Credits. EM for failures shall include work required to return the system to fully operational status. Retrofits will normally be performed as part of PM; however, at the discretion of the responsible government representative  Retrofits may be scheduled as RM. RM and EM is not the preferred mode of maintenance for the servicing of the ESS. 

4.2.1 RESPONSE AND TELEPHONE DIAGNOSTICS. The Contractor shall respond to an EM failure service request, continuous service, by being on-site within two (2) hours with qualified personnel, tools and parts to repair the ESS. Contractor personnel shall check-in with Police Dispatch upon arriving. A Government point of contact will be available to meet the Contractor at the failure site. When applicable/practical, the Contractor shall use telephone diagnostics to assess and troubleshoot problems and to determine the appropriate course of action prior to response. 

4.2.2 DESIGNATED POINT OF CONTACT. The Contractor shall provide the Government with a designated point of contact and telephone number for EM service requests. The designated point of contact shall be familiar with the ESS and capable of recording appropriate failure information being reported. The contact number provided shall be monitored 24/7. No recording devices shall be used (except for record keeping purposes) to receive service requests. The two hour response time begins when an authorized Government service scheduling officer (i.e., Police Dispatch) makes their first attempt to reach the service number provided by the contractor. 

4.2.3 MINIMUM INFORMATION FOR SERVICE CALL. The Government will provide the Point of Contact for service calls with as much information as possible to allow the Contractor to select personnel and equipment to dispatch to the site. As a minimum, requests for service calls will include identification of the caller, command, and description of the malfunction, to include building numbers, room numbers, and time of day the problem was discovered. 

4.2.4 REQUIRED SERVICE ITEMS. After reviewing the description of the problem provided to the Point of Contact, Contractor personnel shall arrive ready for service on each call with the appropriate diagnostic programs, test equipment, and spare parts to expedite repair. The contractor should be prudent when dispatching personnel, vehicles, and equipment in response to a remedial maintenance call. Excessive costs associated with responding to EM calls will be reviewed and costs challenged for relevancy as applicable to the call. Excessive billing for corrective responses will not be paid. EM is the sole responsibility of the Contractor; subcontractor charges will not be authorized. 

4.3 REPAIRS 

 4.3.1 ON-SITE REPAIR/REPLACE. Repair, either PM, RM, or EM, to equipment shall be performed on site. Should repair of equipment be impracticable, the defective piece of equipment shall be replaced with a comparable unit to prevent violation of UL Listings for the ESS. On-site repairs of defective equipment may be performed, and should be performed to the component level. Components in general consists of any computer, monitor (computer monitor, or Closed Circuit Television monitor), or sub-unit. 

4.3.2 RESPONSIBILITY FOR REMOVED EQUIPMENT. The Contractor shall ensure that no equipment is removed from the Government site for repair unless authorized by the responsible government representative and a replacement piece of equipment is installed and operational at the site (prior to removal of the faulty equipment). If the contractor removes equipment from a facility, the replacement, associated with loss or damage of said equipment, becomes the sole replacement (fiscal) responsibility of the Contractor.

4.3.3 NOTIFICATION OF NSA PHYSICAL SECURITY OFFICER. In the event that repairs resulting from scheduled preventive maintenance or corrective maintenance take longer than 24 consecutive hours, the Contractor shall notify the responsible government representative and the NSA PC Physical Security Officer of the reason for the delay. 

4.3.4 AUTHORITY TO DRILL. The Contractor shall not drill into the structure of secure rooms and vaults to install alarms unless authorization is provided by the Naval Surface Warfare Center Panama City Division Physical Security Officer and agreed to by the NSA PC Physical Security Officer prior to drilling. 

4.4 REPLACEMENT PARTS (MATERIALS) 

4.4.1 PARTS LISTS AND STANDARDS. All materials furnished by the Contractor shall meet OEM specifications. Parts used to repair any part to the ESS shall be new or certified as having the same quality as new. Repair parts to be furnished by the Contractor are listed in 3.1.1.1.3. The contractor is required to possess a spares inventory of no less than two of each part (List 3.1.1.1.3) at any given time. The government will provide reimbursement of spares inventory, no more than a quantity of two (2) of each part, in the event of termination of contract. 

