(a)  The Contractor shall furnish the services of qualified engineer(s) to:


(1)  Assist in planning, installation, testing, checkout, adjustment, operation, disassembly, and repair of CLIN 0001; and


(2)  Perform on-the-job instruction and training of Navy personnel (military and/or civilian). 

(b)  For purposes of this requirement, the following definitions apply:


(1)  “Domestic services” means services rendered within the United States (U.S.) and/or on Navy vessels in ports within the U.S. or at sea, provided the vessel does not enter port outside the U.S.


(2)  “Foreign services” means services other than domestic.

(d)  When authorized under paragraph (c) above, each engineer shall perform engineering services in accordance with supplemental instructions provided by the Contract Administration Office (CAO) cognizant of vessel construction/conversion contract, a representative of the authorizing activity or a representative of the activity where the engineering services are performed, as applicable.  However, each engineer shall not be considered an employee of the Government.

(e)  Travel time necessary for performance of such services shall be included in computing the man days of service. Otherwise the computer software or computer database does not meet the minimum functional requirements of this contract. In the event that there is any routine to disable the computer software or computer database after the software is developed for or delivered to the Government, that routine shall not disable the computer software or computer database until at least twenty-five calendar years after the delivery date of the affected computer software or computer database to the Government.

STATEMENT OF WORK

FOR

ADAPTIVE PERSISTENT AWARENESS

SYSTEMS AND PROGRAM SUPPORT

1.0  SCOPE   

The Naval Surface Warfare Center, Panama City Division (NSWC PCD) has requirements from multiple program areas to support Persistent Awareness systems development to support Anti-Terrorism/Force Protection and Home Land Security.  Persistent Awareness (PA) programs are high priority programs with National Security implications.  The scope of this statement of Work (SOW) encompasses all phases of the Integrated Defense Acquisition Management Framework–Concept Refinement, Development, Deployment, Operations and Life Cycle Support Phases–as well as acquisition and installation of systems and support for various exercises and demonstrations.

1.1 Baseline Adaptive Persistent Awareness System (APAS).  Under previous contracts, NSWC PCD has developed a representative APAS system that is being installed in various DOD and non-DOD facilities, airports, railroads and ports in CONUS and OCONUS.  The core functions provided are sensor interfacing, wireless Internet Protocol (IP) networking, a user interface (Common Operational Picture), sensor/data processing, and archiving and retrieval.  The baseline configuration will be tailored to suit the various locations requiring installation.  Contractor support is required to design, modify, test and install the equipment.

2.0 APPLICABLE DOCUMENTS

Applicable military standards, specifications, or other documents will be specified in individual delivery orders for specific tasks issued under this indefinite quantity contract.  

3.0 REQUIREMENTS

The contractor shall, in response to individual delivery orders issued under the contract, provide support within the task areas set forth in this SOW as follows.  

3.1 
Systems Engineering and Integration (SE&I) 

3.1.1 SE&I Analysis Support. The government is the Systems Engineering Agent for APAS, but requires SE&I support from the contractor. There will be several government agencies and contractors involved in the PA program.  For this SOW, the contractor shall perform various analyses including:  trade-offs, problems and potential problems, decisions, risks, tactics, missions and strategies associated with PA program initiatives.  The contractor shall review and analyze joint doctrine and program documentation and reports and utilize salient aspects of this documentation in SE&I analyses. 

3.1.2 Systems Integration Technical Support.  The contractor shall support the adaptation of APAS to various locations, facilities and missions, such as ports, railheads, airports, buildings, etc.  The contractor shall provide support with the design, procurement, installation, configuration, and maintenance of APAS equipment.  The contractor shall provide expert support in the areas of wireless open architecture, service oriented architecture, sensor integration, network architecture design and development, data processing and data fusion, visualization, cognitive processing, use of unmanned vehicles, and integrating sensors on deployment platforms.

This task includes the procurement, integration, installation, and operation of software, mechanical, electrical, sensor, and electro-mechanical systems.  The contractor shall design, install, configure, test, and troubleshoot hardware and instrumentation down to the card level.  The contractor shall provide parts and equipment as required to support systems integration.  (Specific materials will be identified at the delivery order level.) 

3.1.3 Information Technology (IT) Systems Engineering Support.  The contractor shall provide expert level engineering support and subject matter expertise for implementing and sustaining IT as it pertains to Command, Control, Communications, Computers and Intelligence, Surveillance and Reconnaissance (C4ISR) and PA systems. The contractor shall provide deployable broadband communications support including planning meetings with regard to communications; supporting the government’s network design agent; setting up communications equipment in the lab at NSWC PCD and on-site at deployment locations; and preparing the necessary documentation to support a communications event (e.g., Satellite Access Request, Gateway Access Request, Interim Authority to Connect, etc.)  The contractor shall provide IT support including network administration to establish and maintain IP-based networks, Wide Area Networks (WANs) and Local Area Networks (LANs); system administration to maintain portal services, system interoperability, and computer applications; and Information Assurance (IA) support as applied to IP networks. 

3.1.4 Software Security Support.  The contractor shall provide software security support to baseline and maintain IT systems.  The contractor shall implement Security Technical Implementation Guideline (STIG) requirements for IT system clients and servers.  The contractor shall perform Defense Information Systems Agency (DISA) Gold Disk scans and implement needed corrections.  The contractor shall perform the following specific tasks to ensure the IT systems meet security and IA requirements:  address software security related Deficiency Reports (DRs) from system test events; maintain IT system security compliance within DISA Gold Disk guidance; maintain IT system compliance with respect to any published DISA Information Assurance Vulnerability Alerts (IAVAs); and provide documentation for software security related policies and procedures needed to support IT system accreditation, as required by applicable agency directives. 

3.2 Hardware and Software Engineering

3.2.1 Hardware Engineering.  The contractor shall assist in adapting the baseline APAS design for each installation and application.  The contractor shall provide assistance for the design, fabrication, integration, and testing of system C4ISR equipment; infrastructure, including enclosures and mountings; power source and loads; packaging and deployability considerations, as specified in individual delivery orders.  

The contractor shall provide additional related systems hardware engineering support as required, including development of specifications and engineering drawings and documentation as specified by individual delivery orders.

3.2.2 Integration Engineering.  The contractor shall provide software engineering expertise to adapt the current APAS architecture and facilitate the connection of legacy architectures and new C4ISR equipment.  The contractor shall provide IT systems software development support on-site at NSWC PCD.  The contractor shall provide minor software modifications as needed to support additional hardware interfaces and mission requirements as they arise.  The contractor shall support verification of any modifications. 

3.3 Test and Evaluation (T&E) Support

3.3.1 T&E Planning Support.  The contractor shall provide T&E planning support to include analysis of test requirements and objectives, preparation of test plans, test procedures, and test data sheets.  This support will focus on Limited Operational Evaluations (LOEs) of PA programs.  To that end, contractor pre-deployment support and on-site deployed IT system support shall support T&E planning reviews as required and assist the government in development of test and exercise scenarios. 
3.3.2 T&E Field Engineering Support. The contractor shall provide field engineering support for experimentation and operational analyses in support of system field evaluations and assessments.  To support T&E initiatives, the contractor shall procure, exercise, demonstration, and test equipment and spare parts to ensure successful completion of the event.  Specific material related to the event shall be specified by individual delivery order.  Developmental testing will be performed at NSWC PCD primarily, but may also be performed at potential deployment locations or other laboratories.  Initial test beds are anticipated at NSWC PCD, FL; NSWC Dahlgren, VA, and in Newark, New Jersey.

The contractor shall provide the following types of assistance:  provide technical assistance to accomplish performance objectives; support transportation and shipping, load out, set-up, configuration, operation, maintenance and tear-down of systems and equipment for test events, demonstrations and real world events; provide on-site software, networking, power and electrical, and communications systems engineering expertise and infrastructure system support; provide data collection and recording, including forensic data capture; assemble and provide for use during field activities test support materials in sufficient quantity to permit successful accomplishment of performance objectives; de-conflict resource availability with schedule; develop corrective courses of action as required; support pre- and post-event briefings and daily hot wash briefings; and support Hazardous Material (HAZMAT) acquisition and handling (including alcohol, medicines, cleaning fluids, fuel, oil, lubricants, paint, and lumber) in accordance with local, state and federal regulations for T&E events.  

3.3.3 Post-Test Support. The contractor shall assist in government analysis of test data; evaluation and documentation of T&E results. This support shall include After Action Reports (AARs) and lessons learned reports. 

3.4 Logistics 
3.4.1 Logistics Planning.  The contractor shall provide logistics planning support to include supportability, reliability, maintenance and operator procedures, training, system integration, test and exercise preparation and support. 

3.4.2 Logistics Support Analysis (LSA).  The contractor shall provide LSAs to support the development of logistics support policies as required by specific delivery orders.  This may include but is not limited to development of plans for packaging, handling, shipping, and transportation (PHS&T) of systems and equipment; configuration management; maintenance concept development; Support Test Equipment/Test Measurement and Diagnostic Equipment (STE/TMDE) identification; training support; and system manpower analyses. Required documentation such as Integrated Logistics Support Plans (ILSPs), Technical Orders (TOs), Technical Manuals (TMs), interactive work specifications, provisioning documentation, Configuration Management Plans, Configuration Status Accounting support, training materials, and Interactive Electronic Technical Manuals, and Material Fielding Plans, will be identified in specific delivery orders.  The contractor shall develop standard operating procedures and processes associated with system operations and mission areas. 

3.4.3 Operation, Maintenance, and Repair. The contactor shall support operation, maintenance and repair of hardware, software and support infrastructure, as required.  The contractor shall provide inventory management and configuration management services.

