The Naval Surface Warfare Center, Panama City Division (NSWC PCD) has been tasked to provide upgrades to the U.S. Marine Corps family of MRAP vehicle components and subsystems. This Performance Work Statement specifies the requirement for design, fabrication, test and delivery of integrated electro-hydraulic cylinders (IEC) in support of those upgrades. The IEC is a device that incorporates a hydraulic cylinder, electric motor, hydraulic pump, and associated valves into a single unit for the purpose of providing a linear force output given an electrical input.

REQUIREMENTS


The Contractor shall have in place a Quality Assurance Program that meets the requirements of ISO 9001:2008 and shall implement it during the fabrication of all products under this contract.

The Contractor shall finalize the design of a modified commercial off-the-shelf (COTS) product as proposed to the Government to provide an IEC that meets the requirements of paragraph 6.0 of this PWS.  The Contractor shall obtain Government approval of the design prior to fabrication of prototype IECs.

The finished IECs shall be free from cracks, burrs, sharp edges, and foreign matter, and shall be of uniform appearance.  All welding or mechanical joining shall be free of cracks, breaks, and burrs. 

Corners shall be square and true, and flanges shall be parallel and smooth.

Test (CDRL A002, A003)



The Contractor shall prepare an analysis/inspection/test plan to demonstrate that the prototypes meet the requirements of  paragraph 6.0 of this PWS and shall obtain Government approval of the plan. The Contractor shall notify the Government ten (10) days prior to start of testing to permit the Government to witness the testing; however, failure of the Government to attend testing shall not constitute an excusable delay on the part of the Contractor. The Contractor shall test the prototype IECs in accordance with the Government approved test plan. The Contractor shall correct any defects or non-conformances identified during testing/analysis and, if necessary, re-test to determine conformance to the requirements of paragraph 6.0 of this PWS. The Contractor shall report test results to the Government.

Delivery - Inspection and Acceptance of Prototypes



The Contractor shall deliver the prototypes to the Government within 90 days after award of the contract. The Government will conduct visual and dimensional inspection as well as bench tests of the prototypes prior to acceptance. Acceptance is planned to occur within ten (10) days after receipt of the prototypes if the product passes Government inspection.

Upon completion of the Government evaluation the Government may, solely at its discretion, exercise the option and order additional IECs up to a quantity no less than ninety- one (91) IECs up to a maximum of one-hundred (100) IECs. Delivery of the IECs shall be within 90 days after placement of an order.  The Contractor shall certify that all delivered IECs meet the requirements of paragraph 6.0 of this PWS and the workmanship requirements of PWS paragraph 3.2.1.  
3.3.1 Production Quantity - Commercial Warranty 



The contractor shall provide a hardware warranty for a period of one year after delivery to NSWC PCD.  The standard warranty terms are given below:

The contractor warrants that all goods delivered under this contract will be free from defects and latent defects in material or workmanship, under normal use and service, for a period of one (1) year from the date of original shipment for hardware.  The contractor shall repair or replace, at no cost to the Buyer, defective goods returned to the contractor from the Buyer in accordance with this provision.  This warranty shall not apply to any goods that have been repaired, modified or altered, or which have been subjected to misuse, mishandling, negligence, accident or improper maintenance.
