Synopsis: 

Naval Air Warfare Training System Division (NAWCTSD) intends to issue a Sole Source order under Basic Ordering Agreement N00019-11-G-0001 to the Boeing Company (Boeing), located at  7755 East Marginal Way South, Seattle, WA, 98108-4002 for the acquisition of 15 (fifteen) P-8A Poseidon Interim Maintenance Course instructions.  The Interim Maintenance Courses will consist of classroom instruction to the Navy ratings AO, AT, AE, AME, AM, and AD.  Boeing will instruct 8 (eight) fleet squadron transition classes and 7 (seven) accession classes for each of the ratings.  Each class will consist of a maximum of 18 (eighteen) students, last no longer than 90 days each, and be delivered at NAS Jacksonville, FL.  Delivery of the Interim Maintenance Courses will satisfy the fleet requirement to train each of the ratings in the maintenance of the P-8A aircraft until CNATTU assumes responsibility of the aforementioned courses.  The first course of instruction will begin in July 2012 and the final course will end in April 2016.

The applicable NAICS code is 541330 and the applicable PSC code is U008
The purpose of this action is to provide the P-8A Fleet Operational squadron maintainers a means to obtain the requisite knowledge and skills to maintain the aircraft.  Interim training is a result of a 2008 Navy decision to shift from contractor maintenance (CLS) concept to organic Navy maintenance.  As a result, the Center for Naval Aviation Technical Training unit Jacksonville (CNATTU JAX) is unable to begin conducting maintenance training until mid-year 2016.  The Interim Training classroom instruction will consist of comprehensive description of all P-8A systems, theory of operation, interfaces, controls and displays, component locations, P-8A unique support equipment & special tools, and fault troubleshooting via Health Management System using the Fault Isolation Manual and Aircraft Maintenance Manuals.  The Interim Training Laboratory will consist of Boeing-737 desktop maintenance trainers used to demonstrate operation of systems similar to P-8A.  P-8A mission systems labs shall be used to train ratings interfacing with P-8A unique systems.
Boeing is the manufacturer of the P-8A Poseidon aircraft and is the sole proprietor and developer of the various maintenance manuals used to design and deliver the maintenance courseware.  Boeing is the only company with the knowledge and expertise to train the Navy ratings in the maintenance of the aircraft until such time that CNATTU assumes responsibility for the delivery of the training.  Additionally, Boeing has also instructed two interim maintenance training courses to the Government at their Seattle facility during the months of May and July 2011.
