The Naval Air Warfare Center Training Systems Division (NAWCTSD) Orlando intends to award a sole source contract to DiSTI Corporation of Orlando, FL for the acquisition of software baseline modifications which will provide updates to Landing Craft Air Cushion Full Mission Trainer (LCAC FMT) and its associated training platforms, to include; software, hardware, and curriculum updates.  
NAWCTSD intends to award this under the authority of Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) 6.302-1, "Only One Responsible Source and No Other Supplies or Services Will Satisfy Agency Requirements".  
The Landing Craft Air Cushion Full Mission Trainer (LCAC FMT) requires modifications to the software baseline to correct system deficiencies which currently result in negative training. As a consequence to the baseline software modification, the LCAC Classroom software will need to be updated.  Additionally, the Maintenance portion of the LCAC curriculum will be ported into the LCAC Classroom Operator software.  A technical refresh will be provided as part of the LCAC Classroom Operator software update to ensure that the modified LCAC Classroom Operator Software is compatible with both the classroom hardware, software baseline and the Windows 7 Operating System.  Lastly, the Virtual Environment LCAC (VELCAC) visual software baseline will be modified such that the LCAC FMT visual software and the VELCAC visual software are the same baseline, such that the VELCAC reflects the updated LCAC FMT functionality.

DiSTI is the original developers of the FMT, VELCAC, and the Classroom software.  As such, DiSTI retains the proprietary rights to the GL Studios software which is utilized in the FMT, the LCAC Classroom, and the VELCAC trainer.  The GL studios software will need to be customized to ensure compatibility with Microsoft Windows 7 operating system for the LCAC FMT, LCAC Classroom, and the VELCAC.  Although, any corporation may buy a developer’s license for the GL Studios Software, only DiSTI retains the right to customize their proprietary software.  Additionally, as a consequence of the FMT baseline modification, the LCAC curriculum IMI model, will need to be modified. The IMI model is a 3D model representation of the LCAC craft controls, and all rights to this model are owned by DiSTI.  
This synopsis is not a request for competitive proposals. It is a notice that outlines the Government’s intent to contract on a sole source basis with DiSTI Corp.  However, sources may identify their interest and capability to respond to the requirements. Any response to this notice must show clear and convincing evidence that competition would be advantageous to the Government.  In doing so, interested sources must submit detailed technical capabilities and any other information that demonstrates their ability to meet the needs of the Government.  Detailed capabilities must be submitted by email to Mr. Byron Perez (Byron.E.Perez@navy.mil) in an electronic format that is compatible with Word 2007, no later than 3:00 pm EST, 24 May 2012. All information shall be furnished at no cost or obligation to the Government. Responses shall be limited to no more than THREE (3) pages. A determination by the Government not to compete this proposed contract action based upon responses to this notice is solely within the discretion of the Government. Information received will be considered solely for the purpose of determining whether to conduct a competitive procurement. This synopsis is not to be considered a request for quotations or proposals but is displaying the Government’s intent to pursue a sole source strategy for this acquisition. If no affirmative written response is received, the effort will be awarded without further notice prior to award.
