The Naval Air Warfare Center Training Systems Division (NAWCTSD) in Orlando, FL has a requirement to support multiple training communities, including Naval Sea Systems Command (NAVSEA), Submarine Sensor Systems Program Office (PMS 435), Office of Naval Research (ONR), Naval Air Systems Command (NAVAIR), and Naval Special Warfare Command (NAVSPECWARCOM) with training and research products related to Submarine Skills-Training Network (SubSkillsNet), Virtual Interactive Shipboard Instructional Tour (VISIT), and Unmanned Aerial Systems (UAS) and their derived research and training products and capabilities.  This requirement includes providing: research, design, development, integration, test, and evaluation of modeling and simulation software and related media and documentation. This effort will also include modification, update, and lifecycle support of products and capabilities.

The Contractor shall provide development of software, media, and documentation to support product deliveries (e.g., submarine and surface navigation training, virtual tours, UAS common control and imaging, Special Forces training products, Navy accession trainers).  

End item deliverables include:
· Simulation and modeling software products (e.g., workstations, instructor capabilities, software and hardware interfaces to external systems, experimental human system interfaces)
· Simulation and training-related media (e.g., 3-dimensional models, graphics, photography, video)

· Requirements and design documents (e.g., for software interface requirements, system functional requirements)
· Research products (e.g., test beds, experimental design reports, data, data analysis and conclusion reports, training transition products)




· Test and evaluation products and reports




· Technical and trainer documentation (e.g., delivery documents, tutorials)




· Life cycle support products (e.g., maintenance of media, code, libraries, data, databases, gaming areas, development of delivery product media)


The contractor shall research, design, develop, test, evaluate, integrate software and hardware, support and document software, hardware and media to provide innovative, effective and cost-efficient training solutions.  In addition, the contractor shall provide lifecycle support, including upgrades and patches to the existing capabilities and shall provide support for information assurance.  

The Government shall retain unlimited rights to all source code, data, databases, models, media, gaming areas, and documentation pertaining to the design, specifications, integrations, hardware, software, processes and procedures developed under this contract. The Contractor shall minimize use of products requiring third party licensure to minimize total cost of ownership of the Government products delivered under the contract. In situations where license cost is minimal or does not involve a requirement for multiple licenses per training product delivery to the fleet and does not require an annual subscription this limitation may be waived.
NAWCTSD seeks to solicit this requirement utilizing a Full and Open Competition after exclusion of sources (i.e. 100% small business set-aside).  The anticipated contract award will be a non-commercial, Indefinite Delivery, Indefinite Quantity (IDIQ) contract with Firm Fixed Price (FFP) pricing.  The contract will have a 5 year ordering period.  The contract will be awarded using trade-off best value source selection procedures.
