The Naval Air Warfare Center Training Systems Division (NAWCTSD) in Orlando, FL has a requirement to support the Enhanced International Peacekeeping Capability (EIPC) and Global Peacekeeping Operation Initiative (GPOI) Programs with procuring training equipment and minimal training services in support of GPOI partner nation’s peacekeeping missions. This requirement includes Information Technology (IT) and other items necessary to train EIPC/GPOI forces. All procured items must be commercial or commercially available off-the-shelf as defined in FAR Part 2.101. Possible IT items may include but are not limited to: servers, laptop/desktop computers, routers, computer operating systems, word processing programs, anti-virus software. Other necessary training items may include but are not limited to: riot gear (helmet, shield, baton, etc), uninterruptible power supply, printers (including toner cartridges), vehicle search mirrors, binoculars, projectors, tables, chairs, field radios. As part of delivering the required items to an individual country, equipment installation may be necessary.
NAWCTSD seeks to solicit this requirement as a 100% small business set-aside. A commercial, firm-fixed-price (FFP), Single-award, Indefinite Delivery Indefinite Quantity (IDIQ) contract is anticipated with a 60 month ordering period and a ceiling price of $6.25 million.  The contract will be awarded using Lowest Priced Technically Acceptable source selection procedures. 
The Contract Line Item Numbers (CLINs) under the resultant IDIQ contract are anticipated to be associated to the regions of the world in which the GPOI partner countries are located as follows: CLIN 0001 - North Africa & Mideast; CLIN 0002 - Sub-Sahara Africa; CLIN 0003 – Asia; CLIN 0004 - Eastern Europe; CLIN 0005 - Central and South America; and CLIN 0006 - North Africa & Mideast, Pacific
For purposes of reporting business size, the applicable North American Industry Classification Systems (NAICS) Code is 541519 (Other Computer Related Services - Information Technology Value Added Resellers) with a size standard of 150 employees. Also, the Federal Supply Class (FSC) code is 6910 (Training Aids).
NAWCTSD anticipates release of solicitation number N61340-13-R-0062 for the above requirement on or after 26 April 2013. Proposals are anticipated to be due by 2:00 PM Eastern Daylight Time on 27 May 2013, or at least 30 days following solicitation release.
