Naval Air Warfare Systems, Orlando Training Systems Division, in support of Naval Special Warfare (NSW) and Naval Sea Systems Command (NAVSEA) intends to issue a “C” Contract to AMTIS, Inc. on a sole source basis to revise/develop the Navy Master Dive Planner, Static Line Jump Master (SLJM) and Naval Special Warfare Communications (NSW COMMS) courses.  The total contract period will be approximately 12 months and the total anticipated value is $325,000.  

AMTIS, Inc. has completed course design/redesign efforts for the Navy Master Dive Planner course, the Static Line Jump Master course and the Naval Special Warfare Communications courses on a previous contract.  Work conducted on the Navy Master Dive Planner course includes a task analysis, training task analysis, learning objective creation and media analysis.  In order to create these deliverables, considerable time was required to review research in the content area, become familiar with the specialized procedures employed by the SEAL operators and review GFI.  AMTIS revised the Static Line Jump Master course materials to include the lesson plan, trainee guide and PowerPoint slide modification due to equipment changes.  Again, considerable time was expended by AMTIS to acquaint themselves with the existing course materials and learn about the new equipment.  The final course, NSW COMMS, was modified by AMTIS earlier this year due to equipment changes and changes to the current course of instruction.  The NSW COMMS course utilizes two types of media in it; an online, self-paced ICW portion that teaches foundation knowledge and an instructor led (ILT) portion that teaches skills and allows for hands on practice.  AMTIS made modifications to the online portion of this course.  The current contractual effort involves modification of the ILT portions of the course.

The current efforts are for curriculum development of the Navy Master Dive Planner course and to update the curriculum for the SLJM and NSW COMMS courses.  Sole source contracting with the previous contractor is in the best interest of the government in order to avoid duplications of effort and cost.  Another contractor who is unfamiliar with this content will have to devote a considerable amount of time studying in order to become familiar with the specialized equipment, tactics, techniques, procedures and supporting research.  The Government has calculated that it would take approximately 480 hours to become acclimated with the content and approximately 160 additional hours to review analysis and design documents that form the foundation of the courses. This results in a total time expenditure of over 640 hours to review existing course materials and supporting research.  Due to the high-risk nature of this training and the immediate requirement, any delay can result in loss of life and mission failure.  

Although more than one source may be able to fulfill some aspects of the requirements, utilizing this new contractor would require duplication of costs and delays in acquiring the required training solution.  This duplication of cost to the Government is not expected to be recovered through a completion for these requirements.

The contract requires the following actions:

· Produce Lesson Specification Reports (LSRs) for the Navy Master Dive Planner course based on Subject Matter Expert (SME) input and GFI.  The contractor shall use the LSRs to produce Lesson Plans, Trainee Guides, IMDP, Instructor Slides (PPT) and a test bank.

· Validate the Static Line Jump Master Course Training Task List, revision of the learning objectives, and conduct of a media analysis.

· Revise the Naval Special Warfare Center Communications Course content based on Subject Matter Expert (SME) input and GFI. This task includes updating the lesson plans, trainee guide (including lab exercises), related test questions, and adding / revising media (PPT slides).

The proposed contract action is for requirements for which the Government intends to solicit and negotiate with only one source under the authority of FAR 6.302-1.  Interested persons may identify their interest and capability to respond to the requirement. This notice of intent is not a request for competitive proposals.  A determination by the Government not to compete with this proposed contract based upon responses to this notice is solely within the discretion of the Government.  Information received will normally be considered solely for the purpose of determining whether to conduct a competitive procurement.
