What operational training need requires each of these specific data rates?
Answer:  Data rates provided in the specification are required to support Fleet training requirements.  The Navy Aviation Simulation Master Plan (NASMP) and Policy IV for Navy Continuous Training Environment (NCTE) sets the requirement to Link NCTE to all training ranges and upgrade range infrastructure to support new ground station equipment allowing for LVC and debrief capability.  Integration of TCTS Inc II with the NCTE will require message rate higher than 10 Hz.  In Addition, the 100 Hz rate will allow block downloads of recorded data when operating in a shipboard carrier environment where access to an AS DRD can only occur when spotting the aircraft in an area that allows spreading of wings or the use of a stand when the wings are folded.  Without the higher data rate for downloading data, access to the AS DRD during flight operations would require changes in carrier CONOPS

Will alternate designs which fulfill the training requirements be acceptable?
Answer:  Government has not specified a design, only a message rate.

Answer:  The Government is not specifying that dual or multiple are a requirement. However, there is potential for multiple antennas based on the contractor’s System design to satisfy datalink performance requirements.

Please provide clarification for each PS type per aircraft.
Answer:  As an example, the current TCTS Inc I AS uses one of three antennas.  The Internal Mount developed during Inc I used one antenna.  The USAF AS used at European ranges replaces the three AS L-Band antennas with three S-Band antennas.

If the use of this mechanism is being permitted by the requirement, will the aircraft using IMs be modified to support (potentially 6 separate antennas; 3 bands, upper/lower or left/right)?
Answer:  No, aircraft will not be modified to add additional antennas.  The TCTS-DLT-131 requirement was updated to read as follows.  “The DLT shall have a function to select an antenna for message reliability.”

[bookmark: _GoBack]Answer:  The CONOPS is to provide a simulated threat environment when not actively connected via the airborne network to a GS.  Specifically the GFE threat simulations will be producing CGTS data that the PS will packed into a Message 17 format as detailed in the Boeing INTERFACE CONTROL SHEETS (ICS) FOR THE AN/ALR-67/MISSION COMPUTER (MC) INTERFACE document MDC 91B0338.  Message 17 will then be handed off to the F/A-18 ALR-67 for processing and display on the pilot's Azimuth Display Indicator.  The ALR-67 will produce Message 18 (see document MDC 91B0338) which contains both CGTS, real threat data, and RWR switchology.  Message 18 will be unpacked and supplied to the GFI simulations for processing and recorded on the DRD for after action debrief.

Do the numbers of threats in 3.1.5.4 refer to the number of different types loaded in the PS or to the number, which must simultaneously be run?
Answer:  The requirement is for 30 simultaneous threat sites.

Requirement has been clarified and now reads:
3.1.5.4	The PS shall simulate no fewer than 15 CGTS messages, every update cycle, from no fewer than 30 ECE sites when connected via a digital interface, with the host aircraft during the autonomous operation (see 6.4.4) mode.  (TCTS-SIM-325)

The EW simulations support 30 simultaneous threats.  If all of those 30 are engaged to the same aircraft then out of those 30 the EW model will determine which are the 15 most lethal and produce CGTS data for those 15 threats.

Do these run at all times during a mission, or only when in (preplanned?) autonomous mode?  
Answer: Simulation execution is based on how the threat is setup at pre-mission for autonomous mode operations.  The threat simulations, when the PS is operating in an autonomous mode, will be running so that the threat will activate when the aircraft reaches a pre-determine range to the threat or a pre-determined position.

If there are other PSs with similar mission loads, is there any coordination between all of the PSs such that they have a common threat state picture?
Answer:  The CGTS running in one PS will be completely independent from the CGTS running in other PSs.  There will be no CGTS related communication or coordination among the PSs.  If PSs have similar mission loads, and the conditions for when each PS executes the CGTS is the same, and given the threat ground picture is identical across all the autonomous PSs, then potentially the same threat will engage multiple aircraft at the same time.

How do these threat simulations interact with other GS-sourced threats when transitioning into and out of autonomous mode?  
Answer:  The CONOPS will not have training scenarios in which autonomous aircraft are transitioning into a range area controlled by a GS while operating in autonomous mode.  

Do these simulations take terrain shadowing into account?  If so, at what database resolution?
Answer:  NGTS will use DTED Level-II data in determining if the line-of-sight to the aircraft is masked by terrain.  However, this requirement is for the PS autonomous mode, where DTED may or may not be loaded based on proposed System design.
