The Naval Air Warfare Center Training Systems Division (NAWCTSD) has two separate requirements to upgrade the French Ministry of Defense (FMoD) Navy E-2C 15F8F Group II Tactics Trainer flight simulator located at the Base d’Aéronautique Navale (BAN) Lann-Bihoué, Lorient, France.

These efforts include requirements analysis, design, modification, testing, and logistics support for one existing French E-2C Hawkeye Tactics Trainer (TT).  The modifications to the TT will address obsolescence and the upgrade of the device to include new systems with the overall goal to improve the device training effectiveness of aircrew in the safe operational procedures of the aircraft in global environments.  

For effort 1, primary to the modification is to provide a supportable and increased capable system, including the redesign of the Radar and IFF Simulation Software (RISS) including any upgrades to the Instructor / Operator Station (IOS).  

The following tasks are anticipated for the E-2C 15F8F Modernization effort:

· Upgrade of the RISS may include:  
· Removal and Replacement of the transputor Digital Radar Landmass Simulator (pDRLMS)




For effort 2, primary to the modification is to provide a supportable and increased capable system, including the integration of the ALQ-217 Electronic Support Measures (ESM) and APX-122A Mode 5/S functionality, while maintaining a baseline standard of training that functions at or above the current level.  The ALQ-217 ESM will replace a simulated ALR-73 Passive Detection System (PDS) and the APX-122A Mode 5/S functionality will replace the RT-1645 (part of the OL483) functionality.  

The following tasks are anticipated for the E-2C 15F8F Modernization effort:

· Upgrade of the IOS may include:
· Remove and replace 4 Instructor Operator Stations (IOS)

· Integration of the simulated ESM system may include: 
· Hardware/software solution to upgrade the current Passive Detection System (PDS) to operate as an ALQ217 ESM system.

· Integration of the  simulated APX-122A Mode 5/S system may include:
· Hardware/software solution to upgrade the current IFF system to include all required APX-122A Mode 5/S tactical data and CIC display video.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Effort 1 and/or effort 2, secondary to the acquisition are to replace obsolete hardware/software packages, and refurbish mechanical systems, extending the useful operating life of the trainer.  The budget and requirements for these devices is not definitive at this time for publication, and the Government does not anticipate soliciting for these requirements prior to Fiscal Year (FY) 2015.
