
The Naval Air Warfare Center Training Systems Division (NAWCTSD) Orlando intends to award a sole source purchase order to Vista Computer Group for eight (8) new IBM HS-22 Blades.  NAWCTSD intends to award this under the authority of Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) 6.302-1, "Only One Responsible Source and No Other Supplies or Services Will Satisfy Agency Requirements".  

These IBM HS-22 Blades will be used by the Center for Surface Combat Systems (CSCS) Dam Neck, Virginia, for on hand replacement of failed equipment during Fleet distributed and team training events on the Aegis Ashore Team Trainer, Device 20F27. The IBM HS-22 Blades have reached End-Of-Life (EOL) status and as such are no longer available from the manufacturer. Market research has found Vista Computer Group to be the only vendor that still has new IBM HS-22 blades in stock and available for purchase. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]This synopsis is not a request for competitive proposals. It is a notice that outlines the Government’s intent to contract on a sole source basis with Vista Computer Group.  However, sources may identify their interest and capability to respond to the requirements. Any response to this notice must show clear and convincing evidence that competition would be advantageous to the Government.  In doing so, interested sources must submit detailed technical capabilities and any other information that demonstrates their ability to meet the needs of the Government.  Detailed capabilities must be submitted by email to Ms. Jessie Rehwoldt (jessie.rehwoldt@navy.mil) in an electronic format that is compatible with Word 2007, no later than 10:00 am EST, 24 January 2014. All information shall be furnished at no cost or obligation to the Government. Responses shall be limited to no more than two (2) pages. A determination by the Government not to compete this proposed contract action based upon responses to this notice is solely within the discretion of the Government. Information received will be considered solely for the purpose of determining whether to conduct a competitive procurement. This synopsis is not to be considered a request for quotations or proposals but is displaying the Government’s intent to pursue a sole source strategy for this acquisition.
