(c)  All prospective offerors are urged to attend the Pre-Proposal Conference/site visits.  However, each company is restricted to (3) three attendees at the Pre-Proposal Conference/site visit.  Exact building/room number location for the Pre-Proposal Conference and Site Visits (if changed from above) will be provided by the POC in paragraphs (a) & (b) above upon receipt of visitor requests (see paragraph (d) below for Visit Requests information).  Subcontractor requests are to be requested through the Prime Contractor and Subcontractor attendees count toward the limit of attendees.

d)  Lot 1 F/A-18 visit instructions:  Secret Security clearances are required for all attendees to the conference and site visits.  In order to attend the Pre-Proposal Conference and the Site Visits, each offeror shall submit a visit request for each visiting company official.  Two weeks in advance of scheduled visits, each offeror shall submit an electronic visit request, for each attendee, through the Joint Personnel Adjudication System (JPAS). Prospective offerors are advised that the conference will be held solely for the purpose of explaining the specifications and terms and conditions of this solicitation.  All prospective offerors are advised that this solicitation will remain unchanged at the conclusion of the conference, unless this solicitation is amended in writing.  If an amendment is issued, normal procedures relating to the acknowledgement and receipt of any such amendment shall be applicable.  In no event will failure to attend the conference constitute grounds for a claim after award of the task order.
