Introduction
The Naval Air Warfare Center Training Systems Division (NAWCTSD) Orlando, FL intends to award the CASE FI procurement on a sole source basis to Advanced Acoustic Concepts, Inc. (AAC) of 425 Oser Avenue, Hauppauge, NY 11788 under the authority of 10 USC 2394(c)(1) as implemented by FAR 6.302-1. AAC is the Original Equipment Manufacturer (OEM) of the CASE unit and associated software and currently is the only company that has and is providing CASE to the Government.  Due to the fact CASE was developed under a Small Business Innovation Research (SBIR) effort, AAC asserts SBIR data rights in accordance with DFARS 252.227-7018.  The clause states the Government will receive SBIR data rights (5) years after the final delivery of the contract.  Contract N61340-13-C-5102 was issued to AAC on 8 November 2012 for six (6) CASE units.  The last unit was delivered on 31 January 2014, thereby extending the SBIR data rights release period to 31 January 2019.  As such, AAC is the sole designer, developer and manufacturer of CASE, and therefore is the only company with the requisite knowledge, expertise, technical data that can meet the Government’s requirement in a timely manner.
Description of Requirement
[bookmark: _GoBack]NAWCTSD has a requirement to procure CASE software improvements and documentation for installation into Air Anti-Submarine Warfare (ASW) training systems.  This acquisition will provide Tactical Operational Flight Trainers (TOFTs) and Weapons Tactics Trainers (WTTs) with high fidelity improvements to the ASW tactical environment, enabling a marked improvement in trainer fidelity and training effectiveness. This approach narrows the gap between the physics based ocean environmental simulation and those seen during real world at-sea operations.
