[bookmark: _GoBack]Program Description: 	The Naval Air Warfare Center Training Systems Division (NAWCTSD) has a requirement for the upgrade of Shore Based Air Traffic System (SATS) located at Naval Air Technical Training Center in Pensacola, FL. SATS is used in both the Air Traffic Controller  “A” School Course (C-222-2010)  and Advanced Radar Air Traffic Control  “C” School course (C-222-2022) to teach the fundamentals of basic radar control procedures and the application of advanced radar air traffic control operations.  
This modification to the existing trainer includes the purchase of hardware (computers, monitors, and network hardware to simulate Visual Information Display System (VIDS), Standard Terminal Automation Replacement System (STARS), and Enhanced Terminal Voice System (ETVS)) and an upgrade to the Government Furnished Software.

There are two labs associated with the SATS trainer upgrade at Naval Air Technical Training Center (NATTC) Pensacola, Florida: Radar 2 and Radar 3.  The SATS Upgrade Program will consist of upgrading 12 instructor stations and 51 student training stations.  The upgrade will be performed in two separate phases to minimize trainer downtime and subsequent effect on course schedule.  Radar Lab 3 will be upgraded during Phase 1 of the modification and Radar Lab 2 during Phase 2.
