[bookmark: _GoBack]The Naval Education Training Security Assistance Field Activity is hosting a P-3 International Training Symposium at the Naval Air Station Jacksonville, FL at the VP-30 Auditorium.  The symposium is 30-31 March 2016 from 0900-1530.  

The U.S. Navy will be phasing out its P-3 training capability as the Fleet transitions to the P-8 Poseidon.  VP-30, the P-3 Fleet Replacement Squadron, developed a sunset plan to draw down training of all aircrew positions in the coming years.  It is planned to have completed all P-3 classes no later than 2019.  Several aircrew positions such as the acoustic and non-acoustic operators will be phased out as early as 2017.
There are 17 countries that currently fly the P-3 and multiple U.S. Government organizations such as National Oceanic and Atmospheric Association, Customs and Border Protection and National Aeronautics and Space Administration that will fly the P-3 post 2019.  With the U.S. Navy no longer providing formal school house training, the only viable training solution will be contractor provided training.
The types of aircrew training that will be required are for Pilots, Flight Engineers, Flight Officers, Acoustic and Non Acoustic Operators.  There is also a potential for P-3 Maintainer training.   The actual demand signal from our International partners and U.S. Government organizations is unknown.  One of the objectives of the P-3 International Training Symposium is to gain an understanding of the short and long term training requirements.
It is understood that industry needs an understanding of the potential requirement in order to assume the risk of developing contractor training solutions. One of the objectives of the P-3 International Training Symposium is to invite all potential customers that will have a P-3 training requirement post U.S. Navy sunset and define their requirements.  Flight training is a high risk and high cost endeavor and without a well- defined requirement, it may be difficult for industry to assume the training risk.
The various components of flight training can be broken down into, ground school, practical application on flight training devices and airborne flight training.  The factors influencing which types of services that industry can support will be dependent on multiple factors such as available GFE.  The U.S. Navy is currently finalizing its aircraft and training device disposition plan for the P-3.  Government Furnished Equipment (GFE) will be an agenda topic during the symposium.
The U.S. Navy is encouraging industry participation to the greatest extent possible.  Industry partners can use this opportunity to get a better understanding of the actual near and long term requirements, provide capabilities information and to present potential courses of action for post U.S. Navy sundown for contractor provided training solutions.
