1.4.1.1 Past performance effort of the prime offeror performed as a subcontractor will generally not be considered as significant as past performance effort of the prime offeror performed as the prime.

1.4.2.1 Performance under government contracts is generally considered more relevant than performance under commercial contracts, all other things being equal.

2.0 VOLUME 2– COST/PRICE (Factor 2)

2.1 Cost/Price Volume

All price information shall be contained in the Cost/Price Volume.  No price information, with the exception of the Past Performance Volume shall be included in any other volume (including cover letters).  The Cost/Price Volume shall be prepared in accordance with the instructions below.  

The government anticipates, based on more than one potential Offeror expressing interest in this procurement, that pricing will be determined reasonable based on adequate price competition.   However, per DFARS 215.37 if only one offer is received in response to this competitive solicitation the government may require the submission of cost or pricing data necessary to determine a fair and reasonable price and comply with the requirement for certified cost or pricing data at FAR 15.403-4.

2.2 	Cost Breakout Worksheet (CBW) 

The offeror shall complete the CBW Worksheet, Attachment 2. The labor categories, labor hours, unburdened travel and unburdened material for the proposed work effort have been identified by the government in the spreadsheet. The offeror shall NOT tailor any of this information. 

Applicable Department of Labor categories included in the SubCMS CBW are described in Section J, Attachment 1, Statement of Work. The proposed labor personnel shall meet the requirements set forth in Section J, Attachment 1, Statement of Work. The government’s labor category titles may not be the same nomenclature as the offeror’s existing labor category titles, but the Offeror shall NOT tailor the “Government Labor Category” column in the CBW.  Instead, the offeror shall insert the title of the labor category the offeror will be utilizing in the adjacent column entitled, “Contractor Proposed Category,” but only if the offeror’s labor category qualifications meet the government’s labor category qualifications set forth in Section J, Attachment 1. The offeror's proposed labor categories must meet the minimum personnel qualifications for each comparable government-provided labor category.

2.2.2. 	Labor Rates. The offeror shall insert labor rates, for each labor category identified in the CBW (RFP Attachment 2) for each of the six sites. Formulas have been created in the spreadsheet to multiply the inserted burdened labor rates by the respective category’s number of hours.  The straight hourly labor rates shall use a 40-hour week for conversion of salaried employees to hourly basis and shall include compensation of vacation, sick leave, holidays, fringe, overhead, G&A, and any other indirect costs the offeror wants or needs to include. The proposed compensation levels should reflect a clear understanding of work to be performed and should indicate the capability of the proposed compensation structure to obtain and keep suitably qualified personnel to meet mission objectives. The salary rates or ranges must take into account differences in skills, the complexity of various disciplines, and professional job difficulty.

2.2.3.	Mobilization. The offeror shall propose a firm-fixed price for Mobilization in the CBW. 

2.2.4. 	Material and Travel. The government has provided the offeror an unburdened material and travel. The offeror shall identify their proposed indirect rates, if any, to be applied against the government unburdened material and travel.  Travel and material will be paid in accordance with 5252.232-9509.  The offeror shall use the same rates applied to material and travel in year 5 to the material and travel for and subsequent option period exercised per FAR 52.217-8.

2.2.5.	Fee. The offeror shall insert a fixed fee rate in the CBW Spreadsheet. The awarded contract will contain the offeror’s proposed fixed fee dollar amount, which is the fee percentage multiplied by the offeror’s total estimated price. No fee shall be applied to travel and material. The proposed fixed fee shall not exceed the statutory limitations specified in FAR section 15.404-4(c)(4)(i)(C). The fixed fee dollar amount will be paid in accordance with clause 5252.211-9503, “Level of Effort,” and clause 5252.232-9510, “Payment of Fixed Fee.” 

2.2.6.	Evaluation of Option. The CBW Spreadsheet includes an Option to Extend Services in accordance with clause 52.217-8. This clause has been incorporated in the contract to account for a situation where invoking of the clause, in whole or part, becomes necessary for up to a six month performance period. The Option to Extend Services has been calculated by the government for the offeror, by adding one-half of Year 5 labor, including fee, and a set amount for material to include applicable fixed factors.  The offeror shall not tailor any information under the Option. 

