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Background and Requirements

The Naval Air Warfare Center Training Systems Division (NAWCTSD) intends to utilize a competitive award process under the Training Systems Contract (TSC) III Multiple Award Contract (MAC), to award a Firm Fixed Price delivery order to a LOT II vendor for a technology refresh of the 2F150F series Weapon System Trainers (WST) at Marine Corps Base (MCB) Cherry Point NC and MCB Yuma AZ.  The goal of this upgrade is to address technical obsolescence in the aging system’s hardware and software.   

The technical scope of this effort will include the replacement of hardware and software in the Instructor Operating Stations (IOS), Host Computational System (HCS), Cockpit Sensor/Display Emulation systems, portions of the Control Loading System (CLS), G-Force Queuing System, Image Generators (IG), Visual Databases, Projection Systems, development subsystems, and Brief/Debrief (BDB) stations.  In addition, the IOS and Joint Brief/Debrief Stations (JBDF) computers will be relocated from the current equipment rooms into an adjacent computer room to increase cooling efficiency and reduce system noise.  The simulator software is mature and will not require modifications beyond software interface changes and replacement of the COTS operating systems in the new computer hardware. The maturity of the simulator software coupled with use of COTS hardware will result in an upgrade with minimal technical complexity. No system risks exist for this upgrade.  The first device will be upgraded at MCAS Cherry Point with a projected handover to the Fleet Marine Force prior to Q4 of FY18 with the remaining four devices delivered by the end of Q1 FY20

Industry Day and Site Visit

The Naval Air Warfare Center Training System Division (NAWCTSD) will host an Industry Day on the 2nd and 3rd of March 2016. The industry day will be held at Marine Corps Air Station (MCAS) Cherry Point at Building 4066 (AV-8B Simulation Facility) and Building 286 (Marine Aviation Training Systems Site (MATSS), from 0800 through 1630 daily.  

The purpose of this conference is to provide Training Systems Contract (TSC) III, LOT II potential Offerors with an overview of the AV-8B simulators, to discuss anticipated technical requirements, provide a forum for vendors to pose questions to the government IPT members and provide an opportunity for interested TSC III LOT II contract holders an opportunity to view the AV-8B simulators.  

The Government has determined that this effort will be a competitively awarded, Firm Fixed-Price (FFP) delivery order, under the TSCIII multiple award contract.  The total performance of the contract is expected to last 28 - 32 months. The Government’s primary goal is to exchange information and to seek feedback from Industry early in the acquisition process and to address any questions or concerns participants may have.

One-on-one sessions between the government IPT and interested offerors will be held during the Industry Day on Day 2.    Each one-on-one session with the Government will consist of a period not to exceed 45 minutes in duration. 

The purpose of one-on-one sessions is to allow interested TSC III LOT II Prime contract holders the opportunity to openly communicate with the Government by providing comments and inputs early enough in the acquisition process for consideration during the development of the technical documentation package.  Industry capabilities briefings shall not be included in the one-on-one discussion.
