The United States Navy is in the process of replacing the Maritime and Reconnaissance P-3C “Orion” aircraft with the Multi-mission Maritime Aircraft P-8A “Poseidon”.  As a result, the Naval Air Warfare Center Training Systems Division (NAWCTSD) has a requirement to train aircraft maintainers in the skills necessary to support the new aircraft as they are fielded to the fleet.  Interim maintenance training is to be conducted for the receiving units at NAS Jacksonville and NAS Whidbey Island as well as to the Royal Australian Air Force (RAAF). The Navy requires nine (9) maintenance training courses that cover various US Navy maintainer rates (Aviation Electronics Technician (AT), Aviation Electricians Mate (AE), Aviation Machinists Mate (AD), Aviation Structural Mechanic (AM), Aviation Structural Mechanic-Safety Equipment (AME), Aviation Ordnanceman (AO) and Royal Australian Air Force (RAAF) rates (AVTech, ATech, ARMTech).  Interim Maintenance Training requires that the contractor provide instructional services, instructional software, and update the Boeing developed curriculum, training, and software.  The Interim Training classroom instruction will consist of comprehensive description of all P-8A systems, theory of operation, interfaces, controls and displays, component locations, P-8A unique support equipment & special tools, and fault troubleshooting via Health Management System using the Fault Isolation Manual and Aircraft Maintenance Manuals.  The Interim Training Laboratory will consist of Boeing-737 desktop maintenance trainers used to demonstrate operation of systems similar to P-8A and P-8A mission systems labs shall be used to train ratings interfacing with P-8A unique systems.
ACQUISITION APPROACH:   The Government intends to award a sole source order to The Boeing Company (Boeing), 6200 JS McDonnell Blvd, St. Louis, MO 63134-1939.  This award is a follow-on procurement to the Firm Fixed Priced, Basic Ordering Agreement, N00019-11-G-0001.  Award will be made under sole source authority provided under 10 USC 2304(c)(1) as implemented by FAR 6.302-1.  Boeing is the manufacturer of the P-8A Poseidon aircraft and is the sole proprietor and developer of the various maintenance manuals used to design and deliver the maintenance courseware.  Boeing is the only company with the knowledge and expertise to train the Navy ratings and provide updates to training material.  

The period of performance for this effort is expected to be four years from FY 17 to FY20.  The timeframe for RFP release is second quarter FY16 with award anticipated to be made at the end of fourth quarter FY16.  The NAICS code for this procurement will be 611512.
