***IMPORTANT INFORMATION***
This notice serves as a synopsis for the 19F5 Recruit Firefighting Trainer Programmable Logic Controller Update, Request for Proposal (RFP) N61340-16-R-1170. Draft RFP is forthcoming.

The Naval Air Warfare Center Training Systems Division (NAWCTSD) has a requirement for the update of the existing obsolete Programmable Logic Controller (PLC) control system for the Recruit Fire Fighting Trainer (FFT) Device 19F5 in Great Lakes, IL using current Programmable Logic Controller (PLC) technology.  The update will replace the existing control system with a new Programmable Logic Controller (PLC systems that employ discrete logic-based control of I/O signals).

The Recruit FFT Device 19F5 is currently using the PLC General Electric (GE) Fanuc Series 1 and 6 Controllers.  These current PLCs are obsolete and no longer fully supportable.  Fire Fighting Trainer includes, but is not limited to, PLC computer systems, instructor/operator equipment and workstations, Workmaster console, agent detection system, water sensors, propane gas detection system, auto span gas system, and all other systems and equipment specified in the trainer documentation.
The existing PLC GE Fanuc Series 6 and Series 1 ladder diagram will be converted and updated to run under the current GE-IP PLC technology.  Obsolete DataMax Propane Monitoring System shall be replaced with current SmartMax II Propane Monitoring System and agent detection sensors.  This update will be done one side at a time to allow at least one side to be available for use minimizing any downtime on recruit firefighting training.

SITE VISIT

The Government will be hosting a site visit at Recruit Training Command, Great Lakes on 25-26 May 2016. The Government requires confirmation of attendance, by TSC III Lot II contract holders for RTC Great Lakes by 20 May 2016. Due to the confined spaces of the firefighting trainer and safety considerations, the Government will limit the site visit to two (2) personnel per offeror (inclusive of prime and subcontractor(s)). 

If your company intends to send a representative please submit a SECNAV 5512/1 to Ms. Allison Laera on/before 20 May 2016. Please ensure that your representative brings two forms of Government issued identification, and contacts Mr. Scott Barnes at arrival, to gain base access. 




There is no requirement for any contractor to make a presentation. This meeting is intended to be an open exchange on the Draft RFP and associated documents.
No questions on the Draft RFP will be taken while touring the 19F5 facility. Please submit ALL questions using the attached Question Form to the Contract Specialist, Allison Laera. QUESTIONS MUST BE SUBMITTED TO THE CONTRACT SPECIALIST AT THE SITE VISIT OR VIA EMAIL BY 1200 EASTERN STANDARD TIME ON 31 MAY 2016.  Contractors that are not in attendance at the site visit may still submit questions. 

Due to the fact that this is a competitive acquisition, we request that no sidebar conversations take place during the site visit between Government and contractor personnel.

DIRECTIONS FROM O’HARE AIRPORT TO NAVSTA GREAT LAKES
PLAN ON A MINIMUM OF 40 MINUTES TRANSIT TIME, AND $1.90 IN CHANGE FOR TOLLS.
1. East on I-190 for .5 miles.
2. North on I-294 (Tri-State Tollway) to Wisconsin.  Be very careful, there are two exits to the right, the first is for Indiana, the second is for Wisconsin.  Take the second exit.
3. Continue north on I-294 for approximately 15 miles, where I-294 joins I-94.  Keep to the left and continue North on I-94 toward Wisconsin. ($1.90 toll at the Touhy Ave Toll Plaza)
