The Naval Air Warfare Center Training Systems Division (NAWCTSD) Orlando intends to award a firm fixed price contract to DiSTI Corporation (Orlando, FL) to modernize the Landing Craft Air Cushion (LCAC) Full Mission Trainers (FMT) located at the Expeditionary Warfare Training Group, Pacific (EWTGPAC) San Diego, California (CA), and Expeditionary Warfare Training Group, Atlantic (EWTGLANT) Norfolk, Virginia (VA).  This effort will add the ESD-class Expeditionary Transfer Dock (ESD) and Bob Hope class support ships models and upgrade the FMT with Cybersecurity compliant computing technologies. Additionally the effort will replace 10 computers (Host computer, IOS computers, Student Stations, and Student Repeater Stations) with newer, IA-compliant operating systems and add an IA server at each location. DiSTI is the original developer of the highly specialized Landing Craft Air Cushion (LCAC) Service Life Extension (SLEP) training system software that resides on the Host, IOS, Student Stations, and IOS Repeater Stations.  As such DiSTI possesses the unique ability to efficiently revise the specialized software and perform the technology refresh.  DiSTI is currently under contract N61340-15-C-0030 to perform LCAC trainer IOS and Host software modifications and incorporate Craft Change Directives (CCD) that directly relate to the required software and hardware modernization effort described above.  The proposed effort is a logical follow-on to continue to modernize the LCAC trainers and incorporate mission changes so they may serve out their remaining life-cycle until replaced by the Ship to Shore Connector (SSC). As the current designer, developer, integrator, manufacturer, and supplier of the IOS and Host software modifications, DiSTI is the only company capable of delivering the ESD-class Expeditionary Transfer Dock (ESD) model and upgrade the FMT with Cybersecurity compliant computing upgrades in the appropriate timeframe to meet these requirements.  Award to any other contractor would result in substantial duplication of costs to the Government that would not be recovered through competition and would create unacceptable delays in fulfilling LCAC mission training requirements.

Information received will be considered solely for the purpose of determining whether to conduct a competitive procurement. This synopsis is not to be considered a request for quotations or proposals.  No solicitation document is available. No contract will be awarded on the basis of offers received in response to this notice, but will be used to determine if a comparable source is available and more advantageous to the Government. If no affirmative written response is received, the contract to modernize the Landing Craft Air Cushion (LCAC) Full Mission Trainers (FMT) will be awarded without further notice prior to award.
