f. Experience with the integration and utilization of Head Mounted Display (HMD) systems.

g. Installation of existing training system software and hardware configurations based on Government provided installation plans.
h. Provide system engineering, management, operation, maintenance, training, and curriculum documentation required by Government Data Item Descriptions.
i. Conduct System Engineering Technical Reviews (SETR).

j. Conduct a system test and evaluation program to include the use of contractor developed test procedures.

k. Configuration management tracking of hardware, software, and documentation.
l. Perform cybersecurity requirements for information technology systems.
m. Experience with the modeling and simulation of the employment, operations, and performance characteristics of US Navy navigational equipment. Navigational equipment of interest include the following:
(1) SPS-73 Radar
(2) Electronic chart display and information system – Navy (ECDIS-N)
(3) Automatic radar plotting aid (ARPA)
(4) Voyage management system (VMS)
(5) Automatic identification system (AIS)
