A. The material will be handled and maintained in accordance with For Official Use Only (FOUO) per DoDM 5200.01, vol. 4 as amended or superseded, Distribution Statement D per DOD Instruction 5230.24 as amended and DOD Directive 5230.25 as amended, and (if marked) Export Control requirements per Arms Export Control Act (Title 22, U.S.C., Sec 2751, et seq.) or the Export Administration Act of 1979, as amended, Title 50, U.S.C., App. 2401 et seq. 

B. The material will be used only in accordance with this Distribution Agreement.  The Digital Media and Technical Data within the Digital Media will not be modified, adapted, or otherwise altered except as required under the terms of a contract with the U.S. Government.  

C. The Digital Media and Technical Data contained within the Digital Media shall not be re-distributed, sold, or used for commercial purposes by the recipient, in whole or in part, without the express permission of the Controlling DoD Office. D.
