The Naval Postgraduate School (NPS) located in Monterey, California is a graduate educational institution supporting the U.S. Navy, other U. S. military branches, and foreign military services with postgraduate education and research. Degrees are granted at the masters and doctoral levels through resident and distance modalities. NPS comprises four graduate schools, a Center for Executive Education, several Institutes and many research centers. The four schools are organized into 14 academic departments. In addition, short-term executive and professional development courses are provided both in Monterey and elsewhere.

Supporting these activities is a faculty comprising tenure- and non-tenure-track personnel as well as visiting professionals. The Faculty Activity Report (FAR) is the tool used to allow faculty to report on their professional accomplishments annually. The FAR consists of 1) a narrative summary; 2) teaching load; 3) theses advised; 4) research summaries; 5) publications; and 6) quarterly workload forms. The FAR is currently submitted in paper form only. NPS seeks to move to a user-friendly web-based solution which will provide greater access to both the faculty inputting information as well as provide better reporting capabilities. 

Objectives:

The purpose of this Statement of Objectives (SOO) is to allow potential sources to demonstrate their capabilities and is intended as a guideline and not an all-encompassing requirement statement. The offeror has complete flexibility to present tradeoffs that will meet the objectives. The offeror selected for award will be required to deliver services that meet the requirements of these objectives.

2. Bulk data import and export
a. CSV file import and export of most data records.
b. SQL file export compatible with MySQL, Oracle, or Microsoft SQL Server.
3. Use of employee ID data as a key field for identifying personnel
a. No storage or use of SSN
4. Authentication through single sign-on (SSO) or other integration
a. Users are able to login to the system with their current NPS credentials.
5. Role-based permissions for maintaining faculty activity information
a. Department personnel can be assigned roles that allow them to update and maintain their department’s faculty content.
6. Custom reports
a. Users can define and generate custom recurring and ad hoc reports.
7. Section 508 compliance
a. The system will comply with section 508 accessibility requirements.
8. Customizable branding
a. The site can be branded with a custom logo, header and footer.
9. Customized URL
a. The site can be hosted with a custom domain name either through nps.edu or the service provider’s domain.
