THIS IS A SOURCES SOUGHT SYNOPSIS. THIS IS NOT A SOLICITATION ANNOUNCEMENT FOR PROPOSAL AND NO CONTRACT WILL BE AWARDED FROM THIS ANNOUNCEMENT. It is a market research tool being used to determine the availability and adequacy of potential business sources prior to determining the method of acquisition and issuance of a Request for Proposal including the use of any appropriate small business programs.
The intent of this sources sought synopsis is to identify potential qualified 8(a), Historically Underutilized Business Zone (HUBZone) Small Business, Service Disabled Veteran Owned Small Business, and Small Business firms for a firm fixed price and cost plus fixed fee range sustainment and munitions response contract. The contract actions may be performed at sites located on Navy and Marine Corps installations within the geographic area of cognizance of the Naval Facilities Engineering Command, including the continental United States, Southern Europe, Southwest Asia, the Pacific, the Caribbean, and the Atlantic. After review of the responses submitted, a solicitation announcement will be published in the Federal Business Opportunities if the Government intends to continue with the procurement.

The general scope of work is to encourage integrated approaches to performing operational range clearance (ORC); range sustainability activities; and munitions response actions including: removal actions, clean-up of range residue, disposal, and management of munitions and explosives of concern (MEC), munitions possessing potential explosive hazard (MPPEH), munitions debris (MD), range related debris (RRD), or other constituents related to munitions. ORC work may include performance of surface sweep operations over existing active and inactive range target areas to identify, remove, and transport range residue (ordnance scrap, UXO and target debris). It may also include demilitarization, mutilation, safe certification/verification, and disposal/recycling of range residue.  Qualified UXO personnel will be required to perform surface sweep operations. In addition, the contractor must have the capability to complete time critical removal actions. Work may also include location, identification, recovery, evaluation, management and final disposition of munitions and explosives of concern (MEC), Hazardous, Toxic and Radiological Waste (HTRW), and other munitions related items at areas formerly used or impacted by munitions use.  The Contractor will perform this work in accordance with the following regulatory bodies and regulations as appropriate: Department of Defense (DoD) and Navy instructions, DoD Explosives Safety Board (DDESB) requirements, the Defense Environmental Restoration Program (DERP), Comprehensive Environmental Response Compensation, and Liability Act (CERCLA), the National Contingency Plan (NCP), Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA) and in compliance with other applicable federal, state, and local laws and regulations. The Contractor shall, depending upon the Scope of Work (SOW) contained in any individual task order, conduct appropriate field surveys, site visits, interviews with knowledgeable persons, prepare required work plans, prepare required safety and health plans, prepare construction completion/after action reports, conduct site monitoring, execute removal actions, apply innovative technology, and complete final disposition of any munitions or range related items recovered during the actions listed. These actions may be conducted in terrestrial or aquatic environments. Other services may include range maintenance activities (e.g. target repair and construction) and assessment of potentially impacted site environmental media to include collection of soil, sediment, groundwater, surface water, air, and other environmental media for analysis and evaluation.
The Government intends to solicit and award a Multiple Award Cost Plus Fixed Fee (CPFF) and Firm Fixed Price (FFP) combined, indefinite quantity/indefinite delivery type contract with an estimated ceiling of $250 million in order to perform this work. The contract term will be a base year and four one year option periods estimated at $50 million for each period. The NAICS code is 562910, Environmental Remediation Services. The small business size standard is 500 employees. The workload is expected to be at multiple sites worldwide but predominately in the continental United States (CONUS). Projects may be of significantly varying types and magnitude. The work may require capability to perform large scale multiple projects simultaneously and ability to mobilize for significant and unexpected surge requirements on short notice. The workload is subject to uncertainty and workload fluctuations may be significant and unexpected throughout the period of the contract. Approval by Defense Contract Audit Agency (DCAA) for performance of government Cost Reimbursement contracts is recommended. 

The Government will evaluate a firm’s capabilities to provide the above services based the firm’s responses to the following: (1) Specialized experience of the firm and/or proposed team that has been completed  or substantially completed within the past 3 years in performing time critical and non-time critical munitions response, operational range clearance, and range maintenance. Provide a minimum of three and no more than six concrete examples from current or past contracts that demonstrate this experience.  Individual projects (task orders or stand alone contracts) under $100,000 will not be considered.  One or more individual project(s) of $1,000,000 should be included in the examples provided.   (2) Professional qualifications and capabilities of the staff to be assigned to the resulting contract; include experience within the past 3 years in performing time critical and non-time critical munitions response, operational range clearance and range maintenance, quality assurance, health and safety, and contract administration of multiple task orders under an indefinite delivery/indefinite quantity contract. (3) Corporate capacity and financial/management systems, including a description of the firm's accounting system for estimating and accumulating costs -- and whether or not those system(s) have been audited and/or approved by any Government agency, and the firm’s ability to perform a cost reimbursement contract;  (4) If you are considering entering into a teaming arrangement, you should provide the name of all teaming partners, the anticipated type of teaming arrangements, address the specific services each member will provide and include applicable experience for each member, and to what extent your firm has worked with the proposed subcontractors in the past.  For other than bundled requirements you may be able to joint venture with one or more small businesses and not be considered affiliated as long as each member of the joint venture is small under the applicable NAICS code (13 CFR 121.103(h)(3)). The limitation on subcontracting would apply to the cooperative effort of the joint venture not each individual member (13 CFR 125.6(i)).  The small business prime will be required to comply with FAR 52.219-14 which states that at least 50 percent of the cost of contract performance incurred for personnel shall be expended for employees of the concern.  Provide evidence that on past contracts of a similar nature that your firm (as the prime contractor) was able to comply with this requirement and will be able to comply with this requirement under the proposed contract.

It is requested that interested firms submit to the contracting office a brief capabilities statement (no longer than 20 pages in length) demonstrating their ability to meet and execute the requirements as set forth above. 

SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS:
Firms submitting responses shall present their information in a matrix format showing contracts they have performed. The matrix shall show the most recent projects (maximum of six), which demonstrate an ability to meet the qualification criteria listed above. Provide the contract number, contract type (i.e. fixed price, indefinite quantity/indefinite delivery, cost reimbursement, etc.), project value, contract value and point of contact with phone number. Indicate whether the work was performed as a prime or a subcontractor, as well as what percentage of work your firm performed. List key personnel that participated in the projects and their responsibilities. Provide your ability to meet the qualifications described above relative to your firm/team. Provided business name, address, telephone number and business site, socioeconomic category for NAICS code 562910, average number of employees of the concern, average annual receipts based on the last 3 fiscal years.
