	Background Information

	NASL is located in the San Joaquin Valley, approximately 40 miles South of the city of Fresno, California.

	Verification of Workload and Conditions

	Throughout the PWS, the workload data is generally referred to as being located in Section J. 	Navy Approach to Service Contracting

	The Department of Navy (DoN) spends over $1 billion in annual obligations to meet global requirements for facility operations and maintenance provided through Facility Support Contracts (FSC) and additional billions to provide other base operations support services (OBOS).  The Head of the Contracting Activity (HCA) of the Naval Facilities Engineering Command (NAVFAC) has focused increased attention on re-engineering FSC contracts in response to customer and industry feedback, budget constraints, and the impact of a variety of contracting, program management and financial management regulations.  The Navy also supports the following principles:


	1.7.1

	Partnering Philosophy

	The first principle is that the Navy views its contractors as partners and not just abstract service providers.  The Navy wants its contractors to succeed because partners' success drives the Navy's successful mission completion.  Within the bounds of acquisition policy the Navy intends to work to find solutions that will be beneficial to both the Government and its partners.


	1.7.2

	Contractor's Knowledge

	The second principle is that the Navy will receive insightful management from its contractors.  This management will include the knowledge, skills, authority and willingness to use contractor resources to find better ways of serving Navy clients’ strategic and operational goals and objectives.  The Navy's use of performance-based objectives evidences this principle.  Although performance work statements will typically contain several levels of performance assessment, the Navy wants its contractors to exercise maximum discretion within bounds of prudent risk management to adjust processes and resources needed to reach specified objectives at the highest performance level.


	1.7.3

	Industry Best Practices

	The third principle is that the Navy will adopt industry best commercial practices and maintain state-of-the-art service delivery.  It is the Navy's and contractor's responsibility as partners to reach this goal.  To that end, the Navy's emphasis will be in evaluating performance objectives (end results).


	1.8

	Standard Template

	Key to implementing a programmatic approach is using a standard template that ensures Navy-wide consistency yet affords appropriate tailoring to meet local needs.  This contract conforms to the standard template and has been tailored for this solicitation.  NAVFAC intends to use this template-based approach for future service contracts.  Offeror should develop an understanding of the template as part of performing due diligence in reaching an understanding of the Navy’s requirements and expectations.    

The standard template contains 18 standard annexes.  Annex 1 will always contain information that is relevant to the entire scope of the contract.  Annex 2 contains on-site project management and administration requirements that are relevant to the entire scope of the contract.    Annexes 3 through 18 contain the technical information and requirements peculiar to that technical annex.  Within each technical annex, the organization of information and requirements are also standardized.  Specification item 1 will always contain General Information.  Specification item 2 will always contain the management and administrative requirements.  Specification item 3 will always contain the Firm Fixed-Price (FFP) requirements.  Specification item 4 will always contain the Indefinite Delivery-Indefinite Quantity (IDIQ) requirements. All costs associated with Annexes 1 and 2 and Specification items 1 and 2 must be priced and distributed within Specification Item 3 of Annexes 3 through 18.

	Navy PBSC Approach

	The Navy’s approach to performance-based service contracting (PBSC) includes four component parts which are 1) performance outcomes, 2) measurable standards, 3) consideration of incentives, and 4) performance assessment plan.

	Technical Proposal Certification

	The contractor warrants that its proposal incorporated herein by reference including, but not limited to, proposed approaches, staffing, methodology, or work plans, will meet the performance objectives set forth in this contract during execution thereof. Activity Hazard Analysis (AHA) 

Activity Hazard Analysis shall follow format of Figure 1-1 of EM-385-1-1 and shall explain the following as detailed in the EM-385-1-1:

· the steps of the service process;

· identify potential hazards that exist as a result of the Contractor’s service process within the environment;

· measures or plans of actions to safely remove potential hazards away from people in and around the service process and environment;

· specific materials and equipment necessary to safely remove potential hazards away from people in and around the service process and environment;

· inspection requirements to assure service activity is safe; and

· training of service personnel to be aware of potential hazards and measures or plans of actions to be used to remove hazards from service environment. 

When plans of actions or measures are selected to manage hazards away from service site, the SSHO will coordinate such plans with competent person for combination firm-fixed-priced and indefinite quantity delivery contracts: “the Contractor will submit an activity hazard analysis on task orders whenever the service environment is different from the firm-fixed-priced services.”

2.1.4

Competent Person

A person who has the professional experience and training necessary to identify existing and predictable hazards at a work or service environment, and who has the authority to take prompt and corrective action to eliminate or remove dangers from the environment.  

2.1.5

Contracting Officer (KO)

That individual with the authority to enter into, administer, and/or terminate contracts and make related determinations and findings.  The term includes certain authorized representatives of the Contracting Officer acting within the limits of their authority as delegated by the Contracting Officer.

2.1.6

Contractor

That entity or its representative responsible for the delivery of the services or materials specified in this contract, as designated by contract award.  The term Contractor as used herein refers to both the prime Contractor and any subcontractors.  The prime Contractor shall insure that subcontractors comply with the provision of this contract.

2.1.7

Contractor Representative

That individual appointed by the Contractor, either orally or in writing, who has been assigned responsibility for executing the requirements of this contract.

2.1.8

Contractor Safety Program

A program developed, implemented, and controlled by the Contractor as it plans, staffs, performs, and controls all safety practices while delivering best value services to the Government.  Contractor’s safety practices shall comply with all safety standards identified in the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers Safety and Health Requirements Manual, EM-385-1-1 and Public Law 91-596, Occupational Safety and Health Act.  To assure congruency of safety practices and standards, Contractor will prepare an accident prevention plan.  The accident prevention plan shall be prepared by the Contractor’s Site Safety and Health Officer (SSHO) and shall be followed by all Contractor employees, subcontractors, and vendors at each service site. 

2.1.9

Daily Report

A written report (Exhibit J-0200000-04), that includes tasks performed, class of service employee utilized, man-hours utilized to perform the tasks and exact location of the tasks.

