2. Description of the Action Being Approved  

 
The Justification and Approval (J&A) authorizes and approves, without the use of full and open 
competition, a contract modification to Exercise Option Year 1 for a twelve (12)-month period (from 
February 9, 2016 to February 8, 2017), for the subject Specialty Trades JOC at NBVC. 

 
3. Description of Supplies/Services 

 
The modification is to Exercise Option Year 1 so that NBVC continues obtaining Specialty Trade JOC 
services, to include performing minor construction, alterations, repair, and incidental related work of 
Government facilities located at NBVC.  The contract was awarded as an 8(a) Sole Source Contract on 
February 6, 2015 to Larco Development Inc. for a twelve (12)-month base period and three (3) 12-
month option periods, with a contract completion date of February 8, 2019.  The total estimated value 
for the Base Period and all Option Periods is not to exceed $4,000,000.00.  
 
There are presently twelve (12) Task Orders for this contract valued at over $1,600,000, ready to be 
issued pending approval of this J&A.  The types of funds to be used are Operations and Maintenance, 
Navy, and Navy Working Capital funds for FY 16.  The intent is to execute this Option Year 1 
modification no later than May 5, 2016. 

 
4. Statutory Authority Permitting Other Than Full and Open Competition 
 

The statutory authority permitting other than full and open competition is Title 10 U.S.C. § 2304(c)(1), 
as implemented by the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR 6.302-1), “Only one responsible source 
and no other supplies or services will satisfy agency requirements.” 
 
The basic contract, N62473-15-D-3403, was awarded with the intent to exercise three 12-month option 
periods for a period not to exceed forty eight (48) months.

5. Rationale Justifying Use of Cited Statutory Authority 

  
Exercise of Option Year 1 to extend the term of the contract for twelve (12) months (from February 9, 
2016 to February 8, 2017), as well as the intent to exercise the remaining two option periods, will 
allow sufficient lead time to procure a new Specialty Trades JOC for future use.  Procuring this work 
under a new JOC would require a minimum of six (6) months to prepare the package, solicit the 
contractor, and award the contract by the NBVC.  If exercise of Option Year 1 is not accomplished, 
construction, alterations, and repairs to Government facilities at NBVC will not be completed, and a 
new procurement would duplicate the costs to the Government that were paid in the previous fourteen 
(14) months.  
   

6. Description of Efforts Made to Solicit Offers from as Many Offerors as Practicable.  
 
In accordance with FAR 5.202(a)(4), the contract action is expressly authorized or required by a statute 
to be made through another Government agency, the Small Business Administration (SBA), using the 
authority of Section 8(a) of the Small Business Act.  As a result, only one source was solicited.   

 
7. Determination of Fair and Reasonable Cost.  

 
The Contracting Officer has determined that the anticipated cost to the Government for the 
modification to exercise Option Year 1 is $0.00.  The modification will extend the contract completion 
date to February 8, 2017, and funding will be provided on each individual Task Order.  As a result, it is 
determined that the cost to approve the modification covered by this J&A is considered fair and 
reasonable. 

 
8. Actions to Remove Barriers to Future Competition. 

 
NAVFAC SW will monitor the industry and conduct market research for future JOC contracts to be 
procured at NBVC. 
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
