REQUEST FOR INFORMATION (RFI) for Renewable Generation Opportunities at Marine Corps Air Station Yuma

MCAS Yuma Renewable Energy Generation Sites
Three sites have been identified by MCAS Yuma as potentially available for development of renewable energy.  A description of each site is below, and a map of the sites is included as Attachment 2.

Site A: Ordnance Area 
Site A is approximately 200 acres in size located near the explosive ordnance storage area within the MCAS Yuma base cantonment area. Site A is not expected to present any significant challenges or expense for obtaining NEPA clearances for development of renewable generation assets.  Sites A has been previously disturbed by agricultural development.  Site A is fee-owned by DoN.
Site B: Kaji Farm 
Site B is no longer being considered for development.  This site should no longer be included in your response to the sources sought notice.
Site C: Arizona Service Highway (ASH)

Site C is approximately 1,745 acres in size located west of the Arizona Service Highway and east of Avenue 4 east.  The ASH site should be presumed occupied by the Flat Tailed Horned Lizard (FTHL) which is currently being considered for listing under the Endangered Species Act. This area was also previously used as a part of the Barry M. Goldwater Range (BMGR), and may contain exploded and unexploded ordnance.  Site C is on BLM lands that have been withdrawn by the DoN for military use.
All of the parcels are relatively flat, reasonably well drained sites that will require some brush removal (grubbing) and grading.
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
