FIELD TEST AND EVALUATION SUPPORT SERVICES

The Naval Facilities Engineering Service Center (NFESC) is a specialty center for the Naval Facilities Engineering Command (NAVFAC). The Amphibious and Expeditionary Department of NFESC requires contractor support in area directly related to Research, Development, Test and Evaluation (RDT&E) to provide technical support services to satisfy the overall operational objective of NFESC located in Port Hueneme, CA and the U.S. Marine Corps Forces Pacific (MARFORPAC) Experimentation Center (MEC) located at Camp Smith, Hawaii. Required services may be performed at any location worldwide, for any Federal Agency that NAVFAC is supporting, but work will predominately take place in the Pacific region.  The work will be performed in office settings, in the laboratory, in the field, and in military exercise settings. 

The purpose of this contract is to obtain field test and evaluation support, project/program planning, project management, project or test related equipment/components, administrative support, and assessment and analyses services.

The MEC has developed experimentation facilities and centers in Hawaii and California that require contractor provided technology hardware/components and project management expertise to maintain the centers. The tasks will fall into the following categories:

I. Project Management

II. Technical Assessment and Evaluation 

III. Project Planning and Execution

IV. Project Documentation 

V. Systems Engineering

VI. Provisioning of Equipment/Components

In order to perform these tasks, Contractor must have the following capabilities:  Knowledge of Navy and Marine Corps Guidance, Instructions and Policies in the following areas; Tactics, Techniques, and Procedures; Expeditionary Warfare; Command and Control; development of Concepts of Operations; threat analysis; planning, conducting, and reporting Military Utility Assessments; military logistics; communications, requirements development and analysis (including Functional Needs Analysis, Functional Solutions Analysis processes); systems engineering; implementation of advanced engineering and logistics concepts; technical support; and data management (i.e., data collection, processing, handling, storage). Personnel must be able to relate the above concepts to integrate into design of Military Utility Assessment. Personnel must have extensive written and oral communication skills and the ability to develop plans and reports, as well as create and conduct briefings in a logical, clear, and concise manner.

Contractor personnel must have knowledge in planning, design, and execution of technology or equipment test and evaluation, demonstrations, experiments, and assessments. Furthermore, personnel must have knowledge of project management of evaluations; developing test plans, requirements, and evaluation criteria; monitoring activities; analysis of results; and providing independent recommendations of process improvements. 

The Contractor shall comply with all applicable Department of Defense (DOD) security regulations (i.e. NISPOM DOD 5220.22M) and procedures during performance of this contract. In order to accept and begin work on potential task orders, the Contractor’s personnel will be required to have a DOD Secret clearance. The Contractor shall have the ability to maintain a facility which can support storage and handling of Secret data (e.g., GSA approved container/safe) and host technical interchange meetings involving discussions up to Secret.  The Contractor shall have the capability to maintain information technology capabilities which can process and store Secret data (i.e., DITSCAP compliant).  The Contractor may be required to handle/use COMSEC equipment during performance of this contract. The Contractor may be required to access the DOD Secret Internet Protocol Router Network (SIPRNet). 

The work will be performed primarily at Government locations.  Additional classified work may be performed in military exercise settings within and outside the Continental United States. Countries where exercises are potentially to be held include: Thailand, Australia, Japan, Philippines, and South Korea. The contractor shall not be permitted to remove classified material from the installation.

The contractor will provide the following support to the Government:

a. Assist with the overall demonstration and planning design objectives to test and assess technology or equipment which best support Expeditionary Maneuver Warfare. Provide recommendations for modifications to tactics-techniques-procedures (TTPs).

b. Identify operational venues and manage design of operational assessments and technology insertion.

c. Assist in technical test design and implementation.

d. Assist in the management of the test/demonstrations when executed.

e. Assist in the support selection of technologies and assessment of the concepts of operation.

f. Prepare Operational Assessment Briefings and Reports/Military Utility Assessment Briefings and Reports/Concept of Operations (CONOPs)/ TTP recommendations, Doctrine, Organization, Training, Materiel, Leadership & Education, Personnel and Facilities (DOTMLPF) considerations.
