
 REQUEST FOR INFORMATION (RFI) 

NOTE: This announcement constitutes an RFI notice for planning purposes. This is NOT a Request for Proposals. NO SOLICITATION DOCUMENTS EXIST AT THIS TIME. This RFI does not constitute a commitment, implied or otherwise, that the Department of the Navy (DON) will take procurement action in this matter. Due to the space constraints at the industry forum, the required submission form for this RFI will be used to determine invitations and is not a registration form. Registration forms will be sent with an invitation. Neither DON nor the Government will be responsible for any cost incurred in furnishing this information or for travel to the forum. 

INTRODUCTION: 

The Department of the Navy in support of USMC and Navy energy requirements will host a Waste to Energy Industry Forum. The purpose of this forum is to provide information on DON renewable goals and waste to energy/conversion technology (CT) opportunities and to generate dialogue that can help improve the DON’s acquisition strategy of renewable energy from waste technologies, including standard CT practices and landfill gas recovery. The forum will involve Navy, Marine Corps, Air Force, and Army personnel, industry project developers, CT system operators, and CT technology developers. 

The purpose of this RFI is to inform the CT industry of the Waste to Energy Industry Forum on July 29th 2011 and to select potential attendees for the forum from the CT community. The industry forum will take place at the Washington D.C. Navy Yard Conference and Catering center. During the morning session, the DON shall present an overview of current renewable energy goals, approaches, and constraints, discuss financing and funding mechanisms, and explore policies that directly affect the CT industry. 
The afternoon sessions will feature 15 minute private meetings with Navy representatives where industry attendees may elect to “Pitch a Principle” that is described in more detail below. Attendees will also have the opportunity to network with the DON on current standards and practices to help improve DON acquisition strategy of CT. 

Conference attendees will be selected based on the first acceptable responses to this RFI in each of the following categories: technology development, project development, and facility operations/municipality representatives. There are twenty company slots available for technological developers, twenty slots for project developers, and ten slots for facility operators/municipality representatives. If necessary, selection will also be based on technology experience to ensure diversity at the forum. No reimbursements will be made for attendance at this one-day event.

Pitch-a-Principle: 
During the 15 minute private meetings with Navy representatives, industry attendees are expected to do a Pitch-a-principle presentation that addresses the areas of interest described below. After the initial selection of companies from the responses to this RFI, selected attendees will be asked to submit a short summary (ten pages maximum) of their Pitch a Principle presentation. Attendees should bring at least three hardcopies of the presentation for use at the forum, and should not plan to bring laptops, utilize the web, or have access to a computer. 

Areas of Interest

The DON is interested in CT industry input on a number of issues related to the implementation of delivering renewable energy from waste at DON locations. These issues include: (1) approaches to partnerships or joint ventures, (2) project financing, (3) commercially available technology, (4) emerging technology with readiness for application in less than 5 years (5) technological, logistical, environmental, and policy issues that might hinder a CT project, (6) lessons learned from past projects and (7) site information necessary for developing a project.
