Description:  

This is a sources sought synopsis.  The intent of this sources sought synopsis is to identify potential qualified 8(a), Historically Underutilized Business Zone (HUBZone), Service Disabled Veteran-Owned Small Business (SDVOSB) and Small Business (SB) offerors.  The Naval Facilities Engineering Service Center (NFESC) will use the responses to this sources sought synopsis to make appropriate acquisition decisions for the planned contract.  This Sources Sought announcement is a Market Survey for written information only.  This is not a solicitation announcement for proposals and no contract will be awarded from this announcement.  No reimbursement will be made for any costs associated with providing information in response to this announcement or any follow-up information requests.  No telephone calls will be accepted.  After review of the responses submitted regarding this potential acquisition, a solicitation announcement will be published in the Navy Electronic Commerce Online (NECO) and in the Federal Business Opportunities (FEDBIZOPPS) websites, if the Government intends to continue with the procurement.

In preparation for a possible future procurement, the Naval Facilities Engineering Service Center (NAVFAC ESC) is seeking companies experienced in inspecting and auditing services for trackage, and providing training to Navy, Marine Corps and other DOD track inspectors as described in "NAVFAC INST 11230.1E".  Particular interest is directed to the training defined in "Section E" of the instruction. 

Respondents should provide the following information about their capabilities associated with Trackage inspector training, audits, inspections and experience with RAILER program; and in providing various related engineering and incidental technical services:

Trackage Inspector Training classes, list experience in training personnel in the Railroad Trackage, Ground-Level Crane Trackage, and Elevated Crane Trackage classes, as defined in NAVFACINST 11230.1E Section 1:

Trackage Inspections technical expertise (engineers and technicians)

Trackage Audits technical expertise (engineers and technicians)

Company safety and risk management standard procedures

List locations of trackage inspections and/or audits conducted during the past five years along with a point of contact (name, company, and phone).

Experience with the RAILER program, and training of activity personnel to implement RAILER.  RAILER®, developed by U. S. Army CERL, is a computerized railroad trackage engineered management system.



Interested sources should respond with brief documentation showing the company’s ability to fulfill the requirements described.  Interested sources will briefly summarize their corporate history, level of related experience, available technology, and business size.  This announcement is not a commitment by the government to issue for a solicitation or ultimately award a contract.  The applicable NAICS Codes is 488210—with a size limitation standard of $6.5Million.
