The Naval Medical Logistics Command (NMLC), on behalf of the Naval Medical Research Unit 6 (NAMRU-6) intends to issue a Request for Proposals.  NAMRU-6 is investing in biosurveillance technologies and systems to achieve early detection of health threats, health events, and overall situational awareness of disease activity. Understanding disease activities allows the DoD to detect possible threats of bioterrorism, understand epidemiological outbreaks, offer humanitarian assistance to affected areas, and protect military personnel in disease-affected areas.  The overall objective of this requirement is to evaluate the acceptability and effectiveness of a diagnostic device and associated biosurveillance system in “sentinel communities.”  These services will be performed OCONUS.  Performance under this award has the potential to be in Iquitos, Peru, and Phnom Penh, Cambodia.  This acquisition will be set aside 100% for small businesses utilizing the policies and procedures in the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) Part 13.5, Test Program for Certain Commercial Items.  The Government anticipates issuance of a single, firm-fixed price contract.  However, the Government reserves the right to issue none.  It is anticipated that this procurement will be solicited 100% to small businesses.  However, the Government reserves the right to change the solicitation procedure.
