
SOURCES SOUGHT NOTICE-001
The Naval Surface Warfare Center, Port Hueneme Division, (PHD NSWC) anticipates a contract requirement for the Self Defense Test Ship engineering, maritime, and logistics support services to the Land and Sea Test Department of the Naval Surface Warfare Center, Port Hueneme Division (PHD NSWC ), Port Hueneme, California.  PHD NSWC is a field activity of Naval Sea Systems Command (NAVSEA). The primary North American Industry Classification System (NAICS) code for this procurement is 488330 with a size standard of $35.5 million.  
This is a follow-on requirement of Contract N63394-09-D-1282. The incumbent is AdvantEdge Technologies, Inc.
The anticipated issue date of the solicitation is June 2013 and will be open for 30 days.  The projected award date is December, 2013. 

The desired delivery is anticipated to be January 2014 through January 2019.  A five year performance period, Cost Plus Fixed Fee/Firm Fixed Price Contract Indefinite Delivery/ Indefinite Quantity (IDIQ) contract is anticipated.  Award will be made at the price determined to be fair and reasonable by the Contacting Officer to a responsible contractor in accordance with FAR 9.1.
Site Visit: Potential offerors are encouraged to participate on a site visit to the Self Defense Test Ship (SDTS) located at PHD NSWC Port Hueneme, California.  Contractors will have an opportunity to ask questions and see actual equipment to aid in the preparation of their capability statements.  The date of the site visit is scheduled for 09 Apr 2013. To expedite access to the Naval Base Ventura County (NBVC) and PHD NSWC provide Mike Wolfe with your Name, Address, and Phone Numbers no later than 02 April 2013, 4:00 p.m. Pacific Time.  Requests received after 02 April 2013 might not be processed due to Pass and I.D. time constraints. In addition prepare Department of Homeland Security Form I-9 attached here within and bring it with you to the NBVC Pass and Security Office. It is recommended to arrive at Pass and I.D. early to allow time for document processing. 

It is requested that all interested Small Business concerns, including but not limited to HUBZone, 8(a) Small Disadvantaged Businesses (SDB) and Service Disabled Veteran-Owned Small Businesses (SDVOSB) to respond with a Capability Statement of a maximum of four (4) pages to be used to determine the availability of Small Business concerns for this requirement.  Interested Small Business concerns must identify all of its small business socio-economic categories.

The Capability Statement shall succinctly address the following three items below to demonstrate the contractor's capability to perform the requirements of the Statement of Work (SOW):  

(1) The contractor's ability to manage, as prime contractor, the type and magnitude of tasking in the SOW; and

(2) The contractor's technical ability or approach to achieving technical ability to perform the requirements of the SOW; and

(3) The contractor's capacity or approach to achieving capacity to conduct the requirements of the SOW. For the purpose of this Capability Statement, capacity shall refer to matters such as the magnitude of the tasking, the amount of equipment or facilities involved, the size of the staff needed, etc.

Demonstrated ability to manage, technical ability and capacity may include citing and describing the same or similar relevant performance, but does not limit the interested contractor's approach to demonstrate capability.  Demonstrated performance must have been carried out within the preceding five (5) years. 

NOTE: Only information provided in the written Capability Statement shall be considered.