4.4.2 PRICING OF CONTRACTOR FURNISHED MATERIALS. Contractor furnished materials shall be provided at Published List Price less percentage discount in the Schedule. The List Price and discount will be clearly shown on the Invoice documentation. No other fee or mark-up will be allowed on contractor furnished materials. 

5.0  Per-Call Maintenance

5.1  When requested by the COR, the contractor shall provide per-call  maintenance service on the ESS components.  

5.2  Per-call service shall include all labor, tools, test equipment and travel necessary to return equipment to good operating condition.  

5.3 Replacement components will normally be provided by the Government.  Should an item not be available in Government stock, the contractor should inform the COR and request the item.  If the contractor can provide the out of stock item, a price quote should be provided to the COR.  The COR must approve the contractor furnishing a part or the item will not be billable.

5.4  The contractor is not obligated to perform nor is the Government obligated to reimburse the contractor for charges greater than the not-to-exceed amount funded in the contract for per-call maintenance.  The contractor shall notify the COR and the Contract Specialist when approximately 85% of the not-to-exceed funded amount is expended.

6.0  RESPONSE TIME 

6.1  Response Time begins when the Government notifies the contractor that remedial/per-call maintenance is required and ends with the arrival of qualified maintenance personnel at the site fully prepared to diagnose and repair non-functioning equipment.  

6.2  For Remedial Maintenance (system components covered by Fixed Monthly Charge), on-site response by qualified  maintenance personnel shall be within two (2) PPM/extended PPM hours from the time that the Government notifies the contractor that remedial maintenance is required, but no later than the beginning of the PPM/extended PPM of the following day.  (If there are more than 2 hours remaining in the PPM/extended PPM when the contractor is notified, response is required within 2 hours.  If there are less than 2 hours remaining in the PPM/extended PPM when the contractor is notified, response is required no later than the beginning of the PPM/extended PPM on the following day.) 

6.3  For Per-Call Maintenance, on-site response by qualified maintenance personnel shall be within six (6) hours from the time that the Government notifies the contractor that service is required.  For calls logged between 8:00 am and 5:00 pm, Monday - Friday, a two (2) hour minimum charge shall apply.  For all calls logged outside the 8:00 am – 5:00 pm Monday – Friday period, a four (4) hour minimum charge shall apply.  

6.4  Response Time Credits

6.4.1  If the contractor fails to arrive at the site prepared to respond to the reported problem within the designated response time, the contractor shall grant a credit to the Government.

6.4.2  Remedial Maintenance - For each hour in excess of the required response time, the amount of credit shall be computed at the rate of five percent (5%) of the Fixed Monthly Charge for item(s) upon which the call was placed.

6.4.3  Per-Call Maintenance – For each hour in excess of the required 6 hour response time, the amount of credit shall be computed at 15% of the hourly Per-Call labor rate.

6.4.4  For computation of Response Time Credits – response time shall be rounded to the nearest half hour.

6.4.5  If the contractor fails to arrive at the designated point within the prescribed time due to causes beyond the control and without the fault or negligence of the contractor, then the credit provisions shall not apply.  The Government has the right to decide if the cause is beyond the Contractor’s control.  Any conflict shall be resolved in accordance with the “DISPUTES” clause of this contract.

7.0  DOWN TIME

7.1  Downtime begins when the Government notifies the contractor that remedial maintenance is required and  ends when the equipment is returned to the Government in operable condition ready to perform the scheduled workload.  

7.2  During a period of downtime, the Government may use operable equipment when such action does not interfere with remedial maintenance. 

7.3  Down Time Credits

7.3.1  Downtime credits are only applicable to non-third party components during the PPM/ extended PPM.

7.3.2  If equipment remains unusable due to an equipment malfunction, through no fault or negligence of the Government, for a total of twelve (12) hours or more within the PPM/extended PPM during any twenty-four (24) consecutive contract maintenance coverage hours, the contractor shall grant a credit to the Government.  The credit for each hour of downtime is five percent (5%) of Fixed Monthly  Cost for the malfunctioning equipment plus similar credits for associated items not usable as a result of the malfunction.  (If the entire system is unusable due to a malfunction, the credit is based on the Fixed Monthly Cost for the entire system.)  In no case shall the aggregate sum of downtime credits accumulated during any month exceed the total monthly maintenance charge for the malfunctioning system.

7.3.3 No credit shall accrue to the Government during those periods when the contractor is denied access to the equipment.