3.4.4 Training Support. The contractor shall develop training materials as described in specific delivery orders, and support the conduct of training of APAS operational usage (for example but not limited to basic usage and basic trouble shooting) at NSWC PCD and on-site at deployed locations.  Class sizes and content will vary depending on the configuration of APAS installed and the location, but for the purposes of estimating, consider a typical class size to be 8 to 12 persons per installation site, with training consisting of approximately 8 hours of classroom and 24-32 hours of hands-on training.
3.5 Technology Insertion Technical Support 

The contractor shall provide support to system technology insertion initiatives including transfer of existing and emerging technologies from current Commercial Off-the-Shelf (COTS) and government Off-the-Shelf (GOTS) programs and systems to emerging AP systems.   In supporting this task, the contractor shall provide assessments of advanced programs, emerging technology, and innovation technology applications in support of wireless networking , sensors and sensor processing, and increased computer capabilities; identify, exploit and manipulate current and emerging technologies; implement advanced communication systems to improve flow of voice and data communication; implement advanced information systems to aid  the quick collection and dissemination of critical information; provide expert level analysis and assessment of C2 and sensor systems and other emerging technical efforts; deploy to support operations at exercises, demos, or real world events.  The contractor shall assist with development and update of the software technology road map in migration to network-centric service oriented architecture. The contractor shall provide technical support for development of acquisition documentation associated with technology transfer efforts as specified per individual delivery orders.

3.6 Prototype Development and Fabrication

As new system designs and technologies are incorporated into APAS, the contractor shall adapt and fabricate prototype systems as specified in applicable delivery orders.  The development and fabrication of prototypes may be the result of design efforts from this SOW as well as from outside sources.  For planning purposes, it is anticipated that one new prototype will be designed each year.

3.7 Installations   

The contractor shall provide APAS installation services, CLIN 0001 (Labor) and CLIN 0002 (Material), which will include but are not limited to surveying potential sites as well as developing the design for an installation plan for each location, manufacturing and procuring infrastructure and C4ISR components; assembling APAS components and packaging them for transportation; transporting system components and support equipment to installation sites and back to NSWC PCD and documenting all phases of the installation from design through acceptance by the customer. The Contractor shall implement material, parts, and component management processes to ensure:

(a) all incoming material will undergo a receipt inspection prior to being used or inducted into inventory 

(b) all nonconforming material will be documented with a Material Discrepancy Report which will be resolved with the Government

(c) Periodic physical inventory of materials and parts on-hand and accounting of material usage (segregated by Government Furnished and Contractor purchased)

 In addition, on-site installation and testing at selected locations will be required as directed by individual delivery orders.  Approximately 30 to 35 installations will be made over the five-year life of the contract.  The contractor shall also be responsible for ensuring environmental documentation or permissions are provided that meet applicable state, federal and host nation laws and requirements at those locations. 

3.8 Programmatic Support 

 

3.8.1 Program Analysis and Documentation Support.  The contractor shall perform programmatic analyses, develop and produce programmatic documentation, and provide administrative and other program support as required.  The contractor shall support government development of program Plan of Action and Milestone (POA&M) documentation.   The contractor shall support the government in the development and execution of support plans and programs for risk management, quality assurance, human systems integration, safety, and configuration management.  Specific documentation will be described in individual delivery orders.

3.8.2 Meeting Support.  The contractor shall attend weekly meetings, to report on the status of ongoing tasks, along with other meetings related to this effort, such as design reviews, test-readiness reviews, etc.  In support of these meetings, the contractor will develop and update meeting support material, as required by individual delivery order Contract Data Requirements Lists (CDRLs), including agendas, action item reports, and meeting minutes.

3.8.3 Briefing Material Support.  The contractor shall assist in the preparation of briefing materials as necessary in using government-furnished information (GFI).  The contractor shall also support the development of multi-media presentation materials, such as static displays and Microsoft PowerPoint automated presentations for program events and conferences.

3.9 Travel

Travel in the Continental United States (CONUS) and outside the Continental United States (OCONUS) will be required to support these tasks.  Specific locations and trip durations will be identified in each delivery order.

3.10 Other Conditions

Occasional overtime is anticipated to be required to support these tasks; overtime must be requested through the Contracting Officer’s Representative and approved by the Contracting Officer.

3.11 Monthly Status Report (MSR) (CDRL A001)

The contractor shall, in accordance with CLIN 0004 and CDRL A001, Section J., monitor cost expenditures, activities undertaken, and progress towards completion of work and report this progress monthly for each individual delivery order. MSRs shall be delivered within 5 working days after the end of each month starting the first complete month after award. The MSR shall include the following topics:  

- Narrative summary of the work performed and results obtained, including a list of significant events that occurred concerning the accomplishment of the tasks under this order during the reporting period 

- Anticipated activities for the following month

- An explanation of deviations from the last month’s projections

- Current or projected problems and issues being worked by the contractor

- Current or projected problems and issues requiring government attention

- Material expenditures and an accounting of material usage
- Trip Reports for travel performed including highlights and summary of technical discussion(s), action items and a list of attendees

3.11.1 Monthly Earned Value Management (EVM) Reporting.  The contractor shall provide an annual spend plan (graphical and tabular) for the duration of each delivery order broken down by month with his first monthly status report. There shall be a separate spend plan for each task or as directed by the government contracting officer’s representative. NSWC PCD is using EVM to track project spending and execution. Tasks in the SOW are linked to EVM work packages. Cost proposals must be broken out by major task specified in section 3.0 of the SOW or as directed by the government contracting officer’s representative. The contractor shall report work performed in hours and actual costs in dollars expended each month and the “value of the work completed” in the same monthly period by task. The “value of the work completed” is the amount of work actually accomplished, in dollars, at that point in the schedule of planned work. For example, if all efforts in a task scheduled for a given month were completed, then the “value of the work completed” would equal the estimate in the spend plan. If only half of the work were completed, then the “value of the work completed” would be half the estimate in the spend plan. The contractor shall submit his EVM report in conjunction with the MSR.  Deviations from the spend plan should be explained in the narrative of the MSR.
4.0
GOVERNMENT FURNISHED INFORMATION AND PROPERTY

All government furnished information will be specified and provided in the individual delivery orders.

4.1 Access to Government Facilities. Contractor personnel will require access to NSWC PCD facilities during normal working hours (Mon-Fri 0800-1700) and possibly on weekends during periods of high productivity, always under government oversight. Access is controlled by programmable proximity cards, which will be supplied by the government. The contractor shall provide a list of employees who require access to these areas, including standard security clearance information for them, to the E20 facility manager (specific point of contact information will be provided upon award) within 3 days of award.  No Government office space will be provided for the performance of this requirement.  

4.2 Access to Government Networks. Contractor personnel may require access to classified and unclassified APAS and NSWC PCD R&D networks) or unclassified NMCI networks. The contractor shall provide a list of employees who require common access cards (CAC) to access these networks, within 3 days of award.

As used throughout this contract, the following terms shall have the meanings set forth below:

(a) DEPARTMENT – means the Department of the Navy.

(b) REFERENCES TO THE FEDERAL ACQUISITION REGULATION (FAR) – All references to the FAR in this contract shall be deemed to also reference the appropriate sections of the Defense FAR Supplement (DFARS), unless clearly indicated otherwise.

(c) REFERENCES TO ARMED SERVICES PROCUREMENT REGULATION OR DEFENSE ACQUISITION REGULATION – All references in this document to either the Armed Services Procurement Regulation (ASPR) or the Defense Acquisition Regulation (DAR) shall be deemed to be references to the appropriate sections of the FAR/DFARS.

(d) NATIONAL STOCK NUMBERS – Whenever the term Federal Item Identification Number and its acronym FIIN or the term Federal Stock Number and its acronym FSN appear in the contract, order or their cited specifications and standards, the terms and acronyms shall be interpreted as National Item Identification Number (NIIN) and National Stock Number (NSN) respectively which shall be defined as follows:


(1)  National Item Identification Number (NIIN).  The number assigned to each approved Item Identification under the Federal Cataloging Program.  It consists of nine numeric characters, the first two of which are the National Codification Bureau (NCB) Code.  The remaining positions consist of a seven digit non‑significant number.

(2) National Stock Number (NSN).  The National Stock Number (NSN) for an item of supply consists of the applicable four position Federal Supply Class (FSC) plus the applicable nine position NIIN assigned to the item of supply.

5252.216-9122 LEVEL OF EFFORT – ALTERNATE 1 (MAY 2010)

(a)  The Contractor agrees to provide the total level of effort specified in the next sentence in performance of the work described in Sections B and C of this contract.  The total level of effort for the performance of this contract shall be 287,600 total man-hours of direct labor, including subcontractor direct labor for those subcontractors specifically identified in the Contractor's proposal as having hours included in the proposed level of effort.

(b)  Of the total man-hours of direct labor set forth above, it is estimated that 

 (Offeror to fill-in) man-hours are uncompensated effort.

Uncompensated effort is defined as hours provided by personnel in excess of 40 hours per week without additional compensation for such excess work.  All other effort is defined as compensated effort.  If no effort is indicated in the first sentence of this paragraph, uncompensated effort performed by the Contractor shall not be counted in fulfillment of the level of effort obligations under this contract.

(c)  Effort performed in fulfilling the total level of effort obligations specified above shall only include effort performed in direct support of this contract and shall not include time and effort expended on such things as (local travel to and from an employee's usual work location), uncompensated effort while on travel status, truncated lunch periods, work (actual or inferred) at an employee's residence or other non-work locations (except as provided in paragraph (i) below), or other time and effort which does not have a specific and direct contribution to the tasks described in Sections B and C.

(d)  The level of effort for this contract shall be expended at an average rate of approximately (as determined and specified at the delivery order level) hours per week.  It is understood and agreed that the rate of man-hours per month may fluctuate in pursuit of the technical objective, provided such fluctuation does not result in the use of the total man-hours of effort prior to the expiration of the term hereof, except as provided in the following paragraph.