2.3.	Small Business Utilization Strategy and Small Business Subcontracting Plan Addendum.

2.3.1.	Small Business Utilization Strategy.  There is a 7.5% small business utilization goal for this task order (as a percentage of the total task order dollars).  All Offerors shall address their strategies for utilizing SB concerns in the performance of this task order.  (This strategy is separate from, but shall be consistent with, the Small Business Subcontracting Plan Addendum, if required.)  In describing its strategy for this task order, the Offeror shall:

· Describe its approach to identifying SB Concerns

· Describe the extent of participation of SB Concerns on this task order, especially as principal subcontractors

· Describe the extent of commitment to use such SB Concerns 

· Describe the complexity and variety of the work SB Concerns are to perform 

· Demonstrate (Large Business only) that its SB strategy is consistent with its SB Subcontracting Plan (FTSS Master and Task Order Addendum)

· Provide targets, expressed as dollars and percentages of total task order values for Small Business participation.  Targets of subcontractors must be listed separately.  Note: This calculation is different from the calculation required by FAR 52.219-9 in the Subcontracting Plan, as the Plan requires percentage of subcontracting value.

· If proposing less than the Government’s SB goal stated above, provide an explanation of why the SB goal cannot be met.

2.3.2.	Subcontracting Plan Task Order Addendum (Attachment 10a).  The Large Business Offeror shall provide it’s Task Order Subcontracting Plan Addendum addressing the following:

· Separate percentage goals for using small business, veteran-owned small business, service-disabled veteran-owned small business, HUBZone small business, small disadvantaged business, and women-owned small business concerns as subcontractors

· A statement of the total dollars planned to be subcontracted and a statement of the total dollars planned to be subcontracted to small business, veteran-owned small business, service-disabled veteran-owned small business, HUBZone small business, small disadvantaged business, and women-owned small business concerns

•	A description of the principal types of supplies and services to be subcontracted and an identification of types planned for subcontracting to small business, veteran-owned small business, service-disabled veteran-owned small business, HUBZone small business, small disadvantaged business, and women-owned small business concerns.

2.4 Administrative Information

Offerors shall provide the following information:

2.4.1.	The original signed cover page of the Standard Form 33 (SF33) for the basic solicitation and each amendment (as applicable).

2.4.2.	A completed Attachment 2, Cost Breakout Worksheet.

2.4.3. A completed Section K of the solicitation.

2.4.4. Completed copy of NAVAIR clause 5252.201-9502, “Contractor’s Authorized Contractor Coordinator and Technical Liaison.”

2.4.5. A point of contact, physical address, email address, and telephone number of DCAA and DCMA offices.

2.4.6. Pursuant to FAR section 16.301-3(a)(3) and DFARS clause 252.242-7006, “Accounting System Administration,” the contractor’s accounting system must be adequate during the entire period of contract performance for determining charges applicable to this contract.  As a result, all offerors shall provide evidence from DCAA, other federal civilian audit agencies, or a private accounting firm that, as of the proposal due date, the offeror’s accounting system has been audited and has been determined adequate and suitable for administration of a cost-reimbursable type of contract.  Offerors that submit evidence from a private accounting firm must submit Standard Form 1408, completed and signed by the private accounting firm that performed the audit.

	(a) All efforts proposed on a cost reimbursement basis shall be evaluated using cost realism.  Cost realism analysis is conducted to determine what the Government should realistically expect to pay for the proposed effort, the offeror's understanding of the work and the offeror's ability to perform the work.  Any understatement or overstatement of costs, whether in labor hours, labor rates, overhead rates and other direct costs may be considered a reflection of a lack of understanding of the work required and may be considered in the technical analysis, which could affect the technical rating or risk assessment.
	(b) An offeror's proposal is presumed to represent his best efforts to respond to the solicitation.  Any inconsistency, whether real or apparent, between promised performance and cost/price should be explained in the proposal.  For example, if the intended use of new and innovative production techniques is the basis for an abnormally low estimate, the nature of these techniques and their impact on cost should be explained.  Additionally, if a corporate policy has been made to absorb certain costs, the offeror shall fully identify and explain those company investments.  The resulting contract shall include a clause indicating that those costs will not be allowable.
	(c) Any significant inconsistency if unexplained, raises a fundamental issue of the offeror's understanding of the nature and scope of the work required and its financial ability to perform the contract, and may affect risk assessments and responsibility determinations.