2.1.10

Emergency Response Plan

A written plan delivered by the Contractor to explain how it will ensure safe evacuation of people during emergencies, before the hazard or natural disaster is imminent, and to minimize the consequences of accidents during evacuations.  See Section 01E of EM 385-1-1.  

2.1.11

Emergency Rescue Plan

A written plan delivered by the Contractor to explain how it will rescue personnel who might become injured or incapacitated while performing services in an underground shaft or caisson.  See paragraph 26.A.05 of EM 385-1-1.  

2.1.12

Equipment

Items supplied by the contractor in support of this contract.

2.1.13

Facility

A building or structure designed and created to serve a particular function.

2.1.14
Fall Protection Plan

A written plan delivered by the Contractor to explain how it will eliminate falls at the service site.  The plan will explain how the Contractor will protect and prevent its service workers from falling from heights of 1.8m (6 feet) or more.  A competent person for fall protection shall prepare and sign the plan.  See EM 385-1-1, ANSI A10.32, ANSI Z359.1, and ANSI/ASSE A10.34.

2.1.15

Frequency of Service

Annual  (A).  Services performed once during each 12-month period of the contract at intervals of 335 to 395 days.

Biennial (B).  Services performed once during each 24-month period of the contract at internals of 670 to 790 days.

Daily (D5).  Services performed once each calendar day, Monday through Friday, including holidays unless otherwise noted.

Daily (D7).  Services performed once each calendar day, seven days per week, including weekends and holidays.

Monthly (M).  Services performed 12 times during each 12-month period of the contract at intervals of 28 to 31 calendar days.

Bi-Monthly (BM). Services performed 6 times during each 12-month period of the contract at intervals of 58 to 61 calendar days. 

Quarterly (Q).  Services performed four times during each 12-month period of the contract at intervals of 80 to 100 calendar days.

Semiannual (SA).  Services performed twice during each 12-month period of the contract at intervals of 160 to 200 calendar days.

Semimonthly (SM).  Services performed 24 times during each 12-month period of the contract at intervals of 14 to 16 calendar days.

Three times weekly (3W).  Services performed three times a week, such as Monday, Wednesday, and Friday.

Twice weekly (2W).  Services performed twice a week, such as Monday and Thursday or Tuesday and Friday.

Weekly (W).  Services performed 52 times during each 12-month period of the contract at intervals of six to eight calendar days.

2.1.16

Hazard Communication Plan

A written plan delivered by the Contractor to explain how it will identify hazardous substances at the service site.  This plan shall address: (1) training (to include potential safety and health effects from exposure); (2) labeling of hazardous substances; (3) maintaining an inventory listing of hazardous chemicals at the service site; and (4) location of a library of Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDSs) in the office to satisfy 29 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) 1910.1200 or 1926.59 requirements.

2.1.17

Health Hazard Control Plan

A written plan delivered by the Contractor to explain how it will determine the presence of hazardous or toxic agents at the service environment and explain what safety measures are to be taken.  This plan shall satisfy relevant topics of Section 6 of EM385-1-1.  

2.1.18

Means Repair and Remodeling Cost Data

A data collection and organization system developed by R. S. Means Company which can be used to prepare accurate, dependable construction estimates and budgets in a variety of ways.  The Contractor shall use the latest edition.  Material prices are based on a national average and computed labor costs are based on a 30-city national average.  Data has been targeted for residential, commercial, and industrial repair/remodeling projects.  An estimate prepared using this data is called a “Means estimate”; data may simply be referred to as “Means”.

2.1.19

Performance Assessment 

A method used by the Government to provide some measure of control over the quality of purchased goods and services received.

2.1.20

Performance Assessment Representative (PAR)

That individual designated by the KO to be responsible for the monitoring of Contractor performance.

2.1.21

Quality Control (QC)

A method used by the Contractor to control the quality of goods and services produced.

2.1.22
Response Time

The time allowed the Contractor after initial notification of a work requirement to be physically on the premises at the work site with appropriate personnel, tools, equipment, and materials, ready to perform the work required.

2.2

General Information

2.2.1

Government Regular Working Hours

The Government’s regular working hours are from 0700-1630, five days per week, Monday through Friday, except observed Federal holidays.  The performance of work requirements shall be accomplished within the Government’s regular working hours unless the specific work requirement specified herein necessitates otherwise.  Any other work outside Government regular working hours requires prior KO approval.   

2.2.1.1

Observed Federal Holidays

The Government observes the following holidays:  New Year’s Day, Martin Luther King Jr.’s Birthday, President’s Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Columbus Day, Veterans’ Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  

2.2.1.2

Restriction to Contractor Working Hours

No additional restrictions required beyond 2.2.1.
2.2.2

Wage Determinations

Refer to J-H-01 for wage determinations.
2.3

General Administrative Requirements

2.3.1

Required Conferences and Meetings

The Contractor may be required to attend administrative and coordination meetings.  The Contractor shall attend meetings as shown in J-0200000-01. 

2.3.2

Partnering

No additional meetings required.
2.3.3

Permits and Licenses

The Contractor shall obtain all required permits, licenses, and authorizations to perform work under this contract and comply with all the applicable federal, state and local laws and regulations.  Provide evidence of such permits and licenses to the KO before work commences and at other times as requested by the KO.

2.3.4

Insurance

Within 15 days after award of this contract, the Contractor shall furnish the KO a certificate of insurance as evidence of the existence of the following insurance coverage in amounts not less than the amounts specified below in accordance with the FAR Clause 52.228-05, INSURANCE – WORK ON A GOVERNMENT INSTALLATION.  This insurance must be maintained during the performance period.    

2.3.4.1

Certificate of Insurance

The Certificate of Insurance shall provide for at least 30 days written notice to the KO by the insurance company prior to cancellation or material change in policy coverage.  Other requirements and information are contained in the aforementioned insurance clause.  
2.3.4.2

Minimum Insurance Amounts

The Contractor shall procure and maintain, during the entire period of performance under this contract, the following minimum insurance coverage:

Comprehensive General Liability:  $500,000 per occurrence 

Automobile Liability:  $200,000 per person, $500,000 per occurrence, $20,000 per occurrence for property damage

Workmen’s Compensation:  As required by Federal and State worker’s compensation and occupational disease statutes

Employer’s Liability coverage:  $100,000, except in states where worker’s compensation may not be written by private carriers   - Other as required by State Law

2.3.5

Protection of Government Property

During execution of the work, the Contractor shall protect Government property.  The Contractor shall return areas damaged as a result of negligence under this contract to their original condition at no cost to the Government.