7.3.4  For computation of Down Time Credits – down time shall be rounded to the nearest half hour.

8.0  REPORTING 

8.1  Service Reports

8.1.1  The contractor shall be able to trace a reported problem from time of notification (request made for service) until corrective actions have been completed.  When a problem is reported the contractor shall furnish the Government Representative an identifier for tracking status of the problem.  

8.1.2  Upon resolution of each problem, or completion of Preventive Maintenance, the contractor shall furnish a signed service report to the COR.  

8.1.3  Each contractor furnished service report shall contain/identify as a minimum the following information:

a.  Tracking identifier (not required for PM)

b.  Date and time notified (not required for PM)

c.  Date and time of arrival on-site

d.  Response time (arrival time minus notification time in hours & minutes) (not required for PM)

e.  Date and time of completion of services

f.  Time to repair (Down Time) (completion time minus notification time in hours & minutes) (not required for PM)

 g.  Type of equipment, model number, serial number, system name and government equipment number/plant account number upon which action was taken

 h.  Description of malfunction, corrective action, and/or services performed

 i.  Name (s) of personnel performing service

 j.  List of parts replaced (Serial number if applicable)

8.2  Service Log

8.2.1  The contractor shall create/maintain an on-site Maintenance Service Log for each system.  The Log shall record all maintenance actions (Preventive, Remedial, and Per-Call).  As a minimum the Log shall contain: model and serial number of item/items affected, the date and time of service, description of the problem and/or service performed, personnel performing the service, and amount of downtown (if any).  These Logs shall be kept current, on-site, accessible to the Government, and remain the property of the Government upon contract completion.

9.0  CONTRACT ADDITIONS AND DELETIONS

9.1  The Government reserves the right to make minor changes to system hardware common to the engineering development environment.  This may include such things as installation of interface boards, connection to external signal and communications lines, onsite relocation of equipment, or system re-configurations.  This shall be with no change in the fixed maintenance prices unless new equipment is added.  If any equipment is damaged as a result of the above minor changes, and is determined to be the fault of the government, and if repairs are warranted, the contractor shall perform repairs on a time and material basis.  The determination on whether the damaged equipment is the fault of the government shall be determined jointly by the government and the contractor.  If no agreement can be reached by the government and the contractor within 60 calendar days, the government shall then make the final determination.  This determination is subject to the Disputes Clause of this contract.  

9.2  Should the Government make additions to the equipment being maintained, or install additional equipment, maintenance service may be extended, at the Government’s discretion, to include the new items.

9.3  The Government may include modifications, substitutions, or additions under this provision of the contract as long as the increased maintenance costs do not cause the total of this contract to exceed 125% of it’s original value.

9.4  The Fixed Monthly Charge for equipment added to the contract which is identical (same description and model number) to equipment currently under the contract shall equal the current Fixed Monthly Charge for the item.  The Fixed Monthly Charge for equipment added which is not identical to equipment currently under the contract shall be priced at the same rate of discount from the commercial price list for similar equipment under the contract.  This rate of discount is 60% the commercial list price for 24x5 maintenance coverage. 

9.5  The Government may remove equipment from contract coverage by giving the contractor 30 calendar days (or less if agreed to by the contractor) prior written notice.  The amount for equipment deletions shall be calculated by multiplying the fixed monthly charge by the quantity deleted by the number of months remaining in the term of the contract for which maintenance will not be required.

9.6  Additions or deletions to the list of equipment covered under this contract will be made by a written contract modification issued by the Contracting Officer.

10.0  QUARTERLY PERFORMANCE MEETINGS

10.1 Review meetings shall be held quarterly to discuss contract performance and administration.  These meetings shall include representation from the NSA PC (as COR), NSWC PCD (user community), the contractor, and the contracts department.

11.0  SERVICES PERFORMED ON SITE

11.1  This paragraph applies if hazardous materials are utilized at any time during the performance of services under this contract.  Hazardous materials are defined in Federal Standard No. 313 and include items such as chemicals, paint, thinners, cleaning fluids, alcohol, epoxy, flammable solvents, or asbestos.

11.2  The contractor shall have an active Hazard Communication Program in place for all contractor employees per 29 C.F.R 1910,1200.  Before delivery of any hazardous materials onto NSWC PCD property, the contractor shall provide the Contracting Officer with an inventory and Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS) for these materials.