(e)  If, during the term hereof, the Contractor finds it necessary to accelerate the expenditure of direct labor to such an extent that the total man‑hours of effort specified above would be used prior to the expiration of the term, the Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer in writing setting forth the acceleration required, the probable benefits which would result, and an offer to undertake the acceleration at no increase in the estimated cost or fee together with an offer, setting forth a proposed level of effort, cost breakdown, and proposed fee, for continuation of the work until expiration of the term hereof.  The offer shall provide that the work proposed will be subject to the terms and conditions of this contract and any additions or changes required by then current law, regulations, or directives, and that the offer, with a written notice of acceptance by the Contracting Officer, shall constitute a binding contract.  The Contractor shall not accelerate any effort until receipt of such written approval by the Contracting Officer.  Any agreement to accelerate will be formalized by contract modification.

(f)  The Contracting Officer may, by written order, direct the Contractor to accelerate the expenditure of direct labor such that the total man‑hours of effort specified in paragraph (a) above would be used prior to the expiration of the term.  This order shall specify the acceleration required and the resulting revised term.  The Contractor shall acknowledge this order within five days of receipt.

(g)  The Contractor shall provide and maintain an accounting system, acceptable to the Administrative Contracting Officer and the Defense Contract Audit Agency (DCAA), which collects costs incurred and effort (compensated and uncompensated, if any) provided in fulfillment of the level of effort obligations of this contract.  The Contractor shall indicate on each invoice the total level of effort claimed during the period covered by the invoice, separately identifying compensated effort and uncompensated effort, if any.

(h)  Within 45 days after completion of the work under each separately identified period of performance hereunder, the Contractor shall submit the following information in writing to the Contracting Officer with copies to the cognizant Contract Administration Office and to the DCAA office to which vouchers are submitted:  (1) the total number of man‑hours of direct labor expended during the applicable period; (2) a breakdown of this total showing the number of man‑hours expended in each direct labor classification and associated direct and indirect costs; (3) a breakdown of other costs incurred; and (4) the Contractor's estimate of the total allowable cost incurred under the contract for the period.  Within 45 days after completion of the work under the contract, the Contractor shall submit, in addition, in the case of a cost underrun; (5) the amount by which the estimated cost of this contract may be reduced to recover excess funds.  All submissions shall include subcontractor information.

( i ) Unless the Contracting Officer determines that alternative worksite arrangements are detrimental to contract performance, the Contractor may perform up to 10% of the hours at an alternative worksite, provided the Contractor has a company-approved alternative worksite plan.  The primary worksite is the traditional “main office” worksite. An alternative worksite means an employee’s residence or a telecommuting center.  A telecommuting center is a geographically convenient office setting as an alternative to an employee’s main office. The Government reserves the right to review the Contractor’s alternative worksite plan. In the event performance becomes unacceptable, the Contractor will be prohibited from counting the hours performed at the alternative worksite in fulfilling the total level of effort obligations of the contract. Regardless of work location, all contract terms and conditions, including security requirements and labor laws, remain in effect.  The Government shall not incur any additional cost nor provide additional equipment for contract performance as a result of the Contractor’s election to implement an alternative worksite plan.

( j ) Notwithstanding any of the provisions in the above paragraphs and subject to the LIMITATION OF FUNDS or LIMITATION OF COST clauses, as applicable, the period of performance may be extended and the estimated cost may be increased in order to permit the Contractor to provide all of the man-hours listed in paragraph (a) above.  The contractor shall continue to be paid fee for each man-hour performed in accordance with the terms of the contract.
SPECIAL INSTRUCTIONS

KEY PERSONNEL

Key Personnel – Minimum Qualifications


To perform the requirements of the Statement of Work, the government requires the following Key Personnel with the experience and qualifications listed below:

For Proposal Purposes Only – See Section L, paragraph 2.2.2.1.2.2 for the Government’s desired minimum qualifications as it pertains to Functional Areas identified by Title, experience and education.  The eventual awardee’s proposed and accepted labor categories and minimum qualifications will be specified and be subject to the requirements in this Section at the time of award.  

(a)  The Contractor agrees that a partial basis for award of this contract is the list of Senior Personnel (considered and hereafter identified as Key personnel; includes mid-level or technical personnel) proposed, labor categories proposed and qualifications proposed for both Key personnel (senior and mid-level managers or technical personnel) and non-key personnel (all personnel not proposed as Senior personnel and not requiring submittal of a resume).  Accordingly, the Contractor agrees to assign to this contract those Key Personnel whose resumes were submitted with the proposal necessary to fulfill the requirements of the contract.  No Key Personnel substitutions shall be made after proposal submission and prior to award.  

(b)  The contractor agrees that during the first 120 days of the period of performance no Key Personnel substitutions will be permitted unless such substitutions are necessitated by an individual’s sudden illness, death, or termination of employment.  All proposed Key Personnel substitutions shall have qualifications equal to or higher than the qualifications of the Key Personnel to be replaced.  The Contracting Officer shall be notified in writing of any proposed Key Personnel substitution at least forty-five (45) days, or ninety (90) days if a security clearance is to be obtained, in advance of the proposed Key Personnel substitution.  Such notification shall include:

(1)  An explanation of the circumstances necessitating the substitution;

(2)  A complete resume of the proposed substitute;

(3)  The hourly rates of the incumbent and the proposed substitute;

(4)  Any other information requested by the Contracting Officer to enable him/her to judge whether or not the Contractor is maintaining the same high quality of personnel that provided the partial basis for award.  

(c) In the event a requirement to increase the specified level of effort for a designated Key Personnel labor category, but not the overall level of effort of the contract, occurs, the Contractor shall submit to the Contracting Officer a written request for approval to add the Key Personnel to the designated labor category.  The same information as specified in paragraph (b) above is to be submitted with the request.

Upon contract award, the Key Personnel qualifications, proposed by the eventual awardee, will become required qualifications for any growth in Key Personnel categories beyond those Key Personnel originally proposed.  Additionally, any change to the eventual awardee’s proposed labor categories, qualifications or labor mix shall be submitted to the Contracting Officer for review and approval prior to adjustments being made.  Resumes (in the format provided in Section L) shall be submitted to the Contracting Officer, and approved, prior to the Key Personnel being allowed to charge to the contract. Note:  Upon receipt of the resumes, the Contracting Officer may request additional information from the Contractor to enable him/her to judge whether or not the Contractor is maintaining the same high quality of personnel that was originally provided as a partial basis for award.  

CHANGES IN KEY PERSONNEL

Requests for post award approval of additional and/or replacement key and non-key personnel may be submitted via e-mail.  E-mail submissions shall be made simultaneously to the Contract Specialist [*] and the Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR) [*].  Electronic notification via e-mail from the Contract Specialist will serve as written approval/disapproval on behalf of the Contracting Officer. *Provided at the time of award.

PROCEDURES FOR ISSUING ORDERS

(a) Ordering: Supplies or services to be furnished under this contract shall be furnished at such times as ordered by

the issuance of delivery orders on a DD Form 1155 by the Naval Surface Warfare Center Panama City Division. All

orders issued hereunder are subject to the terms and conditions of this contract. This contract shall control in the

event of conflict with any order. When mailed, a delivery order shall be "issued" for purpose of this contract at the

time the Government deposits the order in the mail, or, if transmitted by other means, when physically delivered to

the contractor.

(b) Ordering Procedures:

(1) Delivery orders issued shall include, but not be limited to the following information:

(a) Date of Order

(b) Contract and Order Number

(c) Appropriation and accounting data

(d) Description of the services to be performed

(e) Description of end item(s) to be delivered

(f) Exact place of pickup and delivery

(g) The inspecting and accepting codes (as applicable)

(h) The ceiling price for the order

(i) List of Government furnished material and the estimated value thereof, if applicable.

Oral orders may be authorized by Contracting Officer only in emergency circumstances. Information

described above shall be furnished to the contractor at the time of placing an oral

order and shall be confirmed by issuance of a written delivery order on a DD Form 1155

within two working days.

(c) Modifications of Delivery Orders: Delivery orders may be modified by the contracting officer. Modifications to

delivery orders shall include the information set forth in paragraph b above, as applicable. Delivery orders may be

modified orally by the contracting officer in emergency situations. Oral modifications shall be confirmed by the

issuance of a written modification within two working days from the time of the oral communication modifying the

order.

(d) The Ceiling Amount for each delivery will be the ceiling price stated therein and may not be exceeded except

when authorized by a modification to the delivery order.

NOTE: Delivery orders issued under this contract will be issued to the Contractor electronically.

AUTHORIZED COMMAND TO WRITE DELIVERY ORDERS

The Naval Surface Warfare Center Panama City Division (NSWC PCD) is the only organization authorized to write task/delivery orders on this contract.

CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.216-18      Ordering. (OCT 1995)

(a) Any supplies and services to be furnished under this contract shall be ordered by issuance of delivery orders or task orders by the individuals or activities designated in the Schedule. Such orders may be issued from date of contract award through five years thereafter.

(b) All delivery orders or task orders are subject to the terms and conditions of this contract. In the event of conflict between a delivery order or task order and this contract, the contract shall control.

(C) If mailed, a delivery order or task order is considered “issued” when the Government deposits the order in the mail. Orders may be issued orally, by facsimile, or by electronic commerce methods only if authorized in the Schedule.

(End of clause)

52.216-19      Order Limitations.  (OCT 1995)

(a) Minimum order.  When the Government requires supplies or services covered by this contract in an amount of less than $10,000.00, the Government is not obligated to purchase, nor is the Contractor obligated to furnish, those supplies or services under the contract.