SECTION M – EVALUATION FACTORS FOR AWARD
Part A	GENERAL INFORMATION
BASIS FOR AWARD

The Government intends to select one offeror on the basis of its proposal providing the “best value” to the Government, all factors considered.  “Best value” means the expected outcome of an acquisition that, in the Government’s estimation, provides the greatest overall benefit in response to the requirement.  Offerors are advised that the proposal meeting the solicitation requirements with the lowest cost may not be selected for an award if award to a higher cost offeror is determined to be more beneficial to the Government.  However, the perceived benefits of the higher cost proposal must merit the additional cost.

The government will not evaluate every requirement of the Statement of Work under Section M of the RFP.  The awarded contractor, however, is required to comply with all requirements of the awarded contract.

Although, the government may waive informalities and minor irregularities in proposals received, the failure to comply with terms and conditions of the solicitation may adversely impact the offeror’s evaluation results and could result in the offeror being removed from consideration for award.

1.0 OFFEROR RESPONSIBILITY TO SUBMIT AN UNAMBIGUOUS, CONVINCING PROPOSAL

It is the offeror’s responsibility to submit a logical, unambiguous proposal that contains all pertinent information in sufficient detail so that government evaluators are able to effectively evaluate the offeror’s past performance and estimated price.

2.0 AWARD ON INITIAL PROPOSALS

The Government intends to evaluate each proposal and award a task order to the responsible offeror whose offer, conforming to the solicitation, provides the greatest overall benefit to the Government, all factors considered.  The Government reserves the right to hold discussions; however, award may be based upon initial offers.  Therefore, offerors are cautioned that their initial offer should contain the best terms from a technical and price/cost standpoint.  However, the Government reserves the right to conduct discussions and request proposal revisions if it is determined to be in the best interest of the Government.  If a competitive range is established, the Government may limit the number of proposals in the competitive range to the greatest number that will permit an efficient competition among the most highly rated proposals. The failure of an offeror's proposal to meet any given requirement of the RFP may result in the entire proposal being found to be unacceptable and thus eliminated from the competition.  All proposals will be evaluated for compliance with the terms, conditions, and requirements set forth in the solicitation. Failure to address each of the areas identified will impact the resulting evaluation ratings and risk assessment.

3.0 EVALUATION FACTORS FOR AWARD

Proposals will be evaluated using the factors listed below.  The Past Performance factor is significantly more important than Price.

Factor 1:  Past Performance
Factor 2:  Cost/Price

Because Past Performance is significantly more important than the amount of the price, the selection official is permitted to select an offeror that has proposed a higher price if the offeror’s past performance is worth the price premium.  The government will assign one of the Past Performance factor ratings below but will not base his or her decision on the ratings because ratings are merely guides to intelligent decision making.  The selection official will perform a tradeoff between offerors’ evaluated prices and relevant positive and negative assessments under the Past Performance factor.

Proposal ratings for relevancy and confidence will be assigned for the past performance factor.  The proposal rating is an assessment of the relevancy of the offeror's past performance (those which meet the recency parameters) as compared to the solicitation requirements.  The proposal confidence rating will address the potential impacts on performance, schedule, and price in achieving solicitation requirements.

3.1 PAST PERFORMANCE FACTOR (factor 1)

Past Performance will be evaluated to establish a Performance Confidence Assessment Rating that will reflect the government’s confidence that the offeror will successfully perform the requirements in the solicitation, based on the offeror’s recent and relevant past performance record.  It is a predictor of future performance in accomplishing the work.  There are three aspects to the past performance assessment:  Recency, Relevancy, and the Demonstrated Past Performance.

3.1.1 Recency

Recency is expressed as a time period during which past performance references are considered relevant, and is critical to establishing the relevancy of past performance information.  For the SubCMS requirement, recency submissions shall be of work performed within five (5) years of the RFP release date.  A recency determination will be made for each offeror’s past performance submission.  A determination of Not Recent will be assigned to offeror submissions which are greater than five (5) years old or for which an award date cannot be determined, and the submission will not be evaluated or rated.  Only submissions meeting the parameters established in this RFP will be evaluated to receive a Relevance or Past Performance Confidence rating.

3.1.2 Relevancy

For each past performance contract submitted, the government will evaluate the past performance contract to determine how relevant it is to this solicitation’s effort.  Any past performance contract deemed to be Not Relevant will receive no further consideration, with no opportunity to submit a replacement, even if the government requests revised proposals.