2.3.6

2.3.7

Access to Work Areas

The Contractor shall make all arrangements through the Facilities Engineering and Acquisition Division of Public Works necessary to obtain access to buildings, facilities and other work areas, and when necessary, arrange for them to be opened and closed by the controlling authority. The Government may issue keys to the Contractor.  The Contractor shall use due diligence and be responsible for compromised security systems to include replacement costs that result from its action or inaction.

2.3.8

Instructions, Directives, and References

Applicable Department of Defense (DoD), Secretary of the Navy (SECNAV), Chief of Naval Operations (OPNAV), and other directives, instructions, and references are listed in J-0200000-02.

2.3.9

Invoicing Procedures

Refer to J-0200000-03 in Section J for invoicing procedures.

2.3.10

Forms

Refer to J-0200000-04 in Section J for all forms referenced in this Annex, e.g. accident reporting, and damage reporting.

2.4

N/A

2.4.1

Government-Furnished Facilities (GFF)

The government will not provide office space or operational facilities to the Contractor.  The Contractor will secure and maintain the necessary office space and other facilities required for the performance of this contract at his/her own expense.

2.4.2

Government-Furnished Utilities

When available, the Government will furnish reasonable amounts of the following utilities for the work to be performed under the contract at no cost to the Contractor:  water and electricity.  Information concerning the location of existing outlets may be secured from the FSCM.  The Contractor shall provide and maintain, at his expense, the necessary electric and water service lines from existing Government outlets to the site of the work.  In the event that the Government is unable to provide the required types of utilities, the Contractor will, at his expense, arrange for the required utilities.  The Contractor will be directly responsible for instructing employees in utilities conservation practices.  The Contractor will comply with NASLEMINST 13000, Energy Conservation Program.  The Contractor will be responsible for operating under conditions which preclude waste of utilities.

2.4.3

Government-Furnished Materials (GFM)

The Government will not provide any material to the Contractor.

2.4.4

Government-Furnished Equipment (GFE)

The Government will not provide any equipment to the Contractor.

2.5

Contractor-Furnished Items

Except for items identified as Government Furnished, the Contractor shall provide all equipment, materials, parts, supplies, components, and facilities to perform the requirements of this contract.  The KO may inspect Contractor-furnished items for adequacy and compliance with contract requirements.  Inadequate or unsafe items shall be removed and replaced by the Contractor at no cost to the Government.  Materials containing asbestos, lead, and PCB’s shall not be brought on site.  The KO may at any time require samples, Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS), manufacturer’s data cut sheets of materials used in this contract. 

2.6

Management

The Contractor shall manage the total work effort associated with the services required herein to meet the performance objectives and standards.  Such management includes but is not limited to planning, scheduling, cost accounting, report preparation, establishing and maintaining records, and quality control.  The Contractor shall provide staff with the necessary management expertise to assure performance objectives and standards are met.

2.6.1

Work Control

The Contractor shall implement all necessary work control procedures to ensure timely accomplishment of work requirements, as well as to permit tracking and reporting of work in progress.  The Contractor shall plan and schedule work to assure material, labor, and equipment are available to complete work requirements within the specified time limits and in conformance with the quality standards established herein.  Verbal scheduling and status reports shall be provided when requested by the KO.  A written status report of any item of work must be provided within two hours of the inquiry during regular working hours, and by 0800 the following work day for inquiries after regular working hours.

2.6.2

Work Schedule

The Contractor’s work shall not interfere with normal Government business.  In those cases where some interference is unavoidable, the Contractor shall minimize the impact and effects of the interference.  The Contractor shall provide advance access of all of its work schedules to the Government.  The Contractor shall notify the KO of any difficulty in scheduling work due to Government controls.

2.6.3

Service Interruptions

If any utilities or other services must be discontinued (even temporarily) due to scheduled contract work, the Contractor shall notify the KO, affected tenants, and customers within 10 calendar days.  If the discontinued service is due to an emergency breakdown the Contractor shall notify the KO, affected tenants and customers as soon as practicable.

2.6.4

Quality Management System (QMS)

The Contractor shall establish and maintain a complete QC program in accordance with the provisions specified herein.  The Contractor’s QC Program shall provide an effective and efficient means of identifying and correcting problems throughout the entire scope of operations. The Contractor’s QC program shall address:

Accurate documentation of work processes, procedures, and output measures.

A systematic procedure for assessing compliance with performance objectives and standards.

Accurate documentation of quality inspections conducted throughout the execution of work.

Assessment-driven corrective actions and process adjustments as appropriate in a timely manner.  

2.6.4.1

QC Inspection

The Contractor shall establish and maintain an inspection system in accordance with the FAR Clause 52.246-4, INSPECTION OF SERVICES – FIXED PRICE, to ensure that the work performed conforms to the contract requirements. The Contractor shall maintain a file of all scheduled and performed QC inspections, inspection results, and dates and details of corrective and preventive actions.  The file shall be the property of the Government and made available during the Government’s regular working hours.  The file shall be turned over to the KO within five calendar days of completion/termination of the contract.

2.7

Personnel Requirements

The Contractor shall comply with the personnel requirements stated below. 

2.7.1

Key Personnel

2.7.1.1

Competent Person

A person who has the professional experience and training necessary to identify existing and predictable hazards at a work or service environment, and who has the authority to take prompt and corrective action to eliminate or remove dangers from the environment.  

2.7.1.2

Project Manager (PM)

The PM must have relevant experience at a comparable level of responsibility in projects of similar size, scope and complexity.  The PM or alternate shall have full authority to act for the Contractor on all contract matters relating to this contract.  The PM or alternate shall be on-site during the Government’s regular working hours and shall be available on-site within one hour after the Government’s regular working hours.

2.7.1.3

Quality Control Manager (QCM)

The Contractor shall provide a QCM who shall have full authority and responsibility for assuring performance objectives and standards identified in this contract are met. 