(b) Maximum order.  The Contractor is not obligated to honor:

(1) Any order for a single item in excess of $5,000,000.00;

(2) Any order for a combination of items in excess of $5,000,000.00; or

(3) A series of orders from the same ordering office within 7 days that together call for quantities exceeding the limitation in subparagraph (1) or (2) above.

(C) If this is a requirements contract (i.e., includes the Requirements clause at subsection 52.216-21 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR)), the Government is not required to order a part of any one requirement from the Contractor if that requirement exceeds the maximum-order limitations in paragraph (b) above.

(d) Notwithstanding paragraphs (b) and (c) above, the Contractor shall honor any order exceeding the maximum order limitations in paragraph (b), unless that order (or orders) is returned to the ordering office within 3 days after issuance, with written notice stating the Contractor’s intent not to ship the item (or items) called for and the reasons.  Upon receiving this notice, the Government may acquire the supplies or services from another source.

(End of clause)

52.216-22     Indefinite Quantity.  (OCT 1995)

(a) This is an indefinite-quantity contract for the supplies or services specified, and effective for the period stated, in the Schedule.  The quantities of supplies and services specified in the Schedule are estimates only and are not purchased by this contract.

(b) Delivery or performance shall be made only as authorized by orders issued in accordance with the Ordering clause.  The Contractor shall furnish to the Government, when and if ordered, the supplies or services specified in the Schedule up to and including the quantity designated in the Schedule as the “maximum”.  The Government shall order at least the quantity of supplies or services designated in the Schedule as the “minimum”.

(C) Except for any limitations on quantities in the Order Limitations clause or in the Schedule, there is no limit on the number of orders that may be issued.  The Government may issue orders requiring delivery to multiple destinations or performance at multiple locations.

(d) Any order issued during the effective period of this contract and not completed within that period shall be completed by the Contractor within the time specified in the order.  The contract shall govern the Contractor’s and Government’s rights and obligations with respect to that order to the same extent as if the order were completed during the contract’s effective period; provided, that the Contractor shall not be required to make any deliveries under this contract after 180 days past the expiration date of the contract.

52.222-2      PAYMENT FOR OVERTIME PREMIUMS (JUL 1990)

(a) The use of overtime is authorized under this contract if the overtime premium cost does not exceed $50,000 or the overtime premium is paid for work –

(1) Necessary to cope with emergencies such as those resulting from accidents, natural disasters, breakdowns of production equipment, or occasional production bottlenecks of a sporadic nature;

(2) By indirect-labor employees such as those performing duties in connection with administration, protection, transportation, maintenance, standby plant protection, operation of utilities, or accounting;

(3) To perform tests, industrial processes, laboratory procedures, loading or unloading of transportation conveyances, and operations in flight or afloat that are continuous in nature and cannot reasonably be interrupted or completed otherwise; or

(4) That will result in lower overall costs to the Government.

(b) Any request for estimated overtime premiums that exceeds the amount specified above shall include all estimated overtime for contract completion and shall–

(1) Identify the work unit; e.g., department or section in which the requested overtime will be used, together with present workload, staffing, and other data of the affected unit sufficient to permit the Contracting Officer to evaluate the necessity for the overtime;

(2) Demonstrate the effect that denial of the request will have on the contract delivery or performance schedule;

(3) Identify the extent to which approval of overtime would affect the performance or payments in connection with other Government contracts, together with identification of each affected contract; and

(4) Provide reasons why the required work cannot be performed by using multishift operations or by employing additional personnel.

52.244-2      SUBCONTRACTS (JUN 2007)

(a) Definitions. As used in this clause–

Approved purchasing system means a Contractor’s purchasing system that has been reviewed and approved in accordance with Part 44 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR).

Consent to subcontract means the Contracting Officer’s written consent for the Contractor to enter into a particular subcontract.

Subcontract means any contract, as defined in FAR Subpart 2.1, entered into by a subcontractor to furnish supplies or services for performance of the prime contract or a subcontract. It includes, but is not limited to, purchase orders, and changes and modifications to purchase orders.

Purchase orders. 

(b) When this clause is included in a fixed-price type contract, consent to subcontract is required only on unpriced contract actions (including unpriced modifications or unpriced delivery orders), and only if required in accordance with paragraph (c) or (d) of this clause. 

(C) If the Contractor does not have an approved purchasing system, consent to subcontract is required for any subcontract that— 

(1) Is of the cost-reimbursement, time-and-materials, or labor-hour type; or 

(2) Is fixed-price and exceeds— 

(i) For a contract awarded by the Department of Defense, the Coast Guard, or the National Aeronautics and Space Administration, the greater of the simplified acquisition threshold or 5 percent of the total estimated cost of the contract; or 

(ii) For a contract awarded by a civilian agency other than the Coast Guard and the National Aeronautics and Space Administration, either the simplified acquisition threshold or 5 percent of the total estimated cost of the contract. 

(d) If the Contractor has an approved purchasing system, the Contractor nevertheless shall obtain the Contracting Officer’s written consent before placing the following subcontracts: 

Any subcontract over $550,000.00 if the subcontractor was not proposed at the time of award

(e)(1) The Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer reasonably in advance of placing any subcontract or modification thereof for which consent is required under paragraph (b), (c), or (d) of this clause, including the following information: 

1. A description of the supplies or services to be subcontracted. 

(ii) Identification of the type of subcontract to be used. 

(iii) Identification of the proposed subcontractor. 

(iv) The proposed subcontract price. 

(v) The subcontractor’s current, complete, and accurate cost or pricing data and Certificate of Current Cost or Pricing Data, if required by other contract provisions. 

(vi) The subcontractor’s Disclosure Statement or Certificate relating to Cost Accounting Standards when such data are required by other provisions of this contract. 

(vii) A negotiation memorandum reflecting— 

(A) The principal elements of the subcontract price negotiations; 

(B) The most significant considerations controlling establishment of initial or revised prices; 

(C) The reason cost or pricing data were or were not required; 

(D) The extent, if any, to which the Contractor did not rely on the subcontractor’s cost or pricing data in determining 

the price objective and in negotiating the final price; 

(E) The extent to which it was recognized in the negotiation that the subcontractor’s cost or pricing data were not accurate, complete, or current; the action taken by the Contractor and the subcontractor; and the effect of any such defective data on the total price negotiated; 

(F) The reasons for any significant difference between the Contractor’s price objective and the price negotiated; and 

(G) A complete explanation of the incentive fee or profit plan when incentives are used. The explanation shall identify each critical performance element, management decisions used to quantify each incentive element, reasons for the incentives, and a summary of all trade-off possibilities considered. 

(2) The Contractor is not required to notify the Contracting Officer in advance of entering into any subcontract for which consent is not required under paragraph (c), (d), or (e) of this clause. 

(f) Unless the consent or approval specifically provides otherwise, neither consent by the Contracting Officer to any subcontract nor approval of the Contractor’s purchasing system shall constitute a determination— 

(1) Of the acceptability of any subcontract terms or conditions; 

(2) Of the allowability of any cost under this contract; or 

(3) To relieve the Contractor of any responsibility for performing this contract. 

(g) No subcontract or modification thereof placed under this contract shall provide for payment on a cost-plus-a-percentage-of-cost basis, and any fee payable under cost-reimbursement type subcontracts shall not exceed the fee limitations in FAR 15.404-4(C)(4)(i). 

(h) The Contractor shall give the Contracting Officer immediate written notice of any action or suit filed and prompt notice of any claim made against the Contractor by any subcontractor or vendor that, in the opinion of the Contractor, may result in litigation related in any way to this contract, with respect to which the Contractor may be entitled to reimbursement from the Government. 

(i) The Government reserves the right to review the Contractor’s purchasing system as set forth in FAR Subpart 44.3. 

(j) Paragraphs (C) and (e) of this clause do not apply to the following subcontracts, which were evaluated during negotiations:

(b) The use in this solicitation or contract of any Defense Federal Acquisition Regulation (48 CFR Chapter 2) clause with an authorized deviation is indicated by the addition of “(DEVIATION)” after the name of the regulation.

252.204-7000    DISCLOSURE OF INFORMATION (DEC 1991)

(a) The Contractor shall not release to anyone outside the Contractor’s organization any unclassified information, regardless of medium (e.g., film, tape, document), pertaining to any part of this contract or any program related to this contract, unless–

(1) The Contracting Officer has given prior written approval; or 

(2) The information is otherwise in the public domain before the date of release. 

(b) Requests for approval shall identify the specific information to be released, the medium to be used, and the purpose for the release.  The Contractor shall submit its request to the Contracting Officer at least 45 days before the proposed date for release. 

(C) The Contractor agrees to include a similar requirement in each subcontract under this contract.  Subcontractors shall submit requests for authorization to release through the prime contractor to the Contracting Officer.

252.225-7040    CONTRACTOR PERSONNEL AUTHORIZED TO ACCOMPANY U.S. ARMED FORCES DEPLOYED OUTSIDE THE UNITED STATES (JAN 2009)

(a) Definitions. As used in this clause–Combatant Commander means the commander of a unified or specified combatant command established in accordance with 10 U.S.C. 161.

Designated operational area means a geographic area designated by the combatant commander or subordinate joint force commander for the conduct or support of specified military operations.

Law of war means that part of international law that regulates the conduct of armed hostilities. The law of war encompasses all international law for the conduct of hostilities binding on the United States or its individual citizens, including treaties and international agreements to which the United States is a party, and applicable customary international law.

Subordinate joint force commander means a sub-unified commander or joint task force commander.

(b) General.

(1) This clause applies when Contractor personnel are authorized to accompany U.S. Armed Forces deployed outside the United States in–

(i) Contingency operations;

(ii) Humanitarian or peacekeeping operations; or

(iii) Other military operations or military exercises, when designated by the Combatant Commander.