In determining relevancy, the government will compare and evaluate the past performance effort to the effort prpoosed to be performed under this soliciation in the following areas:

3.1.2.1 Scope of Work regarding provision of preventive and corrective maintenance of training devices having varied levels of technology (analog through state-of-the-art electronic/digital based components) at multiple geographic sites.

3.1.2.2  Magnitude in comparison to the average annual number of labor hours of the effort performed by the offeror under the past performance contract, costs to the customer, contract duration, average annual number of man hours worked for the projected period of the requirement under this solicitation.

3.1.2.3  Complexity regarding the work performed by the offeror or principal team member under the past performance contract to the complexity of the work required under this solicitation to include the number of sites, number and type of devices, number of shifts, number of days worked per week, locations and divisions, number of labor hours, and period of performance.

3.1.3 Demonstrated Past Performance

After relevancy of a past performance contract is established, the government will evaluate the offeror’s demonstrated past performance for that past performance contract in the following areas:

3.1.3.1  Quality. The government will evaluate the offeror’s past performance in the delivery of services, which includes meeting technical requirements, and will also incorporate pertinent assessments from CPARS, if they exist.

3.1.3.2  Schedule.  The government will evaluate the offeror’s past performance in meeting schedule requirements (training device availability), which will incorporate pertinent assessments from CPARS, if they exist.

3.1.3.3  Cost Control.  The government will evaluate the offeror’s past performance in cost control, which will incorporate pertinent assessments from CPARS, if they exist.

3.1.3.4 Management.  The government will evaluate the offeror’s past performance in program management and subcontract management, which will incorporate pertinent assessments from CPARS, if they exist.

3.1.3.5  Utilization of Small Business. The government will evaluate the offeror’s utilization of small business, which will incorporate pertinent assessments from CPARS, if they exist.

3.1.3.6 Regulatory Compliance. The government will evaluate the offeror’s past performance in compliance with all terms and conditions in the contract or order relating to applicable regulations and codes.

For those cases where the contractor may have had past performance problems likely to occur again, the government will assess whether the offeror successfully applied improvements to resolve those recurring problems.  Problems not addressed in the proposal by the offeror are considered to exist still.

3.2.  Past Performance Confidence Assessment Rating

After the government has compiled a full assessment of the offeror’s relevance and demonstrated past performance, the government will assign a Performance Confidence Assessment Rating to the offeror.  The assessment will reflect the government’s level of confidence in the offeror’s ability to successfully perform the solicited effort based on the offeror’s record of relevant past and present performance.  The Performance Confidence Assessment Ratings are set forth in a table below.  As part of the assessment, the government may also take into account any show cause notices, cure notices and terminations for default that are deemed relevant to this solicitation’s effort.

The government will not take into account past performance information regarding predecessor companies or key personnel.  In addition, in assigning a Performance Confidence Assessment Rating or in the selection official’s tradeoff decision:

In the case of offerors for which there is no information on past contract performance or where past contract performance information is not available, the offeror may not be evaluated favorably or unfavorably on the factor of past contract performance.  In this case, the offeror’s past performance is unknown and assigned a performance confidence rating of “neutral.”

The government will assign each past performance contract one of the following performance confidence assessment ratings to the offeror’s Past Performance factor based upon the government’s confidence that the offeror will successfully perform the solicitation’s requirements based upon the offeror’s relevant past performance record.

4.0  COST/PRICE FACTOR
The government will evaluate the offeror’s Price Volume for accuracy and completion of the Cost Breakout Worksheet (CBW); its total estimated price; price reasonableness; whether the offeror’s proposed prices are balanced; whether proposed burdened labor rates appear unrealistically low or not in reasonable relationship to the various labor categories; and for administrative completeness as requested in Section L.

4.1  Cost Breakout Worksheet (CBW)

4.1.1  Labor Categories and Labor Hours. The government will evaluate the offeror’s proposed distribution of labor hours across the labor categories to determine if the information is complete and accurate in accordance with Section L- 2.2 Cost Breakout Worksheet (CBW).

4.1.2  Burdened Rates. The government will evaluate the offeror’s proposed burdened labor rates: (1) to determine if the information is complete and accurate in accordance with Section L- 2.2.2 CBW Burdened Rates and (2) evaluate if the proposed burdened labor rates appear unrealistically low or not in reasonable relationship to the various labor categories as further described below in section 5.5 Price Realism Analysis.