2.7.1.4

Site Safety and Health Officer (SSHO)

A Contractor employee whose primary duty and responsibility is to prepare and enforce the Contractor’s safety program on this contract.  The SSHO shall have fulfilled the following pre-requisite training and experiences before being hired as the SSHO under this contract:

 “The SSHO shall have completed 3 years of satisfactory experience in preparing and enforcing the Contractor’s safety program on contracts of similar size and complexity in the past, and shall have completed 30-hour OSHA safety class or equivalent within the last three years.”  

2.7.2

Employee Requirements

The Contractor shall provide experienced, qualified, and capable personnel to perform the work in this contract.  Personnel shall be fully knowledgeable of all safety and environmental requirements associated with the work they perform.  Personnel shall speak, read, and comprehend English to the extent that they can read and understand printed regulations, detailed written orders, operating procedures, training instructions and materials. 

The Contractor shall ensure that all Contractor personnel have received proper safety training, appropriate to their respective jobs.   At a minimum, all Contractor personnel shall have attended  the OSHA 10 hour safety course, or equivalent.

The Contractor shall implement an ongoing training program that refreshes the safety skills, qualifications and awareness of the Contractor workforce on a regular, periodic basis.  The details of the Contractor’s safety training program shall be included as part of the Contractor’s Accident Prevention Plan, as required in Spec Item 2.1.1 above. 

2.7.2.1

Employee Appearance

The Contractor shall ensure that all employees present a professional appearance that is appropriate for their position.  The KO reserves the right to determine the acceptability of any clothing worn.  All Contractor/subcontractor employees working under this contract shall be identified by a distinctive nameplate, emblem, or patch attached in a prominent place on an outer garment.  Employee identification shall not be substituted for station required passes or badges.

2.7.2.2

Employee Conduct

Contractor employees shall conduct themselves in a proper, efficient, courteous and businesslike manner.

2.7.2.3

Removal of Employees

The Contractor shall remove from the site any individual whose continued employment is deemed by the KO to be contrary to the public interest or inconsistent with the best interests of National Security.

2.7.2.4

Proof of Citizenship

No employee or representative of the Contractor will be admitted to the site of work unless satisfactory proof of citizenship is furnished, or, if an alien, legal residency within the United States is confirmed.  Department of Homeland Security Form I-9 will be required for each employee.

2.8

Security Requirements

The Contractor shall comply with all federal, state, and local security statutes, regulations, and requirements.  The Contractor shall become acquainted with and comply with all Government regulations as posted, or as requested by the KO when required to enter a Government site.  The Contractor shall ensure that all security/entrance clearances are obtained.

2.8.1

Employee Listing

The Contractor shall maintain and provide upon request a current listing of employees.  The list shall include  employee’s name, social security number, and level of security clearance. 

2.8.2

Vehicles

 The company name shall be displayed on each of the Contractor’s vehicles in a manner and size that is clearly visible.  All vehicles shall display a valid state license plate that complies with State Vehicle Code.  Vehicles shall meet all other requirement of the State Vehicle Code, such as safety standards, and shall carry proof of insurance and state registration.

2.8.3

Passes and Badges

All Contractor employees shall obtain the required employee and vehicle passes.  The Government will issue badges without charge.  Each employee shall wear the Government issued badge over the front of the outer clothing.  When an employee leaves the Contractor’s service, the employee’s pass and badge shall be returned within 10 calendar days.

2.8.4

Access to Buildings

The Contractor shall monitor and control access into restricted areas under their responsibility, allowing only those individuals who have been properly cleared into restricted areas or other controlled access areas.  The Contractor shall comply with security requirements, plus those imposed by the installation Commander at all times.  Personnel with access to special areas will have the appropriate screening and/or security clearance, and personnel requiring routine access to restricted areas will wear special badges authorizing access for those areas.  Contractor personnel shall not enter restricted or controlled areas or installation facilities unless specifically authorized in performance of their duties.  The Contractor shall secure all buildings and facilities entered during non-duty hours and will secure all building and facilities under the Contractor’s cognizance at the end of each work day or shift period.

2.8.5

Access Arrangements

The Contractor shall make all arrangements necessary to obtain access to buildings, facilities and other work areas, and when necessary, arrange for them to be opened and closed by the controlling authority.

Security Clearances

The Contractor shall obtain all required corporate and personnel Security Clearances prior to commencement of work.  The Contractor shall ensure that a list of all personnel with Security Clearances is maintained current, including clearances that are pending.  

2.9

Safety Requirements

Forty five calendar days after contract award, the Contractor shall provide 2 copies of the Contractor’s Accident Prevention Plan to the Contracting Officer.  The Contractor shall participate in pre-performance conference, partnering session, or both, to review Contractor’s submitted Accident Prevention Plan with the KO.  Within 15 calendar days of written notification, Contractor shall update the Contractor’s Accident Prevention Plan and all Activity Hazard Analyses (AHAs) with KO’s comments adopted and re-submit to the KO with same number of copies.

During performance of services, Contractor’s SSHO shall periodically review the AHA at each service site and for each sub-annex to assess the effectiveness of the Contractor’s overall Accident Prevention Plan.  If changes to the AHAs are required, such changes shall be submitted to the KO for review and acceptance. 

Whenever the KO becomes aware of any safety noncompliance or any condition which poses a serious or imminent danger or hazard to the health or safety of the public or Government Personnel, the KO shall notify the Contractor orally, with written confirmation, and request immediate corrective action.  This notice, when delivered to the Contractor’s representative or SSHO, shall be deemed sufficient notice of noncompliance and that corrective action is required.  After receiving this notice, the Contractor shall immediately take corrective action.  If the Contractor fails, delays, or refuses to promptly take corrective action, the KO may issue a stop work order for all or part of the services or work until satisfactory corrective action has been taken.  Whenever such a stop work order has been issued, the Contractor shall waive all equitable adjustments to the contract related to the stop work ordered issued.  The Contractor shall include this requirement in all of its subcontracts and vendor contracts in support of contract safety.  