(2) Contract performance in support of U.S. Armed Forces deployed outside the United States may require work in dangerous or austere conditions. Except as otherwise provided in the contract, the Contractor accepts the risks associated with required contract performance in such operations.

(3) Contractor personnel are civilians accompanying the U.S. Armed Forces.

(i) Except as provided in paragraph (b)(3)(ii) of this clause, Contractor personnel are only authorized to use deadly force in self-defense.

(ii) Contractor personnel performing security functions are also authorized to use deadly force when such force reasonably appears necessary to execute their security mission to protect assets/persons, consistent with the terms and conditions contained in their contract or with their job description and terms of employment.

(iii) Unless immune from host nation jurisdiction by virtue of an international agreement or international law, inappropriate use of force by contractor personnel authorized to accompany the U.S. Armed Forces can subject such personnel to United States or host nation prosecution and civil liability (see paragraphs (d) and (j)(3) of this clause).

(4) Service performed by Contractor personnel subject to this clause is not active duty or service under 38 U.S.C. 106 note.

(c) Support. (1)(i) The Combatant Commander will develop a security plan for protection of Contractor personnel in locations where there is not sufficient or legitimate civil authority, when the Combatant Commander decides it is in the interests of the Government to provide security because–

(A) The Contractor cannot obtain effective security services;

(B) Effective security services are unavailable at a reasonable cost; or

(c) Threat conditions necessitate security through military means.

(ii) The Contracting Officer shall include in the contract the level of protection to be provided to Contractor personnel.

(iii) In appropriate cases, the Combatant Commander may provide security through military means, commensurate with the level of security provided DoD civilians.

(2)(i) Generally, all Contractor personnel authorized to accompany the U.S. Armed Forces in the designated operational area are authorized to receive resuscitative care, stabilization, hospitalization at level III military treatment facilities, and assistance with patient movement in emergencies where loss of life, limb, or eyesight could occur. Hospitalization will be limited to stabilization and short-term medical treatment with an emphasis on return to duty or placement in the patient movement system.

(ii) When the Government provides medical treatment or transportation of Contractor personnel to a selected civilian facility, the Contractor shall ensure that the Government is reimbursed for any costs associated with such treatment or transportation.

(iii) Medical or dental care beyond this standard is not authorized unless specified elsewhere in this contract.

(3) Unless specified elsewhere in this contract, the Contractor is responsible for all other support required for its personnel engaged in the designated operational area under this contract.

(4) Contractor personnel must have a letter of authorization issued by the Contracting Officer in order to process through a deployment center or to travel to, from, or within the designated operational area. The letter of authorization also will identify any additional authorizations, privileges, or Government support that Contractor personnel are entitled to under this contract.

(d) Compliance with laws and regulations. (1) The Contractor shall comply with, and shall ensure that its personnel authorized to accompany U.S. Armed Forces deployed outside the United States as specified in paragraph (b)(1) of this clause are familiar with and comply with, all applicable–

(i) United States, host country, and third country national laws;

(ii) Provisions of the law of war, as well as any other applicable treaties and international agreements;

(iii) United States regulations, directives, instructions, policies, and procedures; and

(iv) Orders, directives, and instructions issued by the Combatant Commander, including those relating to force protection, security, health, safety, or relations and interaction with local nationals.

(2) The Contractor shall institute and implement an effective program to prevent violations of the law of war by its employees and subcontractors, including law of war training in accordance with paragraph (e)(1)(vii) of this clause.

(e) Pre-deployment requirements. 

(1) The Contractor shall ensure that the following requirements are met prior to deploying personnel authorized to accompany U.S. Armed Forces. Specific requirements for each category may be specified in the statement of work or elsewhere in the contract.

(i) All required security and background checks are complete and acceptable.

(ii) All deploying personnel meet the minimum medical screening requirements and have received all required immunizations as specified in the contract. The Government will provide, at no cost to the Contractor, any theater-specific immunizations and/or medications not available to the general public.

(iii) Deploying personnel have all necessary passports, visas, and other documents required to enter and exit a designated operational area and have a Geneva Conventions identification card, or other appropriate DoD identity credential, from the deployment center. Any Common Access Card issued to deploying personnel shall contain the access permissions allowed by the letter of authorization issued in accordance with paragraph (c)(4) of this clause.

(iv) Special area, country, and theater clearance is obtained for personnel. Clearance requirements are in DoD Directive 4500.54, Official Temporary Duty Abroad, and DoD 4500.54-G, DoD Foreign Clearance Guide. Contractor personnel are considered non-DoD personnel traveling under DoD sponsorship.

(v) All personnel have received personal security training. At a minimum, the training shall–

(A) Cover safety and security issues facing employees overseas;

(B) Identify safety and security contingency planning activities; and

(C) Identify ways to utilize safety and security personnel and other resources appropriately.

(vi) All personnel have received isolated personnel training, if specified in the contract, in accordance with DoD Instruction 1300.23, Isolated Personnel Training for DoD Civilian and Contractors.

(vii) Personnel have received law of war training as follows:

(A) Basic training is required for all Contractor personnel authorized to accompany U.S. Armed Forces deployed outside the United States. The basic training will be provided through--

(1) A military-run training center; or

(2) A Web-based source, if specified in the contract or approved by the Contracting Officer.

(B) Advanced training, commensurate with their duties and responsibilities, may be required for some Contractor personnel as specified in the contract.

(2) The Contractor shall notify all personnel who are not a host country national, or who are not ordinarily resident in the host country, that--

(i) Such employees, and dependents residing with such employees, who engage in conduct outside the United States that would constitute an offense punishable by imprisonment for more than one year if the conduct had been engaged in within the special maritime and territorial jurisdiction of the United States, may potentially be subject to the criminal jurisdiction of the United States in accordance with the Military Extraterritorial Jurisdiction Act of 2000 (18 U.S.C. 3621, et seq.);

(ii) Pursuant to the War Crimes Act (18 U.S.C. 2441), Federal criminal jurisdiction also extends to conduct that is determined to constitute a war crime when committed by a civilian national of the United States;

(iii) Other laws may provide for prosecution of U.S. nationals who commit offenses on the premises of U.S. diplomatic, consular, military or other U.S. Government missions outside the United States (18 U.S.C. 7(9)); and

(iv) In time of declared war or a contingency operation, Contractor personnel authorized to accompany U.S. Armed Forces in the field are subject to the jurisdiction of the Uniform Code of Military Justice under 10 U.S.C. 802(a)(10).

(f) Processing and departure points. Deployed Contractor personnel shall--

(1) Process through the deployment center designated in the contract, or as otherwise directed by the Contracting Officer, prior to deploying. The deployment center will conduct deployment processing to ensure visibility and accountability of Contractor personnel and to ensure that all deployment requirements are met, including the requirements specified in paragraph (e)(1) of this clause;

(2) Use the point of departure and transportation mode directed by the Contracting Officer; and

(3) Process through a Joint Reception Center (JRC) upon arrival at the deployed location. The JRC will validate personnel accountability, ensure that specific designated operational area entrance requirements are met, and brief Contractor personnel on theater-specific policies and procedures.

(g) Personnel data.

(1) The Contractor shall enter before deployment and maintain data for all Contractor personnel that are authorized to accompany U.S. Armed Forces deployed outside the United States as specified in paragraph (b)(1) of this clause. The Contractor shall use the Synchronized Predeployment and Operational Tracker (SPOT) web-based system, at http://www.dod.mil/bta/products/spot.html, to enter and maintain the data.

(2) The Contractor shall ensure that all employees in the database have a current DD Form 93, Record of Emergency Data Card, on file with both the Contractor and the designated Government official. The Contracting Officer will inform the Contractor of the Government official designated to receive this data card.

(h) Contractor personnel. 

(1) The Contracting Officer may direct the Contractor, at its own expense, to remove and replace any Contractor personnel who jeopardize or interfere with mission accomplishment or who fail to comply with or violate applicable requirements of this contract. Such action may be taken at the Government's discretion without prejudice’ to its rights under any other provision of this contract, including the Termination for Default clause.

(2) The Contractor shall have a plan on file showing how the Contractor would replace employees who are unavailable for deployment or who need to be replaced during deployment. The Contractor shall keep this plan current and shall provide a copy to the Contracting Officer upon request. The plan shall--

(i) Identify all personnel who are subject to military mobilization;

(ii) Detail how the position would be filled if the individual were mobilized; and

(iii) Identify all personnel who occupy a position that the Contracting Officer has designated as mission essential.

(3) Contractor personnel shall report to the Combatant Commander or a designee, or through other channels such as the military police, a judge advocate, or an inspector general, any suspected or alleged conduct for which there is credible information that such conduct--

(i) Constitutes violation of the law of war; or

(ii) Occurred during any other military operations and would constitute a violation of the law of war if it occurred during an armed conflict.

(i) Military clothing and protective equipment. 

(1) Contractor personnel are prohibited from wearing military clothing unless specifically authorized in writing by the Combatant Commander. If authorized to wear military clothing, Contractor personnel must--

(i) Wear distinctive patches, arm bands, nametags, or headgear, in order to be distinguishable from military personnel, consistent with force protection measures; and

(ii) Carry the written authorization with them at all times.

(2) Contractor personnel may wear military-unique organizational clothing and individual equipment (OCIE) required for safety and security, such as ballistic, nuclear, biological, or chemical protective equipment.

(3) The deployment center, or the Combatant Commander, shall issue OCIE and shall provide training, if necessary, to ensure the safety and security of Contractor personnel.

(4) The Contractor shall ensure that all issued OCIE is returned to the point of issue, unless otherwise directed by the Contracting Officer.

(j) Weapons.