4.1.3  Mobilization. The government will evaluate the offeror’s proposed mobilization to determine if the information is complete and accurate in accordance with Section L- 2.2.3 CBW Mobilization.

4.1.4  Material and Travel. The government will establish the material and travel values for Section B.  Offeror’s shall not revise the values from the pre-determined values. 

4.1.5  Fee. The government will evaluate the offeror’s proposed fee to determine if the information is complete and accurate in accordance with L- 2.2.5 Fee.

4.1.6  Option. The government will evaluate the offeror’s proposed option to determine if the information is complete and accurate in accordance with L-2.2.6 Evaluation of Option.

4.2 Required Submissions.  Offerors are strongly cautioned that any exceptions, deviations or waivers taken may make the offer unacceptable.  The proposal will be evaluated for the required L-2.3 Standard Form 33 signature acknowledgement, L-2.4.3 certification if applicable, Section K certifications and representations, and properly completed CBW submissions.  In accordance with FAR 16.104, an adequate accounting system is required.  Failure to submit completed items listed in Section L may make the offer unacceptable.  Proposal price will be evaluated for cost realism, total price, and reasonableness.

4.3 Cost Realism.  Per FAR 15.404-1(d)(2) Cost realism analyses shall be performed on cost-reimbursement contracts to determine the probable cost of performance for each Offeror.  The requirement to compare with the technical approach has been met by the government providing the required labor categories and hours for the entire task order thereby removing the requirement for the Offeror to provide a technical proposal.  The Government’s evaluated Most Probable Cost (MPC) will be used to compute the Total Price for the Government’s cost/technical tradeoff award purposes.  Pertinent cost information for all CPFF CLINs, including but not limited to DCAA or DCMA, as appropriate, verified rates for such costs as overhead, G&A, etc., as necessary and appropriate, will be used to arrive at the Government determination of the Most Probable Cost to be incurred in the performance of this contract.  If proposed costs are considered to be unrealistic, including non-compliant or unrealistic labor and indirect rates, the offeror's proposed costs may be adjusted upward or downward to reflect more realistic costs.

4.3.1 Cost Realism Approach - Labor.  To compute the Government's MPC, the Government will use the labor categories and corresponding number of labor hours set forth in Attachment 2, CBW - Labor, which offerors are required to use.  The hours set forth in the attachment represent the Government's best estimate of the number of labor categories and hours to perform the SOW efforts.  The Government will perform a cost realism analysis (MPC) on each offeror's proposed direct labor and indirect rates using the Government's estimated number of hours per labor category.   The government will apply the proposed fixed fee rate to any adjustments deemed necessary in order to determine the MPC.   In conducting its cost realism evaluation, the Government will review the prospective offeror’s proposed labor rates and compare the proposed rates to the CBAs provided as Attachment 4, and ensure rates are in accordance with Section G.3 of the RFP.  For option years’ evaluation, proposing less than the base period labor/fringe rates for any labor category may be determined unrealistic and may render a proposal unacceptable.

4.3.2 Cost Realism Approach – Material Support.  To compute the Government's MPC, the Government will evaluate the offerors indirect rates applied to the Material Support estimated costs set forth in Attachment 2, CBW – Material Support, which offerors are required to use.  The Material Support costs set forth in the attachment represent the Government's best estimate of the material support cost to perform the SOW efforts.  The Government will perform a cost realism analysis (MPC) on each offeror's proposed rates applied to Material Support costs. The government will apply the proposed fixed fee rate to any adjustments deemed necessary in order to determine the MPC.

The Government will adjust the offeror’s total proposed cost to reflect the incorporation of FAR 52.217-8, Option to Extend Services.  The added cost for the potential extension up to 6 months, pursuant to FAR 52.217-8, will be based upon the offeror’s proposed cost and fee, adjusted for realism, for the last contract option year extended by six months.  This total evaluated MPC will be included as part of the Total Price.