2.9.1

Accident Reporting

The Contractor shall report all accidents, mishaps, and near misses to the KO in a timely manner, as described below:   

· An initial report shall be developed by the Contractor and provided to the KO immediately after an accident, or near miss, has occurred.  The Contractor may not have all the facts and information regarding the actual incident or near miss at the time of the initial report, however, it is the Government’s desire to receive notification of all mishap situations as early as possible.

The Contractor is to be familiar with NASLEMINST 11320.1, Fire Prevention Regulations.

2.9.4

Safety Inspections and Monitoring

The Contractor shall be responsible for regularly inspecting its work areas, job sites, and work crews to ensure that all Contractor operations are being conducted safely.  These inspections shall ensure: 

 The site is safe and free of job-site hazards 

· Proper PPE is being utilized and worn. 

· Safe work practices and processes are being followed.

· Workers are familiar with the hazards covered in the respective AHA for that work activity. 

· All equipment and tools are in good condition and being used safely.

The Government reserves the right to inspect and monitor Contractor operations for safety compliance.  In general, the Government approach will be to perform Performance Assessment on the quality and effectiveness of the Contractor’s safety program.   The Government reserves the right to stop any work activity that it deems to be unsafe.  Contractor personnel shall work in a safe manner and comply with all applicable safety regulations.  The Contractor shall be subject to safety inspections of its work sites by the Government.  Contractor safety records shall be available to the KO upon request.

The Contractor shall submit monthly reports of direct labor expended on the contract to the KO.

Safety Certification

The Contractor shall submit copies of all the required Federal, state, county, city or industry safety related certifications for work performed under this contract. (2)(i) Any offer, modification, revision, or withdrawal of an offer received at the Government office designated in the solicitation after the exact time specified for receipt of offers is “late” and will not be considered unless it is received before award is made, the Contracting Officer determines that accepting the late offer would not unduly delay the acquisition; and--

(a) Inspection/Acceptance. The Contractor shall only tender for acceptance those items that conform to the requirements of this contract. The Government reserves the right to inspect or test any supplies or services that have been tendered for acceptance. The Government may require repair or replacement of nonconforming supplies or reperformance of nonconforming services at no increase in contract price. If repair/replacement or reperformance will not correct the defects or is not possible, the Government may seek an equitable price reduction or adequate consideration for acceptance of nonconforming supplies or services. The Government must exercise its post-acceptance rights (1) within a reasonable time after the defect was discovered or should have been discovered; and (2) before any substantial change occurs in the condition of the item, unless the change is due to the defect in the item. 

(b) Assignment. The Contractor or its assignee may assign its rights to receive payment due as a result of performance of this contract to a bank, trust company, or other financing institution, including any Federal lending agency in accordance with the Assignment of Claims Act (31 U.S.C. 3727). However, when a third party makes payment (e.g., use of the Governmentwide commercial purchase card), the Contractor may not assign its rights to receive payment under this contract.

(c) Changes. Changes in the terms and conditions of this contract may be made only by written agreement of the parties. 

(d) Disputes. This contract is subject to the Contract Disputes Act of 1978, as amended (41 U.S.C. 601-613). Failure of the parties to this contract to reach agreement on any request for equitable adjustment, claim, appeal or action arising under or relating to this contract shall be a dispute to be resolved in accordance with the clause at FAR 52.233-1, Disputes, which is incorporated herein by reference. The Contractor shall proceed diligently with performance of this contract, pending final resolution of any dispute arising under the contract. 

(e) Definitions. The clause at FAR 52.202-1, Definitions, is incorporated herein by reference. 

(f) Excusable delays. The Contractor shall be liable for default unless nonperformance is caused by an occurrence beyond the reasonable control of the Contractor and without its fault or negligence such as, acts of God or the public enemy, acts of the Government in either its sovereign or contractual capacity, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, unusually severe weather, and delays of common carriers. (viii) Name, title, and phone number of person to notify in event of defective invoice; and

(ix) Taxpayer Identification Number (TIN). The Contractor shall include its TIN on the invoice only if required elsewhere in this contract.

(x) Electronic funds transfer (EFT) banking information.

(i) All amounts that become payable by the Contractor to the Government under this contract shall bear simple interest from the date due until paid unless paid within 30 days of becoming due. The interest rate shall be the interest rate established by the Secretary of the Treasury as provided in Section 611 of the Contract Disputes Act of 1978 (Public Law 95-563), which is applicable to the period in which the amount becomes due, as provided in (i)(6)(v) of this clause, and then at the rate applicable for each six-month period as fixed by the Secretary until the amount is paid.

(ii) The Government may issue a demand for payment to the Contractor upon finding a debt is due under the contract.

(iii) Final decisions. The Contracting Officer will issue a final decision as required by 33.211 if--

(A) The Contracting Officer and the Contractor are unable to reach agreement on the existence or amount of a debt within 30 days;

(C) The Contractor requests a deferment of collection on a debt previously demanded by the Contracting Officer (see 32.607-2).

(iv) If a demand for payment was previously issued for the debt, the demand for payment included in the final decision shall identify the same due date as the original demand for payment.

(v) Amounts shall be due at the earliest of the following dates:

(A) The date fixed under this contract.

(B) The date of the first written demand for payment, including any demand for payment resulting from a default termination.

(vi) The interest charge shall be computed for the actual number of calendar days involved beginning on the due date and ending on--

(A) The date on which the designated office receives payment from the Contractor;

(B) The date of issuance of a Government check to the Contractor from which an amount otherwise payable has been withheld as a credit against the contract debt; or

(C) The date on which an amount withheld and applied to the contract debt would otherwise have become payable to the Contractor.

(vii) The interest charge made under this clause may be reduced under the procedures prescribed in 32.608-2 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation in effect on the date of this contract.

(j) Risk of loss. Unless the contract specifically provides otherwise, risk of loss or damage to the supplies provided under this contract shall remain with the Contractor until, and shall pass to the Government upon: 

(1) Delivery of the supplies to a carrier, if transportation is f.o.b. origin; or 

(2) Delivery of the supplies to the Government at the destination specified in the contract, if transportation is f.o.b. destination. 