 (1) If the Contractor requests that its personnel performing in the designated operational area be authorized to carry weapons, the request shall be made through the Contracting Officer to the Combatant Commander, in accordance with DoD Instruction 3020.41, paragraph 6.3.4.1 or, if the contract is for security services, paragraph 6.3.5.3. The Combatant Commander will determine whether to authorize in-theater Contractor personnel to carry weapons and what weapons and ammunition will be allowed.

(2) If the Contracting Officer, subject to the approval of the Combatant Commander, authorizes the carrying of weapons--

(i) The Contracting Officer may authorize the Contractor to issue Contractor-owned weapons and ammunition to specified employees; or

(ii) The Regional Security Officer may issue Government-furnished weapons and ammunition to the Contractor for issuance to specified Contractor employees.

(3) The Contractor shall ensure that its personnel who are authorized to carry weapons--

(i) Are adequately trained to carry and use them--

(A) Safely;

(B) With full understanding of, and adherence to, the rules of the use of force issued by the Combatant Commander; and

(C) In compliance with applicable agency policies, agreements, rules, regulations, and other applicable law;

(ii) Are not barred from possession of a firearm by 18 U.S.C. 922; and

(iii) Adhere to all guidance and orders issued by the Combatant Commander regarding possession, use, safety, and accountability of weapons and ammunition.

(4) Whether or not weapons are Government-furnished, all liability for the use of any weapon by Contractor personnel rests solely with the Contractor and the Contractor employee using such weapon.

(5) Upon redeployment or revocation by the Combatant Commander of the Contractor's authorization to issue firearms, the Contractor shall ensure that all Government-issued weapons and unexpended ammunition are returned as directed by the Contracting Officer.

(k) Vehicle or equipment licenses. Contractor personnel shall possess the required licenses to operate all vehicles or equipment necessary to perform the contract in the designated operational area.

(l) Purchase of scarce goods and services. If the Combatant Commander has established an organization for the designated operational area whose function is to determine that certain items are scarce goods or services, the Contractor shall coordinate with that organization local purchases of goods and services designated as scarce, in accordance with instructions provided by the Contracting Officer.

(m) Evacuation. 

(1) If the Combatant Commander orders a mandatory evacuation of some or all personnel, the Government will provide assistance, to the extent available, to United States and third country national Contractor personnel.

(2) In the event of a non-mandatory evacuation order, unless authorized in writing by the Contracting Officer, the Contractor shall maintain personnel on location sufficient to meet obligations under this contract.

(n) Next of kin notification and personnel recovery. 

(1) The Contractor shall be responsible for notification of the employee-designated next of kin in the event an employee dies, requires evacuation due to an injury, or is isolated, missing, detained, captured, or abducted.

(2) In the case of isolated, missing, detained, captured, or abducted Contractor personnel, the Government will assist in personnel recovery actions in accordance with DoD Directive 2310.2, Personnel Recovery.

(o) Mortuary affairs. Mortuary affairs for Contractor personnel who die while accompanying the U.S. Armed Forces will be handled in accordance with DoD Directive 1300.22, Mortuary Affairs Policy.

(p) Changes. In addition to the changes otherwise authorized by the Changes clause of this contract, the Contracting Officer may, at any time, by written order identified as a change order, make changes in the place of performance or Government-furnished facilities, equipment, material, services, or site. Any change order issued in accordance with this paragraph (p) shall be subject to the provisions of the Changes clause of this contract.

(q) Subcontracts. The Contractor shall incorporate the substance of this clause, including this paragraph (q), in all subcontracts when subcontractor personnel are authorized to accompany U.S. Armed Forces deployed outside the United States in--

(1) Contingency operations–

(2) Humanitarian or peacekeeping operations; or

(3) Other military operations or military exercises, when designated by the Combatant Commander.

(End of clause)

252.225-7043      ANTITERRORISM/FORCE PROTECTION POLICY FOR DEFENSE CONTRACTORS OUTSIDE THE UNITED STATES (MAR 2006)

(a) Definition. United States, as used in this clause, means, the 50 States, the District of Columbia, and outlying areas.

(b) Except as provided in paragraph (c) of this clause, the Contractor and its subcontractors, if performing or traveling outside the United States under this contract, shall--

(1) Affiliate with the Overseas Security Advisory Council, if the Contractor or subcontractor is a U.S. entity;

(2) Ensure that Contractor and subcontractor personnel who are U.S. nationals and are in-country on a non-transitory basis, register with the U.S. Embassy, and that Contractor and subcontractor personnel who are third country nationals comply with any security related requirements of the Embassy of their nationality;

Electronic proposal submissions and supporting information shall be submitted on CD-ROM suitable for reading in a standard PC compatible CD-ROM drive.  All view graphs shall be in Microsoft PowerPoint.  All spreadsheets (both Prime and Subcontractors) shall be in Microsoft Excel with formulas and calculations included for verification purposes.  Spreadsheets shall not be provided as a PDF document or any other type of document.  All text shall be in Microsoft Word.  The electronic proposal material shall not contain any information not contained in the hard copy format or vice versa.  

The narrative material in the hardcopy proposal shall be typed or printed in a font with the type no smaller than size 12 Times New Roman font on standard 8-1/2 x 11 inch paper.  Text line spacing shall be 1.5 lines.  One-inch minimum margins on each side including top and bottom are required.  Text within tables, diagrams, pictorial charts, or graphic material may use 8-point font.  Fold out pages may be used for diagrams, charts or graphic material only and may not exceed 11 inches by 7 inches.  Fold out pages will be counted as two pages.  Fold out pages may only include narrative sufficient to describe the diagram, chart or graphic material.  Every paragraph, figure, and table shall be numbered.  Proposal material shall be presented on double-sided pages only and in a single column on each page (refer to Section I, FAR 52.204-4).  Each double-sided page counts as 2 pages.  Note:  Resumes are limited to 3 pages but are excluded from the total page count of the proposal.  Past Performance is also excluded from the total page count but is limited to 5 pages.  

A date shall be placed on each page of the proposal corresponding to the date of the initial proposal.  Any pages that may be revised as a result of discussions (if required) shall contain revision numbers and dates.  

Each volume shall be bound separately and shall not exceed the page limitation cited above.  The page count shall include all material with printed matter and figures except cover pages, title pages, Table of Contents (TOC), list of illustrations, tab pages, appendices, index and list of tables.  Pages excluded from the page count must contain only material pertinent to the page heading or a blank and marked “Intentionally Left Blank”.  Index pages and Tabs are required and shall be cross-reference to the TOC. Forwarding letters are merely instruments for transmitting the submitted proposals and are not part of the page count and will not be evaluated.  

Although legible, neat orderly and comprehensive proposal(s) are required, elaborate brochures or other presentations beyond that sufficient to present a complete and effective explanation are not desired,  Elaborate artwork, expensive visual or other presentation aids are neither necessary nor desired.  

The proposal shall contain all pertinent information in sufficient detail to permit evaluation.  The proposal should be detailed and complete as to clearly demonstrate that the Offeror has thorough comprehension of all technical and other requirements.  If an Offeror fails to comply with content its proposal may be downgraded for failure to follow instructions.

2.2.1.1    Introduction 

This part shall describe how the Offeror will provide the technical and acquisition expertise and support requirements needed to fulfill the statement of work.  The introduction shall identify the overall project manager, his authority to commit corporate resources and direct the technical staff being proposed as a result of the ensuing contract. This information shall not contain any price information.  

2.2.1.2 Qualifications for Systems Engineering, Integration, Test and Evaluation, Logistical and Installation Support Efforts
(Sub-Factor 1(a))
The Offeror shall provide detailed descriptive summary of its qualifications to provide APAS installation and surveillance, integration support and test and evaluation.  Responsibilities for this effort are to include, but not limited to, the following efforts:

a. Discuss your knowledge and understanding of Persistent Awareness surveillance, installation and integration of equipment to monitor protected areas and how it relates to this requirement as described in the SOW. 

b. Discuss your systems engineering and integration processes and how they relate to APAS

c. Discuss your capabilities in hardware and software engineering as they relate to APAS.

d. Discuss T&E processes and your understanding of how they relate to APAS. 

e. Discuss your processes and tools for logistically supporting systems.

f. Discuss your understanding of technology insertion requirements for systems and how they relate to APAS.

g. Discuss your capabilities in developing and fabricating prototypes of systems, subsystems and components of systems similar to APAS. 

h. Discuss your capabilities and processes to manage system installations at remote locations.

i. Discuss your understanding of the life cycle management of distributed networks. 

j. Discuss your understanding of the functions to be performed by APAS:  sensor interfacing, sensor, processing, networking via secure wireless and wired connectivity, persistent perimeter monitoring and intrusion detection, command and control display.

2.2.1.3 Performance of Sample Tasks (Sub-Factor 1(b))

The Offeror shall provide its proposed approach for accomplishing the sample tasks as described herein.  The Offeror shall reflect its understanding of the allocation of efforts within the Adaptive Persistent Awareness System and Programs Support (APAS) in its technical response to the sample tasks outlined herein.  The Government selected these sample tasks as a representative of the type and complexity of work likely to be required of the Offeror during contract performance.  These sample tasks are for evaluation purposes only; however, the Government reserves the right to issue one or more of these sample tasks, or any part thereof, under the resultant contract, as a task order.  It should also be noted that actual task order, issued under the resultant contract, may vary from the sample tasks in terms of technical details, complexity, duration, delivery requirements, etc.  

Unless otherwise noted below, the Offeror’s proposal for each sample task must fully address the Offeror’s qualifications, capabilities, facilities, personnel and knowledge of APAS that best optimizes available resources to accomplish the required efforts.  Offerors should organize their responses, giving the response a functional/organizational context within their proposed Contract Work Breakdown Structure (CWBS), (e.g. Program Management, Systems Engineering, Integration, Test and Evaluation, etc.).  While preparing individual responses to the sample task, the Offeror shall describe activities in functional process oriented context, with an understanding that each task is an individual task, without any pre-requisite efforts, and no dependencies with respect to other tasks ongoing and therefore should be described as a standalone effort.  Offerors should not interpret this paragraph as to simply supply process level information that should be repeated for each sample task.  