4.4 Total Evaluated Price

The Government will evaluate each offeror’s total price to ensure that it is fair and reasonable.  The total price will be the sum of the extended prices for the base FFP CLIN as determined utilizing the cost realism approach specified below.  The government will utilize its Total Estimated Price for purposes of the selection official’s best value tradeoff decision.  The Total Evaluated Price will be calculated using the offeror’s proposed information in the CBW with the below calculation:

 *Firm-Fixed Price CLIN (Mobilization).  The extended price for a FFP CLIN is the unit price multiplied by the unit quantity.  

Total Estimated Price = 

Total Labor (Labor Hours x Proposed Burdened Rates); plus

Offeror’s Mobilization*; plus

Government provided Material; plus

Government provided Travel; plus

Offeror’s Proposed Fixed Fee; plus

6-Month Option to Extend Services

4.5 Price Reasonableness

Normally, competition establishes price reasonableness.  It is expected that this contract award decision will include a determination that there is adequate price competition and that the proposed prices are reasonable.  In limited situations, additional analysis will be required by the government to determine reasonableness.  If, after receipt of a proposal, the Contracting Officer determines that adequate price competition does not exist and a determination is made that none of the exceptions in FAR § 15.403-1(b) apply, the offeror may be requested to provide certified cost and pricing data in accordance with FAR § 15.403-4.

4.6 Unbalanced Pricing

The government may determine that a proposal is unacceptable if the prices proposed are materially unbalanced between line items or labor categories.  Unbalanced pricing exists when, despite an acceptable total evaluated price, the price of one or more contract line items is significantly overstated or understated as indicated by the application of price analysis techniques.  A proposal may be rejected if the Contracting Officer determines that the lack of balance poses an unacceptable risk to the government.

4.7 Administrative Completeness

Each offeror’s proposal will be evaluated to determine whether the offeror completed the following information requested in Section L of this solicitation:

4.7.1	The original signed cover page of the Standard Form 33 (SF33) for the basic solicitation and each amendment (as applicable).

4.7.2 	A completed Attachment 2, CBW.

4.7.3 	A completed Section K of the solicitation.
  
4.7.4 	Completed copy of NAVAIR clause 5252.201-9502, “Contractor’s Authorized Contractor Coordinator and Technical Liaison.”
 
4.7.5 	A point of contact, physical address, email address, and telephone number of the DCAA and DCMA offices.

4.7.6 Evidence of an adequate accounting system.  Pursuant to FAR 16.301-3(a)(3) and DFARS clause 252.242-7006, “Accounting System Administration,” the contractor’s accounting system must be adequate during the entire period of contract performance for determining charges applicable to this cost-reimbursable at fixed rates type of contract.  

4.7.7 As a result, all offerors shall provide evidence from the DCAA, other federal civilian audit agency, or a private accounting firm that, as of the proposal due date, the offeror’s accounting system has been audited and has been determined adequate and suitable for administration of a cost-reimbursable contract.  Offerors that submit evidence from a private accounting firm must submit Standard Form 1408, completed and signed by the private accounting firm that performed the audit.

An offeror that fails to submit the above requested evidence of an acceptable accounting system will not be included in the competitive range if discussions are held, will not form the basis for award.

5.0 Small Business Utilization Strategy and Small Business Subcontracting Plan Addendum (Large Businesses Only)

5.1 Small Business Utilization Strategy.  In assessing the Task Order Small Business Utilization Strategy, the Government will evaluate the offeror’s approach to identifying small business concerns, the complexity and variety of work small business concerns are to perform, and the extent of participation of and commitment to use such concerns in the performance of this task order, especially as principal subcontractors.  In addition, and for large business offerors only, the strategy will be evaluated to determine if is consistent with the Task Order Small Business Subcontracting Plan Addendum.  If proposal is less than the 7.5% SB goal, the Government will evaluate the offeror’s rationale of why the goal cannot be met.

5.2 The subcontracting plan addendum (Attachment 10a) of the successful Offeror will be reviewed and approved by the PCO prior to task order award.  The subcontract plan addendum will be reviewed for compliance and completeness with the Section L-3.2 instructions and in accordance with FTSS III basic contract, FAR clause, 52.219-9 Small Business Subcontracting Plan, paragraph (d)(1-3) only.  In accordance with FAR 19.702(a)(1) statutory requirements, failure of the apparent successful offeror to negotiate and submit a plan addendum acceptable to the Contracting Officer will make the offeror ineligible for award.  The successful offeror’s subcontracting plan addendum will be incorporated as an attachment to the resultant task order.
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