(k) Taxes. The contract price includes all applicable Federal, State, and local taxes and duties. 

(l) Termination for the Government's convenience. The Government reserves the right to terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for its sole convenience. In the event of such termination, the Contractor shall immediately stop all work hereunder and shall immediately cause any and all of its suppliers and subcontractors to cease work. Subject to the terms of this contract, the Contractor shall be paid a percentage of the contract price reflecting the percentage of the work performed prior to the notice of termination, plus reasonable charges the Contractor can demonstrate to the satisfaction of the Government using its standard record keeping system, have resulted from the termination. The Contractor shall not be required to comply with the cost accounting standards or contract cost principles for this purpose. This paragraph does not give the Government any right to audit the Contractor's records. The Contractor shall not be paid for any work performed or costs incurred which reasonably could have been avoided. 

(m) Termination for cause. The Government may terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for cause in the event of any default by the Contractor, or if the Contractor fails to comply with any contract terms and conditions, or fails to provide the Government, upon request, with adequate assurances of future performance. In the event of termination for cause, the Government shall not be liable to the Contractor for any amount for supplies or services not accepted, and the Contractor shall be liable to the Government for any and all rights and remedies provided by law. If it is determined that the Government improperly terminated this contract for default, such termination shall be deemed a termination for convenience.

(o) Warranty. The Contractor warrants and implies that the items delivered hereunder are merchantable and fit for use for the particular purpose described in this contract. 

(p) Limitation of liability. Except as otherwise provided by an express warranty, the Contractor will not be liable to the Government for consequential damages resulting from any defect or deficiencies in accepted items.

Performance assessments will be used as input into any Award Option and/or Award/Incentive Fee decisions, the performance documentation requirements of FAR 42.15, and to substantiate any findings of non-conforming services in accordance with FAR 52.246-4.

Government performance assessment will also address any risks associated with future service deliverables.  Current performance status, process outputs, trend data, and the material representations of the Contractor’s technical proposal will all be considered as necessary in determining the likelihood of achieving required performance outcomes for deliverables that are not yet completed.

In the event the Government performance assessment indicates a high risk of future non-conforming services outcomes, the Contractor will be required to take pre-emptive/corrective action.  The Contractor may receive reduced/negative performance evaluations until such time as quality control is restored and performance risks are mitigated.

Any non-conforming deliverables will be identified during periodic performance assessment meetings, and form the basis for price reduction or other consideration in accordance with FAR 52.246-4.  Any such adjustments will be processed by the Contracting Officer and result in a formal contract modification. (End of clause)

Give the sequence of events that describe what happened leading up to and including the accident.  Fully identify personnel and equipment involved and their role(s) in the accident.  Ensure that relationship between personnel and equipment are clearly specified.  Ensure questions B – E are answered. 

SECTION 7 -–CAUSAL FACTORS

Review thoroughly.  Answer each question by marking the appropriate block.  If any answer is yes, explain in item 9 below.

(1) DESIGN -–Did in inadequacies associated with the building or work site play a role? Would an improved design or layout of the equipment or facilities reduce the likelihood of similar accidents? Were the tools or other equipment designed and intended for the task at hand?


(2) INSPECTION/MAINTENANCE -–Did inadequately or improperly maintained 

equipment, tools, workplace, etc. create or worsen any hazards that contributed to the       accident?  Would better equipment, facility, work site or work activity inspections have helped avoid the accident?

(3) PERSONS PHYSICAL CONDITION -–Do you feel that the accident would probably       not have occurred if the employer was in “good” physical condition? If the person involved in the accident had been in better physical condition, would the accident have been less severe or avoided altogether? Was overexertion a factor?

(4) OPERATING PROCEDURES -–Did a lack of or inadequacy within established    operating procedures contribute to the accident? Did any aspect of the procedures  introduce any hazard to, or increase the risk associated with the work process? Would establishment or improvement of operating procedures reduce the likelihood of similar accidents?

(5) JOB PRACTICES -–Were any of the provisions of the Safety and Health Requirements Manual (EM 385-1-1) violated? Was the task being accomplished in a manner which was not in compliance with an established job hazard analysis or activity hazard analysis? Did any established job practice (including EM 385-1-1) fail to adequately address the task or work process? Would better job practices improved the safety of the task?

(6) HUMAN FACTORS -–Was the person undue stress (either internal or external to the job)? Did the task tend toward overloading the capabilities of the person: e.i., did the job require tracking and reacting to manyexternal inputs such as displays, alarms, or  signals? Did the arrangement of the workplace tend to interfere with efficient task performance? Did the task require reach strength, endurance, agility, etc., at or beyond the capabilities of the employee? Was the work environment ill-adapted to the person?  Did the person need more training, experience, or practice in doing the task? Was the person inadequately rested to perform safely?
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(7) ENVIRONMENTAL FACTORS -–Did any factors such as moisture, humidity, rain, snow, sleet, hail, ice, fog, cold, heat, sun, temperature changes, wind, tides, floods, currents, dust, mud, glare, pressure changes, lighting,etc., play a part in the accident?

(8) CHEMICAL AND PHYSICAL AGENT FACTORS -–Did exposure to chemical agents (either single shift exposure or long-term exposure such dusts, fibers (asbestos, etc.), silica, gases (carbon, monoxide, chlorine, etc.,) mists, steam, vapors, fumes, smoke, other particulate, liquid or dry chemicals that are corrosive, toxic, explosive or flammable, by-products of combustion or physical agents such as noise, ionizing radiation, non-ionizing radiation (UV radiation created during welding, etc.) contribute to the accident/incident?

(9) OFFICE FACTORS -–Did the fact that the accident occurred in an office setting or to an office worker have a bearing on its cause? For example, office workers tend to have less experience and training in performing tasks such as lifting office furniture.  Did physical hazards within the office environment contribute to the hazard?

(10) SUPPORT FACTORS -–Was the person using an improper tool for the job? Was inadequate time available or utilized to safety accomplish the task? Were less than adequate personnel resources (in terms of employee skills, number of workers, and adequate supervision) available to get the job done properly? Was funding available, utilized and adequate to provide proper tools, equipment, personnel, site preparation, etc.?