The Offeror shall describe the approach to be used in accordance with the SOW to describe the process through which each sample task will be performed.  The Offeror shall include specific details on the generation and maintenance of a Contract Work Breakdown Structure (CWBS), and how it relates to each sample task.  The CWBS shall be to the lowest level necessary to reach manageable units of discrete work units that reflect the way the work is being performed while ensuring the correlation of these lower levels to the contract line items and statement of work requirements.  The Offeror shall describe the approach to be used for integrating internal processes and tools to effectively manage cost, technical performance, risk and schedule.  The Offeror shall describe Navy Interaction during the period of performance under the specific sample task being discussed. The Offeror shall list all Government Furnished Information requirements the Offeror deems necessary to accomplish the requirements of the each sample task.  

The Offeror shall describe the processes to be used to support the Adaptive Persistent Awareness System and Program as it applies to the following sample tasks considering the SOW.  The description shall identify how the proposed approach will specifically be applied to the development effort to eliminate or control safety hazards by implementing safety requirements early in the design phase to minimize design and cost impacts and continue throughout system development.  The description of the approach shall provide the Offeror’s best practices to be used in identifying and documenting potential safety issues, dual human errors, or a combination of a component failure and a human error that involved safety critical command and control functions that could result in the occurrence of undesirable hazards, and ensure that all hazards are controlled to the maximum extent practicable.  

The Offeror shall identify desired key personnel necessary for execution of its performance approach and the unique knowledge requirements or skills which factored into the assignment of these personnel to the sample task.  

The Offeror shall provide the estimated labor hours needed to complete the requirements proposed for each sample task.  (The estimate shall be broken down by discrete work elements in this section and shall not include any price or cost information.) Area is approximately 1 mile by 3 miles. 

One side is bordered by a body of water.

One side is bordered by a public road, with commercial development on other side of road

The remaining sides are bordered by privately owned land and are primarily wooded.

The area is fenced on all sides except the water side.

No infrastructure is available from the waters edge to ½ mile inland.  

Elevation of the area ranges from sea level to 2000 feet.

Weather:

Highs of 110 degrees F in summer months.

Lows of 0 degrees F in winter months.

Heavy rain in the spring.

Fog in the fall.

Access to the area is limited and must be approved by local authorities.

The Offeror shall describe how it will accomplish this sample task as per the Statement of Work, Paragraph 3.4   The Offeror shall specifically address its technical approach, technical management, schedule, required resources and the specific efforts required for performance of the following sub-tasks simultaneously:

b. Describe maintenance concept development 

c. Describe the development of plans for packaging, handling, shipping, and transportation (PHS&T) of systems and equipment

b. Describe the evaluation process for replacement items, including the testing approach

c. Describe process for identifying new technologies that could be integrated into the system

The Offer shall address any unique disclosures and assumptions (without cost detail) that are applicable to this requirement. The Offeror shall identify its specific plans for the contract and tasking start-up activities and any dependencies on the government. The Offeror shall identify its proposed Integrated Product Team (IPT)/Integrated Program Product Development (IPPD) Team structures and how they inter-relate with the government’s organization. The Offeror shall provide complete disclosure of any dependency outside the scope of this procurement or any underlying assumptions critical to the performance of Cost and Schedule variables within the scope of this contract.  

2.2.2.1.2 Personnel (Sub-factor 2 (b))

The Offeror shall explain in detail the labor categories proposed to support the SOW requirements.  The Offeror shall specify offeror’s qualifications for each proposed “Key Personnel” labor category. (It should be noted that while the Government has not identified specific labor categories or minimum qualifications for all labor categories the final proposal that is accepted would become an integral part of the contract.  As such, the proposal labor categories and qualifications, identified by the offeror, for those categories will become subject to the “Key Personnel” requirements clause of the contract, listed in Section J of the solicitation and resultant award. Note:  The chart listed in 2.2.2.1.2.2 does state the minimum requirements for the stated functional areas and includes specific Offeror instructions.) 2.2.2.1.2.1 The offeror’s labor mix should be multi-disciplinary (i.e., covering the range of analytical, technical, and support disciplines the offeror envisions will be required to successfully perform) and sufficiently broad to encompass the work areas described in the SOW.  The labor mix proposed shall cover the required number of hours specified in paragraph 2.2.2.1.2 “Personnel” and allocated as illustrated in “SOW paragraph - % Labor hours”, above. 2.2.2.1.3 Small Business Participation (Sub-factor 2 (c))

It is the intent of the Government to encourage large business concerns, submitting offers as prime contractors, to utilize small business, veteran-owned small business, service-disabled veteran-owned small business, HUB Zone small business, small disadvantaged business, women-owned small business concerns and historically black colleges and universities and minority institutions to the maximum extent possible in contract performance consistent with its efficient performance.

2.2.2.1.4    Subcontractor Management (Sub-factor 2 (d))

The Offeror shall discuss how it will manage its subcontractors to ensure their products are delivered on time and within budget, and are of sufficient quality to enable the Offeror to meet all contractual requirements.  The Offeror shall discuss its approach toward subcontracting and its relationship toward achieving the overall objectives of the resultant contract. In addition to the above information, Offerors are authorized to provide information on problems encountered on the identified contracts and the offeror’s corrective action.  The Government will consider this information as well as information obtained from any other source as described below when evaluating the Offeror’s past performance.  

Offerors are advised that: (1) the Government may contact any or all references in the proposal and third parties (such as other customers, the DoD Past Performance Information Retrieval System (PPIRS), other Government contractors, the Environmental Protection Agency, the Department of Labor, consumer protection organizations, etc.) for performance information; (2) the Government reserves the right to use any such information received as part of its evaluation of the offeror’s past performance; (3) the Government reserves the right to directly solicit input on the offeror’s past performance from other sources and the Government may use any other data available to its evaluators, including the personal knowledge of those individuals; and (4) if the offeror omits projects of which the Government evaluation team is aware or becomes aware, customer assessments may be sought from the relevant organization. In the event an offeror has no record of relevant past performance, or information on past performance is not available, the offeror will not be evaluated either favorably or unfavorably on past performance. 

A neutral rating will be assigned to this evaluation factor.

Each cost element, with corresponding cost and hour information, shall be addressed in each individual cost summary.  All cost summaries shall be traceable directly back to the technical proposal.

A Cost Plus-Fixed Fee (CPFF) – CLIN 0001, Cost Reimbursement (No Fee) – CLIN 0002 and Cost Reimbursement (No Fee) – CLIN 0003 contract will result from this solicitation.  (Note: CLIN 0004 is not separately priced.) Offerors shall propose in accordance with the contract pricing type identified in Section B of the solicitation.  The cost/price volume shall demonstrate a complete understanding of the effort necessary to perform the solicitation’s requirement.  Sufficient supporting data shall be provided to permit the Government to perform a review and analysis of the pricing.  The cost/price volume of the proposal will present the Offeror’s understanding of the solicitation’s requirements and the Offeror’s ability to organize and perform efficiently.  The requirements for format and content provided herein apply equally to both the prime contractor as well as any subcontractors/team members/consultants.  Cost/Price proposals shall be effective for a period of three hundred and five (304) days from the closing date for receipt of offers.   (The award date is estimated to be on or about 30 Sep 2012.)

An Offeror’s proposal is presumed to represent the Offeror’s best efforts to respond to the solicitation.  Any inconsistency, whether real or apparent, between promised performance and proposed prices should be explained in the proposal. For the contracting officer to comply with EEO pre-award clearance procedures (FAR 22.805), the  

Offeror shall include in its proposal a list containing the following information:

2.3.1.3.2   Name, address, telephone number, estimated dollar value and the applicable regional office of  the Office of Federal Contract Compliance Programs of the prospective contractor and of any corporate affiliate at which work is to be performed.  Additionally, the most recent EEO date of compliance, if approved, should be included.

2.3.1.3.3   Name, address, telephone number, estimated dollar value and the applicable regional

office of the Office of Federal Contract Compliance Programs of each proposed first-tier subcontractor with a proposed subcontract estimated at $10M or more.  Additionally, the most recent EEO date compliance, if approved, should be included.

2.3.2 Supporting Cost Data 

The offeror shall provide the following minimum cost information for cost realism to be assessed.  The offeror shall provide a narrative description for each cost element to demonstrate price reasonableness, credibility and reliability.  The offeror shall provide the assumptions and methodology used to estimate each cost element.  The format and content requirements provided herein apply equally to both the prime contractor as well as any subcontractors/team members/consultants.  

The offeror shall clearly describe how the cost-reimbursable CLIN 0001 prices in Section B were developed based on the offeror’s discussion of the following cost elements:

2.3.2.1   Direct Costs 

2.3.2.1.1   Labor Hours

2.3.2.1.1.1    Identify the proposed direct labor hours, by category and fiscal year by the SOW requirements.  In all cases where estimates are based on learning/improvement curve applications, the offeror should identify the specific area subject to learning, the curve hypothesis (unit or cumulative), and the slope of the curve as a percent.  Also, the offeror shall explain what data were used to develop the slope, how these data relate to the current effort and how entry into the learning curve was attained (e.g., how the first unit was derived).

2.3.2.1.2 Historical Cost Estimating








In all cases where labor hour category and cost are based upon past experience, the offeror shall identify the past experience, explain how the past experience relates to the current effort and explain how labor hour category and cost derived from past experience were adapted to the current effort.  If the past experience concerns a specific hardware item built or acquired, the offeror shall identify the item buying activity contract number, applicable dates and item cost.  