(11) PERSONAL PROTECTIVE EQUIPMENT -–Did the person fail to use appropriate personal protective equipment (gloves, eye protection, hard-toed shoes, respirator, etc.,) for the task or environment? Did protective equipment provided or worn fail to provide adequate protection from the hazard(s)? Did lack of or inadequate maintenance of  protective gear contribute to the accident?

(12) DRUGS/ALCOHOL -–Is there any reason to believe the person’s mental or physical capabilities, judgment, etc., were impaired or altered by the use of drugs alcohol? Consider the effects of prescription medicine and over the counter medications as well as illicit drug use.  Consider the effect of  drugs or alcohol induced “hangovers”.

(13) JOB/ACTIVITY HAZARD ANALYSIS -–Was a written Job/Activity Hazard Analysis completed for the task being performed at the time of the accident? Mark the appropriate box.  If one was performed, attach a copy of the analysis to the report.

(14) MANAGEMENT -–Did the lack of supervisor or management support play a part in the mishap?

SECTION 8 -–TRAINING

A.  WAS PERSON TRAINED TO PERFORMED ACTIVITY/TASK? -–For the purpose of this section “trained” means the person has been provided the necessary information (either formal and or on-the-job (OJT) training) to competently perform the activity/task in a safe and healthful manner.

B .  TYPE OF TRAINING -–Indicate the specific type of training (classroom or on-the-job) that the injured person received before the accident happened.

C.  DATE OF MOST RECENT TRAINING -–Enter the month, day, and year of the last formal training completed that covered the activity-task being performed at the time of the accident.

D.  LIST TOPICS DISCUSSED -–List topics that were discussed at the training identified in item c. above.
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SECTION 9 -–CAUSES

A.  DIRECT CAUSES -–The direct cause is that single factor which most directly lead to the accident.  See examples below.

B.  INDIRECT CAUSES -–Indirect causes are those factors which contributed to, but did not directly initiate the occurrence of the accident.

C.  Fully describe all the actions taken, anticipated, and recommended to eliminate the cause(s) and prevent reoccurrence of similar accidents/illnesses.  Continue on blank sheets of paper if necessary to fully explain and attach to the completed report form. 

D.  CORRECTIVE ACTIONS DATES -


(1) Beginning – Enter the date when the corrective action(s) identified in c. above will begin.


(2) Anticipated Completion – Enter the date when the corrective action(s) identified in c. above will be completed.

Examples for Section 9:

A.  Employee was dismantling scaffold and fell 12 feet from unguarded opening.


Direct cause:  failure to provide fall protection at elevation.


Indirect causes: failure to enforce USACE safety requirements; improper  training/motivation of employee (possibility that employee was not knowledgeable of USACE fall protection, requirements or was lax in his attitude towards safety); failure to ensure provision of positive fall protection whenever elevated; failure to address fall protection during scaffold dismantling in phase hazard analysis.

B.  Private citizen has stopped his vehicle at intersection for red light when vehicle was struck in rear by contractor vehicle, (note contractor vehicle was in proper safe working condition).


Direct cause:  failure of contractor driver to maintain control of and stop contractor vehicle within safe distance.


Indirect cause:  failure of employee to pay attention to driving (defensive driving).

SECTION 10 -– OSHA - COMPLETE THIS SECTION IF APPLICABLE.

SECTION 11 -–REPORT PREPARER

Enter the name, title and signature of person completing the accident report and provide to the Contracting Officer/ROICC representative responsible for oversight of that contractor activity.  Enter the month, day and year that the report was signed by the responsible supervisor.
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SECTION 12 -–MANAGEMENT REVIEW (CONTRACTING OFFICER)

The responsible report preparer, as identified in Section 11, shall forward the completed report to the Contracting Officer/ROICC for review.  Upon receipt, the Contracting Officer/ROICC shall review the completed report, validate the information, coordinate with supervisor (identified in Section 11) for any necessary corrections, mark the appropriate boxes, provide substantive comments, sign, date and forward to the responsible EFD/EFA/Activity Safety and Health Office.

SECTION 13 -–SAFETY AND OCCUPATIONAL HEALTH REVIEW

The Safety And Occupational Health Office shall review the completed report -–mark the appropriate box, ensure that any inadequacies, discrepancies, etc., are rectified by the responsible supervisor and management reviewer, provide substantive comments, sign, date and forward the completed report to NAVFACHQ 40K.

HEALTH & WELFARE: $3.35 per hour or $134.00 per week or $580.66 per month

VACATION: 2 weeks paid vacation after 1 year of service with a contractor or

successor; 3 weeks after 5 years, and 4 weeks after 15 years.  Length of service

includes the whole span of continuous service with the present contractor or

successor, wherever employed, and with the predecessor contractors in the

performance of similar work at the same Federal facility.  (Reg. 29 CFR 4.173)

HOLIDAYS: A minimum of ten paid holidays per year, New Year's Day, Martin Luther

King Jr's Birthday, Washington's Birthday, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor

Day, Columbus Day, Veterans' Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  (A

contractor may substitute for any of the named holidays another day off with pay in

accordance with a plan communicated to the employees involved.)  (See 29 CFR 4174)

THE OCCUPATIONS WHICH HAVE NUMBERED FOOTNOTES IN PARENTHESES RECEIVE THE FOLLOWING:

1)  COMPUTER EMPLOYEES:  Under the SCA at section 8(b), this wage determination does

not apply to any employee who individually qualifies as a bona fide executive,

administrative, or professional employee as defined in 29 C.F.R. Part 541.  Because

most Computer System Analysts and Computer Programmers who are compensated at a rate

not less than $27.63 (or on a salary or fee basis at a rate not less than $455 per

week) an hour would likely qualify as exempt computer professionals, (29 C.F.R. 541.

400) wage rates may not be listed on this wage determination for all occupations

within those job families.  In addition, because this wage determination may not

list a wage rate for some or all occupations within those job families if the survey

data indicates that the prevailing wage rate for the occupation equals or exceeds

$27.63 per hour conformances may be necessary for certain nonexempt employees.  For

example, if an individual employee is nonexempt but nevertheless performs duties

within the scope of one of the Computer Systems Analyst or Computer Programmer

occupations for which this wage determination does not specify an SCA wage rate,

then the wage rate for that employee must be conformed in accordance with the

conformance procedures described in the conformance note included on this wage

determination.