2.3.2.1.3   Subcontracts

2.3.2.2 Indirect Costs 

Proposed overhead and G&A rates and amounts should be clearly stated in the proposal, along 

with cost of money factors and amounts for each calendar or fiscal year as appropriate.  Indicate if these 

rates are subject to a Forwarding Pricing Rate Agreement (FPRA) with the Government (enclose a copy 
of any FPRA).

2.3.5 Company Policy on Uncompensated Effort

For the prime and each major subcontractor, briefly summarize company policies on uncompensated time and state what, if any, impact the policies may have on the efforts described in the Statement of Work.  In accordance with FAR 52.237-10 “Identification of Uncompensated Overtime”, if uncompensated time is included in the Offer or any of the supporting cost data, the uncompensated time should be clearly identified with an explanation as to why it is needed.  

2.3.6 Company Compensation Plan

The Offeror (including any major subcontractor) shall provide a copy of its company’s compensation plan as required by FAR 52.222-46 “Evaluation of Compensation for Professional Employees”.  The plan shall address full-time, part-time and contract employees.

1.2 Factor 2 – Volume II – Management Approach

The Government will evaluate the Offeror’s proposed organizational structure and proposed qualifications for systems engineering, integration, testing and evaluation, logistics and installation support as it relates the Offeror’s proposed execution of the Statement of Work.  Offeror start-up plans, dependencies impacting start-up, IPT/IPPD structures and their proposed relationship to the government will be evaluated.  Additionally, any underlying assumptions or dependencies outside the scope of this procurement that are critical to the performance of Cost and Schedule variables within the scope of this contract will be evaluated.  Management Approach will be evaluated for thoroughness to demonstrate the offeror has the relevant policies, processes, range and depth of personnel, capacity, resources to manage, track and execute the services and supplies anticipated under the resultant contract.

The Government will assess the availability of the personnel and evaluate the relevance of their experience with the Persistent Awareness System to the complexity of the Statement of Work.  The Government will evaluate the proposed organization, management and control to assess the offeror’s ability in the following areas: 
Sub-Factor 2(a) - Sub-Factor 2(c) (Overview/Organization/Organizational Structure, Personnel, and Small Business Participation)
a. Proposed multi-disciplinary mix of labor categories to perform the SOW requirements 

b. Proposed distribution between labor categories to perform SOW requirements 

c. Ratio of proposed hours for each labor category that are “in-house” personnel (i.e., employed by the offeror) compared with how many hours are proposed as “contingent hires” or subcontractor personnel.

d. Proposed labor category qualifications 

e. Proposed Key Personnel

f. Proposed surge requirement approach (more than one deployment site being processed at the same time).

g. Proposed corporate support provided for the workforce that will be directly employed in performing orders under the resulting contract.  

h. Proposed staffing plan 

i. Proposed order management plan that demonstrates the offeror’s approach to contract startup and management of orders over the term of the contract.    

j. Correlation of the offeror’s proposed sub-contractors to the Small Business/Small Disadvantaged Business Subcontracting Plan submitted for Volume III.  

Sub-Factor 2(d) (Subcontractor Management)
The Government will evaluate if the Offeror’s Subcontractor management abilities will result in on-time and compliant services and supplies based on the following:

c.  Rationale for selection and utilization of the proposed subcontractors.

d. Proposed subcontractor contractual arrangements, contingency plans, and management interactions.  

Sub-factor 2(e) (Facilities)
The Government will evaluate the Offeror’s information regarding the proposed facilities to be utilized in the performance of this requirement, the capability to execute multiple orders with varying material requirements and the projected schedule to which each proposed facility will be utilized.  

1.3 Factor 3 – Volume II – Past Performance

In evaluating Offeror’s past performance, the currency and relevance of the information, source of the information, context of the data and general trends in contractor performance shall be considered based on the Offeror’s information submitted in compliance with section L.  Additionally, the quality and usefulness of the past performance shall be assessed to establish a performance confidence rating.  The evaluation shall also include offeror’s past performance compliance with subcontracting plan goals for small disadvantaged business (SDB) concerns, if a plan and goals were required.  

In the event an offeror has no record of relevant past performance, or information on past performance is not available, the offeror will not be evaluated either favorably or unfavorably on past performance. A neutral rating will be assigned to this evaluation factor.

2.0 Factor 4 – Evaluation of Volume III – Cost Proposal 


In evaluating cost type offers, realism of the offeror’s estimated cost will be considered.  “Realism of Estimated Cost” is determined by reference to the costs which the offeror can reasonably be expected to incur in performance of the contract in accordance with the offer.  The purpose of the evaluation is to:  (1) verify the offeror’s understanding of the requirements; (2) assess the degree to which the cost proposal reflects the approach and or risk that the offeror will provide the supplies or services at the proposed costs; and (3) assess the degree to which the cost included in the cost proposal accurately represents the effort described in the technical proposal.  The Government will only perform cost realism on those offeror proposals which, based on the results from the initial technical evaluation, represent the most likely candidates for award.  The Government will not perform cost realism on offeror proposal(s) which receive an “Unacceptable” rating.
CLIN 0001 may be adjusted upward with the fee remaining unchanged.  CLIN 0002 will not result in any adjustment to the not-to-exceed (NTE) cost offerors have been directed to use if offerors have proposed in accordance with the NTE cost.   CLIN 0003 will not result in any adjustment to the estimated cost offerors have been directed to use if offerors have proposed in accordance with the NTE cost.   The proposed burden rate and application of same will be evaluated for CLIN(s) 0002 and 0003.  The cost proposals will be evaluated to determine a cost adjusted for cost realism. THE OBJECTIVE OF THE COST REALISM WILL BE TO DETERMINE THE REALISM OF THE OFFERED ESTIMATED COSTS TO ENSURE THE PROGRAM CAN BE ACCOMPLISHED WITHIN ESTIMATED COST and COST CEILING. Offerors’ cost proposals will be adjusted based on the findings of the cost realism analysis for the purposes of performing the best value analysis.  The Government will also evaluate the offeror’s small business sub-contracting plan, if required, per FAR 19.702 (a), review it in accordance with FAR 19.705-4 (d) to ensure the requirements of FAR 19.705-5 are performed as required.  

Although cost is the least important evaluation factor, it will not be ignored. The degree of importance of the cost will increase with the degree of equality of the proposals in relation to the other factors on which selection is to be based.  

3.0 Explanation of Ratings 

Ratings shall be accomplished by adjective category definitions as follows.  Note:  A different set of adjective ratings will apply to Past Performance.

Evaluation Factor 1 (Performance Approach) and Factor 2 (Management Approach)

Outstanding:  An outstanding proposal is characterized as follows:

Proposal meets requirements and indicates an exceptional approach and understanding of the requirements. Strengths far outweigh any weaknesses. Risk of unsuccessful performance is very low.

Good:  A good proposal is characterized as follows:

Proposal meets requirements and indicates a thorough approach and understanding of the requirements. Proposal

contains strengths which outweigh any weaknesses. Risk of unsuccessful performance is low.

Acceptable: An Acceptable proposal is characterized as follows:  

Proposal meets requirements and indicates an adequate approach and understanding of the requirements. Strengths

and weaknesses are offsetting or will have little or no impact on contract performance. Risk of unsuccessful performance is no worse than moderate.

Marginal: A marginal proposal is characterized as follows:  

Proposal does not clearly meet requirements and has not demonstrated an adequate approach and understanding of the requirements. The proposal has one or more weaknesses which are not offset by strengths. Risk of unsuccessful performance is high.

Unacceptable: An unacceptable proposal is characterized as follows:

Proposal does not meet requirements and contains one or more deficiencies. Proposal is unawardable. 

Explanation of strengths, weaknesses, and deficiencies of offeror’s technical proposals is defined as follows:
Strength is an aspect of an offeror's proposal that has merit or exceeds specified performance or capability requirements in a way that will be advantageous to the Government during contract performance.

Weakness means a flaw in the proposal that increases the risk of unsuccessful contract performance. 

Deficiency is a material failure of a proposal to meet a Government requirement or a combination of significant weaknesses in a proposal that increases the risk of unsuccessful contract performance to an unacceptable level. 

Evaluation Factor 3 (Past Performance)
In accordance with 1.3 of this section, the offeror’s proposed past performance will receive an adjective rating in regards to the relevancy to the solicitation requirements and a performance confidence assessment rating based on how well the offeror performed on the past performance efforts proposed.  An Unknown Confidence (Neutral) rating will be applied in accordance per FAR 15.305(2).
Past Performance Relevancy Ratings

Very Relevant - Present/past performance effort involved essentially the same scope and magnitude of effort and complexities this solicitation requires.

Relevant - Present/past performance effort involved similar scope and magnitude of effort and complexities this solicitation requires.

Somewhat Relevant - Present/past performance effort involved some of the scope and magnitude of effort and complexities this solicitation requires.

Not Relevant - Present/past performance effort involved little or none of the scope and magnitude of effort and complexities this solicitation requires.

Past Performance Confidence Assessment Ratings

Substantial Confidence - Based on the offeror’s recent/relevant performance record, the Government has a

high expectation that the offeror will successfully perform the required effort.

Satisfactory Confidence - Based on the offeror’s recent/relevant performance record, the Government has a

reasonable expectation that the offeror will successfully perform the required effort.

Limited Confidence - Based on the offeror’s recent/relevant performance record, the Government has a low

expectation that the offeror will successfully perform the required effort.

No Confidence - Based on the offeror’s recent/relevant performance record, the Government has no

expectation that the offeror will be able to successfully perform the required effort.

Unknown Confidence (Neutral) - No recent/relevant performance record is available or the offeror’s performance record is so sparse that no meaningful confidence assessment rating can be reasonably assigned.