    (4) A combination of the aforementioned duties, the performance of which

requires the same level of skills.  (29 C.F.R. 541.400).

2)  AIR TRAFFIC CONTROLLERS AND WEATHER OBSERVERS - NIGHT PAY & SUNDAY PAY:  If you

work at night as part of a regular tour of duty, you will earn a night differential

and receive an additional 10% of basic pay for any hours worked between 6pm and 6am.

 If you are a full-time employed (40 hours a week) and Sunday is part of your

regularly scheduled workweek, you are paid at your rate of basic pay plus a Sunday

premium of 25% of your basic rate for each hour of Sunday work which is not overtime

(i.e. occasional work on Sunday outside the normal tour of duty is considered

overtime work).

HAZARDOUS PAY DIFFERENTIAL: An 8 percent differential is applicable to employees

employed in a position that represents a high degree of hazard when working with or

in close proximity to ordinance, explosives, and incendiary materials.  This

includes work such as screening, blending, dying, mixing, and pressing of sensitive

ordance, explosives, and pyrotechnic compositions such as lead azide, black powder

and photoflash powder.  All dry-house activities involving propellants or explosives.

  Demilitarization, modification, renovation, demolition, and maintenance operations

on sensitive ordnance, explosives and incendiary materials.  All operations

involving regrading and cleaning of artillery ranges.

A 4 percent differential is applicable to employees employed in a position that

represents a low degree of hazard when working with, or in close proximity to

ordance, (or employees possibly adjacent to) explosives and incendiary materials

which involves potential injury such as laceration of hands, face, or arms of the

employee engaged in the operation,  irritation of the skin, minor burns and the

like; minimal damage to immediate or adjacent work area or equipment being used.

All operations involving, unloading, storage, and hauling of ordance, explosive, and

incendiary ordnance material other than small arms ammunition.  These differentials

are only applicable to work that has been specifically designated by the agency for

ordance, explosives, and incendiary material differential pay.

** UNIFORM ALLOWANCE **

If employees are required to wear uniforms in the performance of this contract

(either by the terms of the Government contract, by the employer, by the state or

local law, etc.), the cost of furnishing such uniforms and maintaining (by

laundering or dry cleaning) such uniforms is an expense that may not be borne by an

employee where such cost reduces the hourly rate below that required by the wage

determination. The Department of Labor will accept payment in accordance with the

following standards as compliance:

The contractor or subcontractor is required to furnish all employees with an

adequate number of uniforms without cost or to reimburse employees for the actual

cost of the uniforms.  In addition, where uniform cleaning and maintenance is made

the responsibility of the employee, all contractors and subcontractors subject to

this wage determination shall (in the absence of a bona fide collective bargaining

agreement providing for a different amount, or the furnishing of contrary

affirmative proof as to the actual cost), reimburse all employees for such cleaning

and maintenance at a rate of $3.35 per week (or $.67 cents per day).  However, in

those instances where the uniforms furnished are made of "wash and wear"

materials, may be routinely washed and dried with other personal garments, and do

not require any special treatment such as dry cleaning, daily washing, or commercial

laundering in order to meet the cleanliness or appearance standards set by the terms

of the Government contract, by the contractor, by law, or by the nature of the work,

there is no requirement that employees be reimbursed for uniform maintenance costs.

REQUEST FOR AUTHORIZATION OF ADDITIONAL CLASSIFICATION AND WAGE RATE {Standard Form

1444 (SF 1444)}

Conformance Process:

The contracting officer shall require that any class of service employee which is

not listed herein and which is to be employed under the contract (i.e., the work to

be performed is not performed by any classification listed in the wage

determination), be classified by the contractor so as to provide a reasonable

relationship (i.e., appropriate level of skill comparison) between such unlisted

classifications and the classifications listed in the wage determination.  Such

conformed classes of employees shall be paid the monetary wages and furnished the

fringe benefits as are determined.  Such conforming process shall be initiated by

the contractor prior to the performance of contract work by such unlisted class(es)

of employees.  The conformed classification, wage rate, and/or fringe benefits shall

be retroactive to the commencement date of the contract. {See Section 4.6 (C)(vi)}

When multiple wage determinations are included in a contract, a separate SF 1444

should be prepared for each wage determination to which a class(es) is to be

conformed.

The process for preparing a conformance request is as follows:

1) When preparing the bid, the contractor identifies the need for a conformed

occupation(s) and computes a proposed rate(s).

2) After contract award, the contractor prepares a written report listing in order

proposed classification title(s), a Federal grade equivalency (FGE) for each

proposed classification(s), job description(s), and rationale for proposed wage

rate(s), including information regarding the agreement or disagreement of the

authorized representative of the employees involved, or where there is no authorized

representative, the employees themselves.  This report should be submitted to the

contracting officer no later than 30 days after such unlisted class(es) of employees

performs any contract work.

3) The contracting officer reviews the proposed action and promptly submits a report

of the action, together with the agency's recommendations and pertinent

information including the position of the contractor and the employees, to the Wage

and Hour Division, Employment Standards Administration, U.S. Department of Labor,

for review.  (See section 4.6(b)(2) of Regulations 29 CFR Part 4).

4) Within 30 days of receipt, the Wage and Hour Division approves, modifies, or

disapproves the action via transmittal to the agency contracting officer, or

notifies the contracting officer that additional time will be required to process

the request.

5) The contracting officer transmits the Wage and Hour decision to the contractor.

6) The contractor informs the affected employees.

Information required by the Regulations must be submitted on SF 1444 or bond paper.

When preparing a conformance request, the "Service Contract Act Directory of

Occupations" (the Directory) should be used to compare job definitions to insure

that duties requested are not performed by a classification already listed in the

wage determination.  Remember, it is not the job title, but the required tasks that

determine whether a class is included in an established wage determination.

Conformances may not be used to artificially split, combine, or subdivide

Classifications listed in the wage determination.
